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Dear Parishioners and Friends,

In a new Apostolic Letter entitled “Patris corde” ("With a Father’s Heart"),

Pope Francis describes Saint Joseph as a beloved father, a tender and loving
father, an obedient father, an accepting father; a father who is creatively
courageous, a working father, a father in the shadows. The Letter marks the
150th anniversary of Blessed Pope Pius IX’s declaration of St. Joseph as Patron of
the Universal Church. To celebrate the anniversary, Pope Francis has proclaimed a
special “Year of St. Joseph,” beginning December 8, 2020 and extending to
December 8, 2021.
- Quoting his predecessor St. Paul VI, Pope Francis writes that Saint Joseph,
in fact, “concretely expressed his fatherhood” by making an offering of himself in love “a love placed at
the service of the Messiah who was growing to maturity in his home”. In him, “Jesus saw the tender love
of God,” the one that helps us accept our weakness, because “it is through” and despite “our fears, our
frailties, and our weakness” that most divine designs are realized. Joseph is also a father in obedience to
God: with his ‘fiat” he protects Mary and Jesus and teaches his Son to “do the will of the Father.” Called by
God to serve the mission of Jesus, he “cooperated... in the great mystery of Redemption,” as St. John
Paul II said, “and is truly a minister of salvation”.

At the same time, Joseph is “an accepting Father,” because he “accepted Mary unconditionally” —
an important gesture even today, says Pope Francis, “in our world where psychological, verbal and
physical violence towards women is so evident.” But the Bridegroom of Mary is also the one who, trusting
in the Lord, accepts in his life even the events that he does not understand, “setting aside his own ideas”
and reconciling himself with his own history. In practice, through St. Joseph, it is as if God were to repeat
to us: “"Do not be afraid!” because “faith gives meaning to every event, however happy or sad,” and
makes us aware that “"God can make flowers spring up from stony ground.” Joseph “did not look for
shortcuts but confronted reality with open eyes and accepted personal responsibility for it.” Taking a cue
from The Shadow of the Father — a book by Polish writer Jan Dobraczynski — Pope Francis describes
Joseph’s fatherhood of Jesus as “the earthly shadow of the heavenly Father.”

At the conclusion of his Letter, Pope Francis notes how, “Every day, for over forty years, following
Lauds [Morning Prayer]” he has “recited a prayer to Saint Joseph taken from a nineteenth-century French
prayer book of the Congregation of the Sisters of Jesus and Mary.” This prayer, he says, expresses
devotion and trust, and even poses a certain challenge to Saint Joseph,” on account of its closing words:
“My beloved father, all my trust is in you. Let it not be said that I invoked you in vain, and since you can
do everything with Jesus and Mary, show me that your goodness is as great as your power.”

The Apostolic Penitentiary also issued a decree granting special indulgences for the duration of the
special year to celebrate the anniversary and “to perpetuate the entrustment of the whole Church to the
powerful patronage of the Custodian of Jesus.” The Apostolic Penitentiary grants a plenary indulgence to
the faithful who will recite any legitimately approved prayer or act of piety in honor of St. Joseph, for
example, “To you, O blessed Joseph” especially on March 19th, on May 1st, on St. Joseph’s Sunday
(according to the Byzantine tradition), on the 19th of each month and every Wednesday, a day dedicated
to the memory of the saint according to the Latin tradition. The act of personal consecration to St. Joseph
should last 33 days and may begin on February 15th and end on March 19th, the Solemnity of St. Joseph,
or begin on March 30th and end on May 1st, the feast of St. Joseph the Worker. In a richly researched
and lovingly presented program of consecration to St. Joseph, Fr. Donald Calloway, MIC, has written a
book, Consecration to St. Joseph: The Wonders of our Spiritual Father, in the English language. The book
is available through Marian Press and can be ordered by calling 1-800-462-7426. Prayer materials through
the intercession and the consecration of St. Joseph can also be found on the website:
www.shopmercy.orqg .

Let us ask St. Joseph, Patron of the Universal Church, to strengthen our faith in these difficult
times and to strengthen the faith of those who have gone astray in their lives. God bless!

