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Dear Parishioners and Friends,

Today's first reading deals with the disease of leprosy. All patients had to
strictly follow the rules governing what to do. "The garments of one afflicted
with a scaly infection shall be rent and the hair disheveled, and the mustache
covered. The individual shall cry out, “Unclean, unclean!” (Leviticus 13:45).
So, they were isolated from the rest of society. It might seem that this is
something from the distant past, and yet this is not the case. Nowadays, we
are dealing more often with another form of the disease: social leprosy. It is
an asymptomatic, but severe, disease for those affected by it. The sick, as in
the case of real lepers, are isolated from the rest, treated as unwanted, un-
necessary, and redundant evil. Even though they sometimes have a lot of good news, advice, and
information to convey, they are not seen, read, and their dignity is trampled underfoot. Those who
are "sick" are mostly sensitive people, internally rich, but for others unfashionable, even devout, and
are doomed to be misunderstood and ridiculed.

Therefore, while listening to the readings and the Gospels, let us look around with the
eyes of our imagination. Are there people nearby who have been pushed aside like the lepers
by us or by a group? Or maybe do we not like the fact that they are different? As Christians,
we are to love one another; this means finding understanding for those we call misfits. Saint Paul, in
his letter to the Corinthians says, "Avoid giving offense, whether to Jews or Greeks or the
church of God” (1 Cor 10:32). We can understand this call as an acceptation of the people we reject
for various reasons.

Christ perfectly understood the ailments of illness, and the state of the rejected and
misunderstood, as he had experienced it many times. But as the Son of God He could help those in
need. He showed mercy to the one that asked for healing, saying these words, I do will it. Be made
clean.” (Mk 1:41). In just three days, we will embark on the season of Lent on Ash Wednesday.
Through the Lenten exercises, especially prayer, fasting and almsgiving, let us try to get closer to
God and other people. Our sacrifice and prayer will not please God if we despise others.

Now, more than ever, the Church needs your steadfast support. Your contribution to
the weekly collection for our parish and to the Annual Catholic Appeal is vital to maintain the
financial stability of the Church over the next few weeks and months. While we are not currently
able to assemble physically as an entire parish, please consider an online donation to the parish
and/or the Annual Catholic Appeal.

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40 Days of Lent? - How?

"[Flor the Church has never allowed Sundays
to be kept as days of fast..." Thus, we arrive at the
traditional formula, in the Western Church, for how the
40 days of Lent are calculated:

» Ash Wednesday to Holy Saturday, inclusive, is 46 days;
e There are six Sundays in this period, which "the Church
has never allowed . . . to be kept as days of fast";

* 46 days minus 6 Sundays equals the 40 days of the
Lenten fast.

Fish Tales
During Fridays of Lent, as

well as on Ash Wednesday, Catholic
calendars carry an icon of a fish to
remind us to abstain from eating

meat. Since the first century, the fish

was a secret symbol widely recognized among
persecuted Christians. The Church’s earliest believers
called themselves “son of the celestial Icthus”.

IXOYZ (Ichthus) is an acronym for "Inooig
XpioTog, @0l Yioc, Zwtnp", (I€sous Christos, Theou
Yios, Sotér), which translates into English as "Jesus
Christ, Son of God, Saviour".

A sacristy includes a piscine — which translates
as “fishpond” — for washing priests’ hands, as well as
sacred vessels. In the third century, Cyprian wrote, “It
is in the water that we are reborn, in the likeness of
Christ our Master, the Fish.”

Lenten Meditation Aids

During Lent (and throughout the year) we
need spiritual enlightenment. We can find this through
spiritual reading, both individually and as a family. This
is a prerequisite to a continued growth in the spiritual
life. Maria Von Trapp suggests three categories in our
Lenten reading program:

Something for the mind. We should do some
research, study the papal encyclicals, read the
Catechism of the Catholic Church, delve into Church
history, study Catholic philosophy.

Something for the soul. This should be deeper
spiritual reading that gives a program, guidance, and
spiritual direction, and could include writings of the
saints like St. Teresa of Avila, St. Therérése of Lisieux
or St. Francis de Sales.

Something for the heart. We need inspiration.
The best way is to read biographies of Christ, Mary, saints
or people who put their spiritual life into action. Bishop
Fulton Sheen's Life of Christ is excellent Lenten reading.
Scripture is an excellent source for all these categories.

St. Faustina is offering two meditation aids to
parishioners this Lenten season. The first is The Word
Among Us Catholic Mass & Daily Meditations: Behold the
Lamb of God booklet for a suggested donation of $2. The
second is the book by Rev. Donald H. Calloway, MIC,
Consecration to St. Joseph: The Wonders of our Spiritual
Father for a suggested donation of $15. There are limited
quantities, so act quickly if you're interested. They will be
available after weekend Masses or in the parish office
during the week.

