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MDear Parishioners and Friends,

At the beginning of Lent, God leads us into the wilderness and invites us to
listen to his word. It is in the word of God that the Christian seeks grace to
wander through the desert of earthly life to the land of eternal life.

Before Jesus appears in public, after his baptism by John the Baptist,
the Holy Spirit leads Him into the desert, so that he can prepare himself in
silence and prayer to fulfill His mission. After fasting for forty days, Satan
challenges Jesus to a fight. Mark the Evangelist presents Jesus as the One
who overcomes Satan and is the new Adam in a new paradise, "He lived
among the animals," and "the angels ministered to Him." As the "new
Adam " Jesus lives in harmony with animals, in harmony with the angels, and with God in obedience
andlove

The Divine Master showed us what the only and reasonable strategy to fight against the
devil's temptation looks like by His actions. I cannot concentrate my thinking around the fact that
the devil is attacking me and I have to face him. Just entering into a dialogue with temptation is our
failure. It is a simple path to failure, to succumb to temptation and fall into anxious states. The only
strategy to fight temptation spiritually is to rely on God's power, on His saving word. A priest
confessed that he fights the devil and his temptations with the words, "Jesus, I trust in You."
Sometimes he also looks for the powerful intercession of the Mother of God and says to her,
"Mother, I entrust myself to your protection." The priest knows that he must never fall into Satan’s
temptations and must try to fight him on his own. And if his Lord and Master, Jesus Christ, did not
do it, then what about him, an ordinary man?

"Man does not live on bread alone, but on every word that comes from the mouth of God."
Tempting God's Son in the wilderness is an important lesson for us. First, it shows that the spiritual
fight takes place in our everyday lives and we become participants in it. The closer we are to God,
the more Satan tries to distance us from Him. Second, it is not enough just to know the Word.
Knowing God, experiencing God, and trusting His promises is important. Satan's work can even go a
long way to making use of the Scriptures and make us question God's promises and purposes.
Jesus' actions remind us that He relied on the word and walked in God's way. Jesus is the
announced and expected Messiah, the Christ and the Son of God. He came to earth to end Satan's
rule over the world. He destroys his kingdom of lies, evil, and pride and proclaims the kingdom of
God. During the temptation, Jesus' weapon was God's word. After all, God's will is contained in the
word of God. Jesus makes us aware today that for the development of the kingdom of God in us
and around us, faith is necessary, that is, turning away from evil, breaking away from sin and
turning to God completely and fully.

During the 40 days of Lent, by reading and meditating on the Word of God, through prayer,
fasting and almsgiving, by participating in Holy Masses and Lenten devotions, through sacrifices and
decisions to fight various addictions, and finally, through a sincere confession and a decision to
break with sin we want to come closer to God, who gave His life on the Cross for us. Our life on
earth is the one and only chance for us to prepare ourselves to be with Him for all eternity. Let's not
waste this opportunity. God bless!

Lenten Meditation Aids

During Lent (and throughout the year) we
need spiritual enlightenment. We can find this through
spiritual reading, both individually and as a family. This
is a prerequisite to a continued growth in the spiritual
life. Maria Von Trapp suggests three categories in our
Lenten reading program:

Something for the mind. We should do some
research, study the papal encyclicals, read the
Catechism of the Catholic Church, delve into Church
history, study Catholic philosophy.

Something for the soul. This should be deeper
spiritual reading that gives a program, guidance, and
spiritual direction, and could include writings of the
saints like St. Teresa of Avila, St. Therérése of Lisieux
or St. Francis de Sales.

Something for the heart. We need inspiration.
The best way is to read biographies of Christ, Mary, saints
or people who put their spiritual life into action. Bishop
Fulton Sheen's Life of Christ is excellent Lenten reading.
Scripture is an excellent source for all these categories.

