Dear Parishioners and Friends,

The famous French writer Francois Mauriac (1885 - 1970) was once
asked by a journalist, “"Mr. Mauriac, I respect you as an educated and wise
man. You are known all over the world. But one thing I cannot understand,
the fact that you are a Catholic. How can you believe in life after death? How
do you imagine it? How is it, in your opinion, supposed to look like?" The
Nobel laureate in literature responded surprisingly, "I can't imagine anything
at all. I leave this matter to God and I do not get involved in what kind of
surprise He wants to prepare for his people.”

After his Resurrection, Christ took delight in surprising his followers.
He suddenly appeared to Mary Magdalene. Another time he stopped the
women, who ran away terrified after seeing the stone rolled away and the empty tomb. Despite the
closed door, he suddenly appeared among his disciples in the Upper Room and on Lake Tiberias,
where the miracle of a plentiful catch was made.

In today's Gospel, he appears among the disciples who were fearful and frightened and have
not yet calmed down after returning from Emmaus. Jesus wanted to show them the fact that he is
always with them. Although the disciples spent much time with Jesus, they looked at him but did
not recognize him. The disciples seemed to ask: how is He really alive, in our midst and tells us to
believe that pain and suffering, torment and death are only the way to life?

Our thinking is often like the apostles, who believe that nothing can change. And we
expected it to be different, to win the good of human hearts, the willingness to sacrifice, and it
turned out differently. Brothers and Sisters let us remember one thing, if Christ is risen, it means
that we will also rise again. This is more important than all other earthly expectations the apostles
and all of us have.

Like the disciples on the way to Emmaus, we too can be skeptical. Our prayer can be that of
doubting Thomas, broken Peter, and Saul's overzealousness can also rub off on us. They allowed
themselves to be changed because they believed the words of the Rusurrected One, "Everything
written about me in the law of Moses, by the Prophets and in the Psalms must be fulfilled." Then he
enlightened their minds in order to understand the Scriptures. And he said to them, “Thus it is written:
The Messiah will suffer and on the third day he will rise again; in his name, conversion and forgiveness
of sins will be preached to all nations, beginning with Jerusalem. You are witnesses of it."

Are we witnesses of the Lord today? In the year of Christ's death and resurrection, this was
not easier to believe than it is today. Yet those who believed told us that it was possible, so that we
can too! And God has his surprises for us as well.

We can also transfer all of this into our everyday lives. It is difficult for us to come to terms
with a serious and incurable disease of a loved one, in the prime of their life. It is even more difficult
for us to come to terms with the death of a child or our own death, when we still had so many plans
for the future. It is so difficult for many of us to come to terms with the closure of churches and
Catholic schools. It is just as difficult to come to terms with the new living conditions that COVID-19
has brought us. Or maybe it is high time to open your eyes and notice God in all this, which man, in
his pride, has cast out and insulted. This may be our last chance and the last time to be converted
before we stand before God's justice.

I want to share with you the happy news that I received before Easter, a letter from our
Alderman Ed Burke, in which he announced the 53" street resurfacing project from Central Avenue
to Meade Avenue will be done this year. Please heed all posted parking restrictions.

Also, on behalf of all of us, I would like to thank the Holy Name Society in our parish for
sponsoring the renovation of the stairs leading up to the choir loft, as well as scraping off the rust
and painting of the iron beams (from the inside) at the three entrances to the church. The work was
completed by Stopka Painting & Remodeling, Inc. As you can see, the outside of the church also
needs some renovating. We can make this happen, as long as we have sponsors.

Happy Birthday and “cheers for 100 years” to Mr. Jan Trzpit, who is celebrating his birthday
this month! Mr. Trzpit has been a volunteer sacristan in our church for many years. He also does a
lot of additional handy-man work in the church, rectory and school building. He can fix just about
anything. I am exceptionally grateful to him for all of his help. May the Risen and Merciful Jesus
bless everyone!

