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M Dear Parishioners and Friends,

On October 16, we commemorated the 43rd anniversary of
the pontifical election of St. John Paul II. Even just remembering this Great
Pope, our Youth Group sold 1,400 Polish Papal cream cakes after Masses last
weekend. On October 22nd, we celebrated the liturgical memorial of St. John
Paul II. In the Apostolic Letter "Novo millennio ineunte", St. John Paul II
stated that "despite the extensive processes of secularization, we observe
today in the world a universal need for spirituality, which to a large extent
manifests itself as a new hunger for prayer" (n. 33). The answer to this
"hunger for prayer" is the spiritual search of many people. It is therefore
worth finding in the tradition of the Church the richness of prayer forms and
content that have been shaped over the centuries.

The blind beggar Bartimaeus from Jericho, who was sitting by the road, hearing about the
passing of Jesus of Nazareth, shouted loudly: "Lord Jesus Christ, Son of God, have mercy on me, a
sinner." The Lord did not remain deaf to his cry and came to him with concrete
help: “Jesus told him: ‘Go, your way, your faith has saved you.” Immediately he received his sight and
followed him on the way." The words spoken by the blind man from today's Gospel have become a call
to the "Jesus Prayer", otherwise known as The Prayer of the Heart or constant prayer. It is a prayer for
all times.

The Prayer of the Heart is a simple cry for help, for mercy. Practicing it helps to change our lives,
opens us more and more to God. This prayer is not only intended for devout monks, but above all for lay
people immersed in the vortex of everyday life.

Seraphim of Sarov, the last canonized saint before the Russian Revolution of 1917, the favorite
patron of Orthodoxy and one of the greatest mystics of the Church, said: “everyone can pray without
hindrance. Rich and poor, noble and peasant, strong and weak, healthy and sick, virtuous and sinner.
He has only to say the invocation of Jesus' prayer frequently without caring for the purity of the prayer
itself. Even if one feels like saying it with his lips only, frequent oral prayer will eventually lead him
to praying in the heart. Staying in God's presence then our everyday life will be transformed and
illuminated by God's light, and through our perseverance we will walk on the path of holiness and
become even more "a man of the Spirit’."

We can practice the Jesus Prayer anywhere: at home, when cleaning, in the kitchen or on the
train or bus! We can pray while walking, going to work, school, driving a car, sitting in the waiting room
at the doctor's. At first it will require more attention, we may be distracted, or our thoughts may be
completely different from prayer. It is then necessary to return calmly to the chosen call. Prayer will
become permanent in us over time. Finally, we will notice that without much effort, the prayerful
call transforms our everyday life by offering it to God.

Today I would like to thank with all my heart all those who with deep faith and commitment lead
morning prayers on weekdays, before the English Mass at 7:30 am, and before the Polish Mass at
8:30 am. I encourage everyone to become involved and deepen their spiritual relationship with Jesus.
I would also like to express my sincere thanks to all catechists from the English REF program and
the Cholewinski Polish Language School. In addition to knowledge, you share your faith beautifully with
children and youth. On behalf of Maria Horbal, Coordinator of the REF Program, and myself, I would like
to thank Jan Trzpit, for making a large beautiful wooden cross with his own hands for the REF Program
Office. I also thank Andrea Hoffman, Patty Krause and Mira Wechta for carefully and
meticulously cleaning the trophy cases and all the trophies that have remained in the school building as
a memento of the students of St. Jane de Chantal School. Thank you to Tom Startek, who replaced the
broken glass in the entrance doors to Ward Hall so quickly last week.

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Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ,

Today we are reminded in two ways to be
persistent missionary disciples of Jesus Christ. In his
message for World Mission Sunday, the Holy Father
encourages us, “As Christians, we cannot keep the
Lord to ourselves: the Church’s evangelizing mission
finds outward fulfiiment in the transformation of our
world and in the care of creation.” At the same time,
with the opening of the Synodal Process around the
world, Pope Francis invites the entire Church to reflect
on a theme that is decisive for its life and mission: “It
is precisely this path of synodality which God expects
of the Church of the third millennium” (Address for the
ceremony commemorating the 50th anniversary of the
institution of the Synod of Bishops, 17 October 2015).