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MESSAGE OF HIS HOLINESS POPE FRANCIS FOR
THE XXIX WORLD DAY OF THE SICK 2021
"You have but one teacher and you are all
brothers” (Mt 23:8)

Dear brothers and sisters,

The celebration of the XXIX World Day of the
Sick on 11 February 2021, the liturgical memorial of
the Blessed Virgin Mary of Lourdes, is an opportunity
to devote special attention to the sick and to those
who provide them with assistance and care both in
healthcare institutions and within families and
communities. We think in particular of those who have
suffered, and continue to suffer, the effects of the
worldwide coronavirus pandemic. To all, and especially
to the poor and the marginalized, I express my
spiritual closeness and assure them of the Church’s
loving concern.
1. The theme of this Day is drawn from the Gospel
passage in which Jesus criticizes the hypocrisy of those
who fail to practice what they preach (cf. Mt 23:1-12).
When our faith is reduced to empty words,
unconcerned with the lives and needs of others, the
creed we profess proves inconsistent with the life we
lead. The danger is real. That is why Jesus uses strong
language about the peril of falling into self-idolatry. He
tells us: “You have but one teacher and you are all
brothers” (v. 8).
2. The experience of sickness makes us realize our
own vulnerability and our innate need of others. It
makes us feel all the more clearly that we are
creatures dependent on God. When we are ill, fear and
even bewilderment can grip our minds and hearts; we
find ourselves powerless, since our health does not
depend on our abilities or life’s incessant worries (cf.
Mt 6:27).
3. Sickness always has more than one face: it has the
face of all the sick, but also those who feel ignored,
excluded and prey to social injustices that deny their
fundamental rights (cf. Fratelli Tutti, 22). The current
pandemic has exacerbated inequalities in our
healthcare systems and exposed inefficiencies in the
care of the sick...Yet the pandemic has also highlighted
the dedication and generosity of healthcare personnel,
volunteers, support staff, priests, men and women
religious, all of whom have helped, treated, comforted
and served so many of the sick and their families with
professionalism, self-giving, responsibility and love of
neighbour. A silent multitude of men and women, they
chose not to look the other way but to share the
suffering of patients, whom they saw as neighbours
and members of our one human family.
4. If a therapy is to be effective, it must have a
relational aspect, for this enables a holistic approach to
the patient. Emphasizing this aspect can help doctors,
nurses, professionals and volunteers to feel
responsible for accompanying patients on a path of
healing grounded in a trusting interpersonal
relationship (cf. New Charter for Health Care Workers
[2016], 4 — 1
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5. Dear brothers and sisters, the commandment of
love that Jesus left to his disciples is also kept in our
relationship with the sick. A society is all the more
human to the degree that it cares effectively for its
most frail and suffering members, in a spirit of
fraternal love. Let us strive to achieve this goal, so that
no one will feel alone, excluded or abandoned.

To Mary, Mother of Mercy and Health of the
Infirm, I entrust the sick, healthcare workers and all
those who generously assist our suffering brothers and
sisters. From the Grotto of Lourdes and her many
other shrines throughout the world, may she sustain
our faith and hope, and help us care for one another
with fraternal love. To each and all, I cordially impart
my blessing.

Our Lady of Lourdes - World Day of the Sick
Thursday, February 11, in honor '
of Our Lady of Lourdes, we celebrate
World Day of the Sick. We would like to
remind parishioners that in the
sacrament of the sick we call God's help
to strengthen us spiritually and §
physically. It is granted not only to [
those in danger of death, but to the sick
as well as the elderly. It is written in
The Catechism of the Catholic Church:
II. Who Receives and Who Administers This
Sacrament?
In case of grave illness . . .
1514 The Anointing of the Sick "is not a sacrament for
those only who are at the point of death. Hence, as
soon as anyone of the faithful begins to be in danger
of death from sickness or old age, the fitting time for
him to receive this sacrament has certainly already
arrived."129
1515 If a sick person who received this anointing
recovers his health, he can in the case of another
grave illness receive this sacrament again. If during
the same illness the person's condition becomes more
serious, the sacrament may be repeated. It is fitting to
receive the Anointing of the Sick just prior to a serious
operation. the same holds for the elderly whose frailty
becomes more pronounced.
" ... let him call for the presbyters of the Church"
1516 Only priests (bishops and presbyters) are
ministers of the Anointing of the Sick.130 It is the duty
of pastors to instruct the faithful on the benefits of this
sacrament. The faithful should encourage the sick to
call for a priest to receive this sacrament. the sick
should prepare themselves to receive it with good
dispositions, assisted by their pastor and the whole
ecclesial community, which is invited to surround the
sick in a special way through their prayers and
fraternal attention.