In just three days, on Ash Wednes-
w  day, we will begin the season of Lent. We
cordially invite the faithful to St. Faustina
Parish for Mass in the English language at 7:30 am and
5:30 pm; as well as a Liturgical Service at 12:00 pm.
This year ashes will be sprinkled on top of the head (as
is frequently done in Europe) at all Masses and the
Service.

Lenten Regulations
from Ash Wednesday to the Paschal Triduum
Abstinence from meat - the

practice of restraining oneself from
eating meat - is to be observed by all
Catholics 14 years old and older on Ash
Wednesday and on all the Fridays of
Lent. Fasting - the willing abstinence or
reduction from all or some food and drink for a period
of time - is to be observed on Ash Wednesday by all
Catholics who are 18 years of age but not yet 59.
Those who are bound by this may take only one full
meal. Two smaller meals are permitted if necessary to
maintain strength according to one’s needs, but eating
solid foods between meals is not permitted. The
special Paschal fast, as well as abstinence, are
prescribed for Good Friday and encouraged for Holy
Saturday.

By the threefold discipline of fasting,
almsgiving and prayerthe Church keeps Lent from
Ash Wednesday until the evening of Holy Thursday. All
of the faithful and the catechumens should undertake
serious practice of these three traditions. Failure to
observe any penitential days at all or a substantial
number of such days must be considered serious.

HEALING AND HOPE

The readings from Leviticus and from the Gospel of Mark today speak of healing and
hope. Leviticus outlines procedures to prevent the spread of leprosy, a skin disease
understood to be a great danger to the community. Those with the disease were
isolated and ritually impure. Absent some cure from God, they were considered be-
yond hope. Their lives were like a living death, and likely they saw no future hope in
their lives. Jesus’ healing of a leper was thus a profound sign of the promised reign
of God, which Jesus had earlier announced. The healing was like raising the leper up
from death, and thus a hint of Jesus’ resurrection. Where are there “lepers” today,
those isolated or outcast from our communities? Who are those our society consid-
ers beyond hope, or deems not worth the trouble to offer hope? How can we imitate
Jesus in offering a healing touch to them?

SURRENDERING CONTROL

The Gospel today concludes the first chapter of Mark, which traces the rapid expan-
sion of Jesus’ ministry. Excitement about Jesus grows so much that he can’t enter
a town without being besieged. His healing of a leper results in a reversal: the leper,
who had been isolated from the community, is now free to speak with everyone.
Jesus, who before could speak freely, now must isolate himself from the crowds. By
serving others, Jesus lost some control over his ministry. This is the first hint of what
happens later in Mark. Jesus’ displays of power—over illness, over evil spirits, over
nature —eventually lead him to the “powerlessness” of the cross.

The experience of Jesus guides us in our own efforts to be of service. Surrendering
control is often very difficult. To be a servant is to engage with others, where fre-
quently we lose some control over our freedoms, time, and energies. Often there is
a cross or two to bear. As Jesus let go of control in his life, he also placed his trust
in his Father. He invites us to do the same.

FOR THE GLORY OF GOD

In today’s passage from First Corinthians, Paul concludes his extensive reflections
on a variety of issues in Christian life, summarizing with “whatever you do, do every-
thing for the glory of God.” Beyond the specific problems he addresses, Paul invites
his listeners deeper, to consider the primary orientation of life in Christ. We live “for
the glory of God” when we organize our lives around God’s values and purposes.

SS. Cyril & Methodius, St. Valentine - February 14

St. Cyril was a priest and a philosopher and
accompanied his brother St. Methodius to Moravia to
preach the Gospel. They both perfected a Slavonic
alphabet which is now known as the Cyrillic alphabet and
translated the liturgy into this language. They were
summoned to Rome, where Cyril died on this date in 869,
and Methodius was consecrated bishop and sent to
Pannonia. He died on April 6, 885, in Velehrad, Czech
Republic, after working tirelessly on spreading the
Gospel.

According to the 1962 Missal, today is the feast
of St. Valentine. St. Valentine, a priest of Rome, was
martyred, it would appear, in about 270. Legend states
that Valentine, along with St. Marius, aided the Christian
martyrs during the Claudian persecution. In addition to
his other edicts against helping Christians, Claudius had
also issued a decree forbidding marriage. In order to
increase troops for his army, he forbade young men to
marry, believing that single men made better soldiers
than married men.