St. Faustina is offering two meditation aids to
parishioners this Lenten season. The first is The Word
Among Us Catholic Mass & Daily Meditations: Behold the
Lamb of God booklet for a suggested donation of $2. The
second is the book by Rev. Donald H. Calloway, MIC,
Consecration to St. Joseph: The Wonders of our Spiritual
Father for a suggested donation of $15. There are limited
quantities, so act quickly if you're interested. They will be
available after weekend Masses or in the parish office
during the week.

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The Chair of St. Peter - February 22

It's kind of funny to have a feast day for a
chair. When we think of a chair, perhaps we think of a
soft recliner into which our body lowers itself as if into
a warm bath. Or our mind turns to a classroom chair, a
chair in a waiting room, or one at a restaurant. But the
chair the Church commemorates on this day is more
like the heroic-sized marble chair which holds the giant
body of President Lincoln in the Lincoln Memorial. We
commemorate a chair like the judge’s in a courtroom
or that unique high-backed chair called a throne.
These are not ordinary chairs. They are seats of
authority and judgment. They hold power more than
people. We stand before them while their occupants
sit. Judges and kings retire or die, but chairs and
thrones remain to hold their successors. The Nicene
Creed even describes Jesus as “seated” at God's right
hand. The fuller, symbolic meaning of the word “chair”
is what the feast commemorates.

To celebrate the Chair of St. Peter is to
celebrate the unity of the Church. The chair is a
symbol of Saint Peter’s authority, and that authority is
not meant for conquest like military power.
Ecclesiastical authority is directed toward unity. Jesus
Christ could have gathered an unorganized group of
disciples united only by their common love of Him. He
didn't. He could have written the Bible Himself, handed
it to His followers, and said, “Obey this text.” He didn't.
Jesus called to Himself, by name, twelve men. He
endowed them with the same powers He possessed
and left this organized band of brothers as an
identifiable, priestly fraternity specifically
commissioned to baptize and to preach.

Here is one such story that affirms our faith in
the power of prayer and trust.

In 2009, Fred Berretta went to New York City
on a business trip. When he found he had some extra
time between meetings, he decided to clear out his
briefcase — a rare occurrence. In it he found an old
pamphlet he'd stuffed in a pocket years ago about
praying the Chaplet of Divine Mercy. He decided to
pray it.

The next day, Fred boarded a plane to fly
home. Ninety seconds after takeoff, his airplane hit a
flock of geese causing the engines to explode and the
plane to lose power at 3,200 feet.

Amid the panic and confusion, Fred heard the
pilot come over the PA system to say, “Prepare for
impact.” As the ground surged into view, Fred looked
at his watch. It was 3:30 p.m. Fred has stated:
I recalled the words I had read the day before, that
nothing is refused in the three o'clock hour. I prayed
with every fiber of emotion and sincerity I could
muster, 'God, please be merciful to us.”

Whether or not you know Fred, you know what
happened next. Captain “Sully” Sullenberger made a
historic emergency water landing on the Hudson River
saving the lives of everyone on board. The event is
now known as the Miracle on the Hudson.

Just a short story about the power of faith in
someone’s life. Come pray the Divine Mercy Chaplet
together with us every Tuesday throughout Lent at
5:30 pm in the church.

St. Polycarp of Smyrna - February 23

Polycarp of Smyrna, was converted to
Christianity by St. John the Evangelist around the year
80 AD. He was a disciple of the apostles and friend of
St. Ignatius of Antioch. He taught, says his own pupil
Irenaeus of Lyons, the things that he learned from the
Apostles, which the Church hands down, which are
true. Irenaeus, who as a young boy knew Polycarp,
praised his gravity, holiness, and majesty of
countenance. He had lived near Jerusalem and was
proud of his early associations with the Apostles.

Polycarp became bishop of Smyrna and held
the see for about 70 years. He was a staunch defender
of orthodoxy and an energetic opponent of heresy,
especially Marcionism and Valentinianism (the most
influential of the Gnostic sects). He was about
eighty-six when the Roman pro-consul urged him to
renounce Christ and save his life. St. Polycarp said,
"For eighty-six years I have served Him and he has
never wronged me. How can I renounce the King who
has saved me?" He suffered martyrdom in 155 by
burning at the stake in the amphitheater of Smyrna.