Confirmation Outline of the Catholic Faith
A. Confirmation is a sacrament of initiation and is
associated with the other two sacraments of Christian
initiation: Baptism and Holy Eucharist.
B. The sacrament of Confirmation was instituted by
Christ when he conferred the Holy Spirit on his
apostles on Easter Sunday and then more strikingly on
Pentecost.
C. Confirmation is the full outpouring of the Holy Spirit
once granted to the Apostles on Pentecost.
a. Confirmation increases and deepens baptismal
grace.
b. Confirmation unites us more firmly to Christ.
¢. Confirmation intensifies our adoption as
children of God.
d. Confirmation increases the seven gifts of the
Holy Spirit in us: Wisdom, Understanding,
Counsel, Fortitude, Knowledge, Piety,
Fear of the Lord.
e. Confirmation makes the bond with the Church
more perfect.
f. Confirmation gives us the strength of the Holy
Spirit to spread and defend the faith.
D. Those who are confirmed are capable of acting
according to the fruits of the Holy Spirit: charity, joy,
peace, patience, kindness, goodness, generosity,
gentleness, faithfulness, modesty, self-control, chastity.
E. Confirmation imprints an indelible character on the
soul of the recipient and can be received only once.
F. Every baptized person not yet confirmed can and
should receive the sacrament of Confirmation.
G. The sacrament of Confirmation is conferred through
the anointing with chrism on the forehead, which is
done by the laying on of the hand, and through the
words, “Be sealed with the Gift of the Holy Spirit.” The
sign of peace which concludes the rite signifies and
demonstrates communion with the bishop and all the
faithful.
H. The Bishop is the ordinary minister of Confirmation,
although a priest may confirm in certain
circumstances, or with permission of the bishop.
I. When Confirmation is celebrated separately from
Baptism, those to be confirmed are required to have a
sponsor—someone to guide them in living a full
Christian life.
a. A sponsor for Confirmation must be at last
sixteen, be a practicing Catholic who has
received the sacraments of Holy Eucharist
and Confirmation.
J. Qil is a sign of abundance and joy, of healing and
strength.

Confirmation perfects Baptismal grace; it is the
sacrament which gives the Holy Spirit in order to root
us more deeply in the divine filiation, incorporate us
more firmly into Christ, strengthen our bond with the
Church, associate us more closely with her mission,
and help us bear witness to the Christian faith in words
accompanied by deeds.

FEMA Applications Accepted For

COVID-19 Funeral Reimbursement

So many families across the United States have
been hit hard by COVID-19 — emotionally, mentally,
physically, and financially. Under the Coronavirus
Response and Relief Supplemental Appropriations Act
of 2021 and the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021
Fund, FEMA can provide financial assistance to families
who lost a loved one to COVID-19.

Administered through the Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA), eligible families may
receive a reimbursement of up to $9,000 per funeral
for COVID-related burial and funeral expenses (up to
$35,000 maximum). The program will retroactively
reimburse for funeral expenses incurred after January
20, 2020.

Just about everyone is eligible to apply.
However, it's up to FEMA to determine who receives a
reimbursement and how much they will receive.

To apply, families must meet the following
conditions to be eligible for reimbursement:

* The applicant must be a U.S. citizen, non-citizen
national, or qualified alien who incurred funeral
expenses after Jan. 20, 2020, for a death attributed to
COVID-19.

* The COVID-19-related death must have occurred in
the United States.

Reimbursements will vary, and some families
will not receive a reimbursement at all. The intention
behind the fund is to assist families who were unable
to pay for funeral expenses or took a hard financial hit

doing so.

To apply, every family must complete
application forms found at https://
www.funeralbasics.org/applying-fema-covid-19-funeral
-reimbursement/ and send in the following
documentation: Official Death Certificate

(indicating death caused by or result of COVID-19);
Funeral Expense Documents (receipts, funeral
home contract, etc.);Proof of Funds Received
(proof of funds received from other sources like burial
or funeral insurance, financial assistance from
voluntary agencies, or any government agency).
Applications are being accepted since April 12,
2021. Your funeral provider can help you through this
process. FEMA has a dedicated toll-free number for
inquiries: 844-684-6333 or TTY: 800-462-7585. They
are available Monday — Friday, from 8 a.m. to 8 p.m.