We celebrate World Mission Sunday with the
Universal Church on October 24, offering prayer and
reflection on our mission to proclaim the gospel to all
the nations. The collection taken this day supports
over 1,000 mission dioceses through the Society for
the Propagation of the Faith. These local churches are
the poorest in the world and yet they joyfully share the
Lord and provide hope amidst struggles in Africa, Asia
and remote areas of Latin America and the Pacific
Islands. The collection also provides for mission
dioceses in the Middle East, Northeast Africa, India and
Eastern Europe through the Catholic Near East Welfare
Association.

Also, during this time, The Church of God is
convoked in Synod. Today, the Archdiocese of Chicago
is celebrating the opening of the process for the XVI
Ordinary General Assembly of the Synod of Bishops, in
October 2023. The theme of this synod is “For a
Synodal Church: Communion, Participation, and
Mission” and so is intimately tied to our celebration of
World Mission.

This global pandemic has highlighted the
peripheries of our world and the importance of
widening our circles to reach out to neighbors both
nearby and far away. Let this celebration of World
Mission Sunday and the opening of the Synodal
Process be an opportunity for pause and prayerful
solidarity with our sisters and brothers in faith around
the world. May we give thanks for their witness and
recommit ourselves to our own call to be missionary
disciples. With every wish, I remain.

Following in the wake of the renewal of the Church
proposed by the Second Vatican Council, this common
journey together is both a gift and a task.” The
objective of the current Synod is to listen, as the entire
people of God, to what the Holy Spirit is saying to the
Church...the whole synod process aims at fostering a
lived experience of discernment, participation and
co-responsibility. Synods are a time to dream and
“spend time with the future.” We are encouraged to
express an innovative outlook; to be inclusive; to keep
an open mind; to listen to each and every one; to
capture an understanding of journeying together; and
to value and involve the role and vocation of each
member of the Body of Christ.

Every session of the Second Vatican Council
began with the prayer Adsumus Sancte Spiritus. The
first word of the original Latin meaning, “We stand
before You, Holy Spirit,” which has been historically
used at councils, synods and other church gatherings
for hundreds of years, and is attributed to Saint Isidore
of Seville (c. 560 - 4 April 636). This prayer invites the
Holy Spirit to be at work in us so that we may be a
community and a people of grace. For the synodal
journey from 2021 to 2023, we propose that any group
or liturgical assembly can pray it often.

Parishes are encouraged to print this in the
bulletin in the weeks prior to October 24, and pray this
prayer together at Mass, following the Prayer After
Communion.

Synod Prayer

We stand before You, Holy Spirit, as we gather
together in Your name. With You alone to guide us,
make Yourself at home in our hearts; Teach us the
way we must go and how we are to pursue it. We are
weak and sinful, do not let us promote disorder. Do
not let ignorance lead us down the wrong path nor
partiality influence our actions. Let us find in You our
unity so that we may journey together to eternal life
and not stray from the way of truth and what is right.
All this we ask of You, who are at work in every place
and time, in the communion of the Father and the Son,
forever and ever. Amen

CONSOLATION FROM GOD

Today’s reading from Jeremiah, Israel’s sorrowful and suffering prophet, whose readings usu-
ally signal and prepare us to hear Jesus’ Gospel suffering, is from Jeremiah’s “Book of Con-
solation.” Jeremiah sets aside traditional sorrow and instead bids God’s chosen people—and
us, as God’s baptized covenant people —to celebrate the Lord’s miraculous “harvest”: “Shout
with joy; exult; proclaim your praise” (Jeremiah 31:7). In this “harvest,” God declares Israel al-
ready “delivered,” while promising to transform a “remnant” (31:7) into “an immense throng,”
“gathered from the ends of the world” (31:8). Though these people are still in need, Jeremi-
ah declares their tears already gone, replaced by God’s consolation and guidance to living
waters. As a fitting response, the great “Harvest Psalm” makes us, at least spiritually, former
“captives,” whose joyous return feels like “dreaming” (Psalm 126:1). Then, Mark’s Gospel—
again—shows the prophetic vision for the world fulfilled as Jesus heals, and we ourselves are
once again challenged to live more faithfully our baptismal covenant.