JOINING IN GOD’S HEALING OF THE WORLD

Our readings today summon the Church to embrace its calling, to join in God’s heal-
ing of the world. As we hear of Job’s anguish, in which all hope and purpose have
disappeared, we are reminded of the depth of suffering in the world around us, and
perhaps also within our own hearts. We hear of Jesus bringing healing and hope to
Simon’s mother-in-law and to the community around Capernaum. And we hear of
Paul’s commitment to “become all things to all”, that is, to walk alongside all kinds of
people, offering good news of the love of God. We need to be a people who do not
hide from broken hearts, including our own. We are to share in the suffering of our
world, but also to live as those who can tell the world of a God who brings hope. At
our best, we the Church embody God’s great desire to heal the brokenhearted.

The poignant description of human suffering in our reading from the book of Job
echoes the cries we have heard throughout the world with the coming of the coro-
navirus. We grieve many losses: of life and health, of jobs and security, of freedom to
be with those we love. We are reminded that many of the psalms are prayers lament-
ing that the world is often not what it ought to be. In these coronavirus times, we the
Church are first called to prayerfully lament: to weep with those who are weeping
and to ache for a better world. Our prayer can remind us that, as Paul described
in Romans 8, all creation is groaning, and the Holy Spirit is groaning in wordless,
shared suffering.

We also live in God’s promise to transform our tears into joy. God is eager to bring
healing to the world, and we are God’s instruments in doing so. We bring God’s gifts
of creativity, resourcefulness, and perseverance to the task. Our prayerful lamenta-
tion reminds us of the urgency of God’s work through us.

FREED TO SERVE

The first chapter of Mark’s Gospel is very fast-paced, as Jesus begins his ministry
on the move. The first scene in today’s passage happens so quickly that it’s easy to
miss: Jesus heals Simon’s mother-in-law, and she promptly begins to serve Jesus
and the disciples. This woman is never named, and only noted by her relationship
with Simon. But she is the first person in Mark, once healed by Jesus, to clearly re-
spond as a disciple. Her healing frees her to serve Jesus and others, and sparks the
healing of many others.

Please
contact one of the priests directly or the parish office
as soon as possible.

8’ BT Today’s Gospel tells us that Jesus traveled “throughout the whole of Galilee” and
a S “cured many who were sick with various diseases” (Mark 1:29-35). The Church

continues this work of Jesus in the sacrament of the anointing of the sick. People may
want to receive this sacrament for many different reasons. They might have a serious
illness, or they might be preparing for surgery. Those who are very old or weakened by
some physical condition, even if they are not seriously ill, may seek the blessings of the
sacrament to renew their strength.

In administering the sacrament of the anointing of the sick, the priest lays hands on
the person and prays silently. Then he anoints the person with the oil of the sick, one
of the holy oils blessed by the bishop during Holy Week. The one being anointed is
reminded that his or her suffering is united with the suffering of Jesus. The prayer asks
God to grant the sick person peace and courage in the face of illness. Sometimes those
who are ill recover. Some do not. But the sacrament promises that no matter what, God
is with them to bring them comfort.

You can also bring comfort to
those who are ill. First, you can
pray for them, that they may
be well and know God’s loving
presence. You can also assure
them that you care for them by
sending a note or a card with
your prayers and good wishes.
If you know someone who is sick
or elderly and weak, think about
sending them a card. You are
part of the Church that continues
Jesus’ work of caring for those
who are sick.