Valentine defied this decree and urged young
lovers to come to him in secret so that he could join them
in the sacrament of matrimony. Eventually he was
discovered by the Emperor, who promptly had Valentine
arrested and brought before him.

While in prison, Valentine was tended by the
jailer, Asterius, and his blind daughter. Asterius' daughter
was very kind to Valentine and brought him food and
messages. They developed a friendship and toward the
end of his imprisonment Valentine was able to convert
both father and daughter to Christianity. Legend has it
that he also miraculously restored the sight of the jailer's
daughter.

The night before his execution, the priest wrote a
farewell message to the girl and signed it affectionately
"From Your Valentine," a phrase that lives on even to today.
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Memorare to St. Joseph

Remember, O most chaste spouse of the Virgin
Mary, that never was it known that anyone who
implored your help and sought your intercession were
left unassisted. Full of confidence in your power I fly
unto you and beg your protection. Despise not O
Guardian of the Redeemer my humble supplication, but
in your bounty, hear and answer me. Amen.

Dlatego tez stuchajac czytan i Ewangelii, oczyma wyobrazni rozejrzyjmy sie wokot siebie. Czy
obok, niedaleko, sg tacy, ktdrzy przez nas lub przez grupe zostali odsunieci jak tredowaci? A moze
nam nie odpowiada to, ze sg inni? Jako chrzeScijanie mamy mitowac sie wzajemnie, a to oznacza
znalezienie zrozumienia dla tych, ktérych nazywamy odmiencami. Swiety Pawet w swym liscie do
Koryntian, méwi: ,Nie badzcie zgorszeniem ani dla Zyddéw, ani dla Grekdw, ani dla Kosciota
Bozego.” (1 Kor 10,32). Ale my mozemy to zawofanie odczyta¢ jako wezwanie do akceptacji ludzi,
ktorych z ré6znych powoddw odrzucamy.

Chrystus doskonale rozumiat dolegliwosci chorobowe, jak rowniez znat status odrzuconego,
nierozumianego, bowiem sam niejednokrotnie tego doswiadczat.

Rozdzierajcie jednak serca
wasze, a nhie szaty! Nawrdécie sie do Pana Boga
waszegoI On bowiem jest faskawy, mitosierny,
nieskory do gniewu i wielki w taskawosci, a lituje sie
na widok niedoli" (JI 2, 12-13). Tekst ten moéwi nie
tylko o potrzebie nawrdcenia i pokuty, ale takze o
niezmierzonym mitosierdziu Boga i Jego gotowosci do
przebaczenia. Petne ufnosci zwrdcenie sie ku Bogu,
ktory kocha grzesznika, jest juz odwrdceniem sie od
zta, a na pewno jest poczatkiem nawrdcenia.

Obecny obrzed poswiecenia i natozenia na
gtowe popiotu w Srode Popielcowg faczy dwie rézne
tradycje  istniejace w pierwszych wiekach
chrzescijanstwa.

Od najdawniejszych czaséw praktykowany byt
w Kosciele zwyczaj nakftadania na publicznych
grzesznikéw pokuty. Od VII wieku miat on miejsce w
srode poprzedzajgcg pierwszg niedziele Wielkiego
Postu. Za cigzkie grzechy, zwiaszcza publiczne, jak
odstgpstwo od wiary, $wiadome zabdjstwo, ztamanie
przysiegi matzenskiej (cudzotostwo), obowigzywata
publiczna pokuta. Pokutnicy zbierali sie w $Swiatyni,
oskarzali sie wobec zebranych ze swoich win,
przywdziewali wtosiennice, a kaptani posypywali ich
gtowy popiolem. Po odmdwieniu odpowiednich
modlitw biskup (lub w jego imieniu kaptan) méwit do
nich: "Oto wypedzamy was teraz z obrebu kosciota z
powodu grzechow i zbrodni waszych" i wyprowadzat
ich ze Swiatyni. To wyprowadzenie pokutnikéw poza
mury $wiatyni miato byc ostrzezeniem dla pozostatych
wiernych i podkreslato prawde, ze grzech ciezki nie
tylko obraza Boga, ale wyklucza ze spotecznosci
Kosciota. Uroczyste pojednanie pokutnikow z Bogiem
i KoSciotem nastepowato w godzinach porannych w
czasie Mszy sw. w Wielki Czwartek.

Od X wieku praktyka pokuty publicznej zaczyna
powoli zanika¢. W liturgii pozostat po niej tylko obrzed
posypania gtdw popiotem. Papiez Urban II (+1099)
polecit nakfada¢ popidt na gtowe wszystkich wiernych,
aby przypomnlec im o kruchosci zycia ludzkiego,
przemijaniu, potrzebie pokuty i nawrdcenia.