He is the patron against earache and dysentery.

BAPTISM

Today’s readings suggest two different meanings and experiences of baptism. The
second reading (from 1 Peter) makes an analogy between Noah’s ark and Christian
baptism: just as Noah and his family were saved from death by going through the wa-
ters of the flood in the ark, Christians are saved from sin and death by going through
the waters of baptism. The first reading, from Genesis, portrays the world after the
flood: washed clean of its prior wickedness, embraced by God’s promises that the
world will never again be destroyed by water. The psalmist expresses a desire to fol-
low the ways of God, as if re-establishing the harmony between God and humanity
destroyed by sin. This peaceful scene is very different from the drama and urgency in
Mark’s description of Jesus after his baptism. Jesus battles demons, receives suste-
nance from angels, and begins preaching: “Repent. The kingdom of God is at hand.”

GOOD MORNING! WELCOME TO LENT!
You probably did not get that greeting from your priest today, and you probably did
not expect it. Isn’t Lent a time of reflection and repentance? Somber purple, no “Al-
leluias”? Prayer, fasting, and almsgiving; attending to one’s relationship with God?

True enough; however, there are Lenten practices that have a festive air woven into
these penitential elements. One example is in the Church’s retrieval of ancient Lent-
en practices that made up the final preparation of persons elected to receive the
Easter sacraments of baptism, confirmation, and eucharist. Jesus’ urgent preaching
in today’s passage from Mark comes soon after his own baptism and reminds us
that these sacraments still signal a dramatic change in a person’s life: they have re-
sponded to Jesus’ preaching of the kingdom and are now publicly professing them-
selves to be disciples of the Lord and fully initiated members of his visible church.
The prayer, fasting, and almsgiving during Lent were part of that preparation. Re-
pentance was then, and remains today, important also for those already fully initiat-
ed; the work of repentance, of prayerfully examining our lives and making changes
in anticipation of God’s reign, is an ongoing aspect of our life in Christ.

A SECOND CHANCE TO MAKE A FIRST IMPRESSION

Other changes with baptism are more subtle and personal. When Noah and his family
emerged from the ark, they saw that the floodwaters had receded after cleansing the
world of human sinfulness. Everything was clean and fresh—a new creation, with a
rainbow to guarantee God’s promise to never again destroy the world with water. So,
too, will the newly baptized emerge from the font and be anointed with chrism. Like
the earth after the great flood, they are a
new creation. Washed clean of sin and
anointed with chrism, they are renewed in
the embrace of the God of covenant love.

This is why Lent is always a festive an-
ticipation of Easter and always about
baptism, just as it is always about the re-
pentance that draws us more deeply into
God’s kingdom.

THOSE WHO KEEP YOUR CONVENANT

At every Sunday liturgy, throughout the year as well as during Lent, we hear four passages from
scripture. We sit and listen to the first reading from the Old Testament and the second reading,
usually from one of the Letters. We stand to hear the reading from the Gospel. Between the first
and second readings we pray one of the psalms. We usually sing the psalm but sometime we recite
it. The beautiful words of the psalms remind us of God’s love. This week’s psalm response is:

Your ways, O Lord, are love and truth
to those who keep your covenant.
(Psalm 25:10)

A covenant is an agreement between two parties. Both parties promise to do certain things in
order to keep the agreement. The covenant mentioned in this psalm is between God and God's
people. You are one of the people of this covenant. The prophet Jeremiah said that God would
write the covenant upon our hearts so that we will never forget it (Jeremiah 31:33).

On one side of this heart, think of what God has promised us. On the other side, think of ways
that we can keep our part of the covenant. How can we be God’s people? These examples will
help you get started.