NEW LIFE

Peter saw Jesus after the Resurrection. He listened as Jesus told the disciples
all that had been written about him in the scriptures, all that he had said and
done when he was ministering among them. Peter heard how Jesus had fulfilled
all in the law of Moses, the prophets, and the psalms. Jesus, the Messiah, had
come to be among them to bring them peace, to offer forgiveness of their sins.
Peter shared this Good News with the crowds who gathered to hear him tell the
sacred story, the story of God’s love, poured out in Jesus the Christ and offered
to the whole world. All who hear and believe are offered new life, life in which
God’s love is perfected in them. Are you listening? Are you ready to share in this
abundant new life?

NOT WHAT WAS EXPECTED

Have you ever waited for something for so long you began to think it might never
happen? Your graduation day, or the day of your marriage, or the birth of a child,
perhaps. The Israelites had waited for centuries for the coming of the Messiah. Yet
when Jesus, the long-awaited Anointed One came, many failed to believe in him.
He wasn’t what they expected. The Messiah was supposed to be a strong, pow-
erful commander of armies, not humble, compassionate, and suffering. After his
resurrection, Jesus appeared to the disciples and explained all that he had said in
his time with them, opening their minds to what had been written in the scriptures
so that they could accept his suffering and death and rejoice in his resurrection.

GOD’S LOVE IN FLESH AND BONE

While the disciples had come to believe that Jesus was the Messiah, his crucifix-
ion and death had left them fearful and confounded. The news of the empty tomb
and his appearance to the two disciples on the road to Emmaus added to their
confusion. It seems that at first, Jesus’ presence with them did not alleviate their
uncertainty. In fact, they were “startled and terrified and thought they were seeing
a ghost” (Luke 24:37). Jesus saw that they needed physical proof that it was he
who stood among them. They needed to see the nail marks in his hands and feet,
to see God’s love in flesh and bone, in one who ate among them. Only when their
fear and confusion had been quelled could they hear the story, the sacred story
of how the Christ would suffer and rise from the dead. Only when they were filled
with the peace of Christ would they be
ready to witness, to share the sacred
story with others. We, too, are invited
to hear the sacred story and to perceive
God’s love for us in Jesus Christ.

April 19 — St. Apollonius

Historically this day is the feast of St. Apollonius, the Apologist, a martyr whose Apologia, or defense of the
faith, is called one of the most priceless documents of the early Church. Apollonius was a Roman senator who was
denounced as a Christian by one of his slaves. The Praetorian Prefect, Sextus Tigidius Perennis, arrested him, also
putting the slave to death as an informer. Perennis demanded that Apollonius denounce the faith, and when he
refused, the case was remanded to the Roman senate. There a debate took place between Perennis and
Apollonius that clearly outlines the beauty and the value of Christianity. Despite his eloquent defense, Apollonius
was condemned and beheaded.

April 20 - St. Agnes of Montepulciano

A Dominican nun, Agnes (1268 — 1317) was renowned for her diligence in prayer and her extraordinary
charity. Although born of a wealthy family in Gracchiano, Italy, she believed that charity is the only way to acquire
the virtue of humility: there is no humility without charity; the one nourishes the other. She founded a convent in
Montepulciano on premises formerly used as brothels. Because she sought perfection according to the way of
St. Dominic, she placed the convent under the direction of the Dominicans, and it grew and prospered.

St. Agnes of Montepulciano may be best known for an incident that occurred many years after her death.
About seventy years after Agnes died, St. Catherine of Siena made a pilgrimage to the shrine of this revered Dominican
foundress. St. Catherine bowed to kiss Agnes’ foot, the saint raised it up toward her. Catherine may not have been
totally surprised, as miraculous characteristics had surrounded Agnes’ life. She is the patron of the City of Siena, Italy.