SIGHTLESS BARTIMAEUS’ VISION

At first, Bartimaeus is not yet “on the way” —Mark’s “Gospel code” for Jesus’ journey to Je-
rusalem and our journey of discipleship—but at least near the way, “by the roadside” (Mark
10:46). Still only on the sidelines, Bartimaeus cries out what becomes Christianity’s “Jesus
Prayer”: “Jesus, son of David, have pity (most translations, mercy) on me” (Mark 10:47-48).
Sightless, Bartimaeus is nonetheless fearless: “many rebuked him, telling him to be silent”
(10:48). Sightless, Bartimaeus is already insightful: “son of David” acclaims Jesus Messiah.
Seen in the context of baptism and discipleship, sightless Bartimaeus’s response resembles
both journey to baptism as catechumen and pilgrimage from baptism as what Pope Francis
calls “missionary disciples” (Evangelii Gaudium, Joy of the Gospel, 119-121).

RESPONDING LIKE BARTIMAEUS

Once healed, “illumined” as in Baptism, Bartimaeus’ discipleship response to Jesus chal-
lenges us to examine our own. Again this week, Hebrews reminds us that Jesus is our mer-
ciful high priest. Though sinless, Jesus “is able to deal patiently with the ignorant and err-
ing” (Hebrews 5:2) like all high priests. Hebrews invokes Melchizedek, whose meeting with
Abraham signals the joining of God’s primeval cosmic covenant made with Noah and God’s
scriptural covenant with Israel, leading to “the new and eternal covenant” sealed in Jesus’
Blood. Like Melchizedek, Jesus transcends history’s boundaries of race and nation to gather
earth’s fragmented, even warring factions into the great harvest of a humanity renewed and
redeemed. So our baptismal commitment and discipleship’s journey bid us become instru-
ments of Christ’s unity and peace to all whom we encounter “on the way.”

Are we sitting still, isolated, safely on the sidelines? Or do we cry out, like Bartimaeus,
for Jesus’ mercy, understanding that we

are bound to extend to others, ceaselessly TODAY’S READINGS
and unconditionally, the mercy that we our-

selves need? As part of that mercy, then, Jeremiah 31:7-9

are we cowed into safe, respectable silence Psalm 126:1-2, 2-3, 4-5, 6

by a world rejecting Christ’s countercultur-
al teachings, or do we dare speak up and
speak out on behalf of others?

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ANYONE CAN BE A SAINT

On November 1 the Church celebrates All
Saints Day. The Church dedicates each day of the
year to a particular saint. Sometimes saints share
a feast day, since they may have lived in different
parts of the world. These people are individuals
who are officially recognized by the Church as
having led good and holy lives and are believed to
be with God in heaven. But on November 1 we
celebrate all holy people, saints who are named
and those who are not.

On May 13, 2017, Pope Francis canonized—
that is, officially declared for all to believe and
honor—two new saints. One was only 10 years old,
the other was only 9. St. Francisco de Jestis Marto
and his sister, St. Jacinta de Jests Marto, were
very young when, with their cousin Licia Santos,
they first witnessed the appearance of the Blessed
Virgin Mary, Our Lady of Fatima, in Portugal.
This appearance occurred on May 13, 1917, one
hundred years before these young saints were
canonized. Francisco and Jacinta lived for only
a few years after witnessing the appearances of
Mary. During that time they lived a very quiet life
of prayer, honoring Mary and praising God. They
both died in the worldwide outbreak of influenza
that began in 1918.

You don’t have to be an adult to be a saint. You
don’t have to be rich to be a saint. You don’t have
to have a special job or live a certain kind of life.
The only thing necessary to become a saint is to
spend your whole life trying to live as God wants
us to live. Even if you don't do it perfectly, the
important thing is to keep on trying.

(10)—or even younger? Can you name some steps
you've taken that have set you on the road to
sainthood? Write some of your saintly actions in
the footsteps.