April 21 - St. Anselm

St. Anselm (1033-1109) was born in Aosta, Italy, and died in Canterbuy, England. St. Anselm's services to
the Church are principally the following: First, as Archbishop of Canterbury he defended the rights and liberties of
the Church against the encroachments of the English kings, who plundered the Church's lands, impeded the
Archbishop's communications with the Holy See, and claimed the right to invest prelates with ring and crosier,
symbols of the Church's spiritual jurisdiction. Second, as a philosopher and theologian he developed a method of
reasoning which prepared the way for the great thinkers of the Middle Ages. Third, he had a great devotion to Our
Lady and was the first to establish the feast of the Immaculate Conception in the West.

April 22 - St. Caius

St. Caius (pope from 283 to 296) was closely related to the Emperor Diocletian. So that he might live to
serve the faithful, he remained in concealment a long time and would not leave Rome. Ordinarily it was in the
catacombs that he hid, and there he celebrated the holy mysteries and instructed many pagans. It was Pope Caius
who decreed (according to the false Decretals) that the following steps must precede consecration to the
episcopate: porter, lector, exorcist, acolyte, subdeacon, deacon, and priest. He died a natural death and was
buried in the catacomb of Callistus on April 22. St. Susanna was his niece. Pope Urban VIII revived his memory in
Rome by restoring his church, naming him as its patron saint, raising it to the rank of a station, and enriching it
with the saint's relics.

April 23 - St. George
St. George is venerated by the Eastern Church among her "great martyrs" and "standard-bearers." He
belonged to the Roman army, was arrested and, probably, beheaded under Diocletian, c. 304. He is the patron of
England, since 800. St. George is one of the "Fourteen Holy Helpers."
Many legends are attached to Saint George, the most famous is in The Golden Legend with the dragon.
There was a dragon that lived in a lake near Silena, Libya. Not even armies could defeat this creature, and he
terrorized flocks and the people. St. George was passing through and upon hearing about a princess was about to
be eaten, he went to battle against the serpent, and killed it with one blow with his lance. Then with his great
preaching, George converted the people. He distributed his reward to the poor, then left the area. He is the patron
of agricultural workers, archers, Boy Scouts, butchers, cavalry, chivalry, England; equestrians.

April 23 - Saint Adalbert

St. Adalbert while still under thirty became bishop of Prague, but the pastoral and political difficulties were
such that in 990 he withdrew in desperation to Rome. Pope John XV sent him back to his diocese, where he
founded the great abbey of Brevnov; but again he met with opposition to his ministry from the nobility, and again
he retired to Rome. At length it became apparent that there was no hope of his working unmolested in Prague,
and he was allowed to turn his attention to the heathen Prussians of Pomerania. But here he had no more
success. He and his fellow missionaries nevertheless persevered in their mission, and were eventually murdered,
perhaps near Konigsberg. Despite the disappointments of his career, St Adalbert of Prague seems to have had
considerable influence. He was a friend of the Emperor Otto III, encouraged the evangelization of the Magyars,
and inspired St Boniface of Querfurt; his cultus was widespread in central Europe. He in his turn was influenced by
the ideals of the great monastery of Cluny. Patron: Bohemia, Czechoslovakia, Poland, Prussia.



Vigil Candles

For twenty-four hours a day, two candles burn at
either side of the tabernacle and two more before the
Our Lady of Fatima statue. The candles represent our
presence and our prayer in a holy place. If you would like
to, you may sponsor two vigil candles at the tabernacle
or two vigil candles before the Our Lady of Fatima statue.
The suggested offering to sponsor one candle is $10.
Offerings for the vigil candles can be made in a plain
envelope from home and placed together with your
Sunday offering or dropped through the mail slot of the
parish office. Please remember to write your name,
address and telephone number on the envelope, the
number of candles and which candles you are
sponsoring. Candles may be offered in honor of a child
being baptized or receiving First Holy Communion, a
couple getting married, or someone who is ill. Candles
may also be offered in memory of a beloved deceased
individual. May the Mother of God through the Merciful
Jesus intercede many favors for everyone. Proceeds from
these vigil candles will be used towards liturgical
vestments, hosts, candles and further renovation of the
sacristy.
