Whatever we do, our actions are always motivated by certain
motives: we either act spontaneously, out of love or necessity. All motives
are conditioned to some extent by love, although not necessarily love for
the work being done.

Actions taken are not always achievable, do not always bring good
results or contribute to our development. But there is one action that will
never fail us: growing in God's love. It is today that the Book of
Deuteronomy tells us: “The LORD is our God, the LORD alone!
Therefore, you shall love the LORD, your God, with all your heart, and
with all your soul, and with all your strength." (Dt 6:4-6). God is love: the
- love He gives us, accepts from us, shares with us.

This great love of God has given us priests, whose example is the High Priest. Listening to
the words: "Therefore, he is always able to save those who approach God through him, since he
lives forever to make intercession for them. It was fitting that we should have such a high priest:
holy, innocent, undefiled, separated from sinners, higher than the heavens. He has no need, as did
the high priests, to offer sacrifice day after day, first for his own sins and then for those of the
people; he did that once for all when he offered himself” (Hebrews 7:25-27), we can be happy that
we have been given a share in God's saving plan.

As we delve into the texts of today's Liturgy of the Word, we discover the fundamental
principle of life. God's love and our love for God are the first and foremost of all commandments, a
commandment that calls us to love God with all of ourselves. There can be no other human
response to the love of God who loves us with the purest, unconditional love, who accepts every
human being in his present reality and loves infinitely. Our answer can only be to accept God's love
and love it back. However, we must not forget that Jesus Christ combines the commandment of
love of God with the commandment of love for one's neighbor and for oneself, and the chronology
of spiritual development assumes that love of neighbor is the way to love God. So, the
commandment of love is both a task and a promise for us.

I express my gratitude to all those who faithfully and generously support our parish during
this pandemic. Unfortunately, parishes close when the faithful do not support their parishes or think
that all the bills can be paid with $1 or $5 offerings. Today I would like to thank Krystyna Pokorny,
who donated relics of Blessed Cardinal Stefan Wyszynski, the Primate of the Millennium, to our
parish. I also want to thank Maria and Jozef Horbal, who donated six oil candles with the image of
St. Faustina Kowalska for the altar.

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All Hallows' Eve

Halloween or All Hallows' Eve is not a liturgical
feast on the Catholic calendar, but the celebration has
deep ties to the Liturgical Year. The three consecutive
days — Halloween, All Saints Day and All Souls Day —
illustrate the Communion of Saints. We, the Church
Militant (those on earth, striving to get to heaven) pray
for the Church Suffering (those souls in Purgatory)
especially on All Souls Day and the month of
November. We rejoice and honor the Church
Triumphant (the saints, canonized and uncanonized) in
heaven. We also ask the Saints' intercession for us.

The separate vigil and octave were abrogated
in 1955, but Halloween evening marks the beginning
of the observance of All Saints Day.

In England, saints or holy people are called
"hallowed," hence the name "All Hallow's Day." The
evening, or "e'en" before the feast became popularly
known as "All Hallows' Eve" or even shorter,
"Hallowe'en."

Since it was the night before All Saints Day,
"All Hallows Eve" (now known as Hallowe'en), was the
vigil and required fasting, many recipes and traditions
have come down for this evening, such as pancakes,
boxty bread and boxty pancakes, barmbrack (Irish fruit
bread with hidden charms), colcannon (combination of
cabbage and boiled potatoes). This was also known as
"Nutcrack Night" in England, where the family
gathered around the hearth to enjoy cider and nuts
and apples.

Halloween is the preparation and combination
of the two upcoming feasts. Although the demonic and
witchcraft have no place in a Catholic celebration,
some macabre can be incorporated into Halloween. It
is good to dwell on our certain death, the Poor Souls in
Purgatory, and the Sacrament of the Sick. And tied in
with this theme is the saints, canonized and
non-canonized. What did they do in their lives that
they were able to reach heaven? How can we imitate
them? How can we, like these saints, prepare our
souls for death at any moment?

Let us remember our beloved deceased, @
whose time on this earth has ended. Some
passed away in a state of grace and others in a state
of sin. Sometimes death came too early and
unexpectedly. The most beautiful gift for them is
prayer and the sacrifice of the Holy Mass. Additional
envelopes in English and Polish for the November All
Souls remembrance can be found at the exits from the
church. May the merciful God forgive them the sins

All Saints Day - November 1

All Saints Day, the day on which Catholics
celebrate all the saints, known and unknown, is a
surprisingly old feast. It arose out of the Christian
tradition of celebrating the martyrdom of saints on the
anniversary of their martyrdom. When martyrdoms
increased during the persecutions of the late Roman
Empire, local dioceses instituted a common feast day in
order to ensure that all martyrs, known and unknown,
were properly honored.

In the early centuries, this feast was celebrated
in the Easter season, and the Eastern Churches, both
Catholic and Orthodox, still celebrate it then. The current
date of November 1 was instituted by Pope Gregory III
(731-741), when he consecrated a chapel to all the
martyrs in St. Peter's Basilica in Rome and ordered an
annual celebration. This celebration was originally
confined to the diocese of Rome, but Pope Gregory IV
(827-844) extended the feast to the entire Church and
ordered it to be celebrated on November 1.

Events to commemorate
Cardinal Joseph Bernardin

November 14 marks the 25" anniversary of the
death of Cardinal Joseph Bernardin. The Archdiocese of
Chicago is sponsoring two events to commemorate this
beloved and esteemed archbishop. On November 1,
2021 at 7:00pm at Holy Name Cathedral, there will be
a commemoration of Cardinal Bernardin’s contribution
to the Church and our civic life. The evening is entitled
“"Now More Than Ever: The Enduring Prophetic Voice
and Legacy of Cardinal Joseph Bernardin Twenty-five
Years after His Death.” Five speakers will briefly
address aspects of his legacy and its continuing
relevance in today’s world. On November 2, 2021, the
annual Mass remembering deceased bishops and
priests of the Archdiocese will be celebrated at Holy
Name Cathedral at 12:00 pm. A special remembrance
of Cardinal Bernardin will be included in that Mass.
Because these events take place at Holy Name
Cathedral, there may be concern about parking. We
will be able to offer validated parking at 1 West
Superior. Participants should bring their parking tickets
to the cathedral vestibule where they will be validated
for three hours.

All Saints Day

This Monday is November 1 -
J the feast of All Saints. Normally, this
feast is a holyday of obligation, but due

to the fact that it falls on a Monday, the
obligation has been suspended for this year.

St. Hubert - November 3

Late in the eighth century, so runs the story, a
hunter named Hubert, neither better nor worse than
he should have been, was tracking a stag through the
forest of the Ardennes. As he readied himself to shoot
the animal with his arrow, he was startled when the
stag turned suddenly in its flight, and he saw between
its antlers a luminous cross. This experience caused
Hubert to change his way of life, and he never hunted
again. Yet only a few centuries later he was known as
the patron of hunters, and is a saint greatly honored in
France and Belgium.

Saint Hubert lived a full life. He became bishop
of Tongres and traveled through his huge diocese on
horseback and by boat, preaching and building
churches to the glory of God. In parts of France and
Belgium there has long been a custom of holding stag
hunts on Saint Hubert's Day, and the hunters gather
before the chase for Mass and the blessing of men and
horses and dogs. After the hunt is over, those taking
part gather for a bountiful breakfast consisting of fish,
meat, salad, cheese, and dessert. Naturally the meat is
venison of some sort, and the salad may well be one
of dandelion greens.

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A Guide to Plenary Indulgences for the All Souls’
"Octave", November 1-8

The Bible tells us that, "it is therefore a holy
and wholesome thought to pray for the dead, that they
may be loosed from sins," (2 Maccabees 12:46) and
especially in the month of November, the Catholic
Church urges us to spend time in prayer for those who
have gone before us. Prayer for the souls in Purgatory
is a requirement of Christian charity, and it helps us to
call to mind our own mortality.

Visiting a Cemetery: An indulgence, applicable
only to the Souls in Purgatory, is granted to the
faithful, who devoutly visit a cemetery and pray, even
if only mentally, for the departed. The indulgence is
plenary each day from November 1-8; on other days of
the year it is a partial indulgence. As a plenary
indulgence, it remits all punishment due to sin, which
means that simply by performing the requirements of
the indulgence, you can obtain the entrance
into Heaven of a soul who is currently suffering in
Purgatory.

This indulgence for a visit to a cemetery
encourages us to spend even the briefest of moments
in prayer for the dead in a location that reminds us
that we, too, will someday need the prayers of the
other members of the Communion of Saints—both
those still living and those who have entered into
eternal glory. For most of us, the indulgence for a
cemetery visit takes only a few minutes, and yet it
reaps immense spiritual benefit for the Holy Souls in
Purgatory—and for us as well, since those souls whose
suffering we ease will pray for us when they enter into
Heaven.

Visiting a Church on November 2: A plenary
indulgence, applicable only to the Souls in Purgatory, is
granted to the faithful, who on the day dedicated to
the Commemoration of All the Faithful Departed
[November 2 {as well as on the Sunday preceding or
following, and on All Saints' Day}] piously visit a
church. In visiting the church it is required that one
Our Father and the Creed be recited.

Indulgence Requirements: To acquire a plenary
indulgence it is necessary also to fulfill the following
three conditions: sacramental Confession, Eucharistic
communion, and prayer for the intention of the Holy
Father while being detached from sin. It is appropriate
that the sacramental Confession and especially Holy
Communion and the prayer for the Pope's intentions
take place on the same day that the indulgenced work
is performed; but it is sufficient that these sacred rites
and prayers be carried out within several days (about
20) before or after the indulgenced act. One
sacramental Confession suffices for several plenary
indulgences, but a separate Holy Communion and a
separate prayer for the Holy Father's intentions are
required for each plenary indulgence.

The condition of praying for the intention of
the Holy Father is fully satisfied by reciting one Our
Father and one Hail Mary. A plenary indulgence can be
acquired only once in the course of the day.

THE CORE OF GOD’S COVENANT

In today’s First Reading, from Deuteronomy, we hear the great summary of the very
core of God’s covenant with Israel, its title taken from its opening word, the Shema
(“Hear!”). The Shema is at once a doctrinal summary of Israel’s faith and the person-
al/corporate prayer of Israel’s sons and daughters. To this day, devout Jews inscribe
the Shema on parchment and enclose it in the mezuzah that adorns the doorways of
so many Jewish homes. The residents kiss the mezuzah, and thus the Word of God,
upon entering their homes and when going forth from them into a world that often
acknowledges neither God nor the covenant. Recited several times daily, Deuteron-
omy’s “formula” comes alive as a vivid reminder to devout Jews that their personal
relationship with God is both source and safeguard of their public identity as mem-
bers of God’s chosen people.

EDITING THE GREAT COMMANDMENT

Today’s Gospel shows Jesus as fully part of Israel’s covenant tradition: he responds to
the scribe’s question by proclaiming Deuteronomy’s Shema which both of them would
have reverenced and recited since childhood: “Hear, O Israel! The Lord is our God, the
Lord alone! Therefore you shall love the Lord, your God, with all your heart, and with
all your soul, and with all your strength” (Deuteronomy 6:4-5). But note the “editorial
changes” both Jesus and the scribe make to the Shema. To Deuteronomy’s heart, the
Biblical seat of the will and affections, and soul, the deepest part of the human person,
and strength, encompassing both physical ability and material treasure, Jesus adds
“with all your mind,” a phrase the scribe changes to “with all your understanding”
(Mark 12:30, 33). Perhaps Mark, the author of today’s Gospel, wanted to consecrate to
the kingdom'’s service the philosophical reflection and intellectual exploration so valued
by the Greco-Roman world—and our world—in which the Gospel would be preached.

KNOWING AND DOING

Jesus makes a further change to Israel’s Shema: to the Deuteronomy text Jesus
adds Leviticus 19:18: “you shall love your neighbor as yourself.” For Jesus, these
commandments cannot be separated. The scribe, delighted at Jesus’ answer, goes
on to indicate that he has grasped one of the central tenets of Jesus’ kingdom: ritual
worship and practical charity toward one’s neighbor are twin expressions of love for
God. This insight places the scribe “not far from the kingdom of God,” says Jesus
(Mark 12:34). But is “not far” close enough? For the scribe, as for the rich would-be
disciple from a few Sundays ago, as for
each of us, it is one thing to know what TODAY’S READINGS
we ought to do and quite another actually -
to do it. So, then: what about us? How do Deuteronomy 6:2-6 31:7-9

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Vatican Instruction on Burial & Cremation

The Congregation for the Doctrine of
the Faith released an instruction on August 15,
2016, regarding burial and cremation, #
reiterating the Church’s teaching that
cremation, while discouraged, is permissible in
the cases of necessity as long as it is not
chosen as a sign of denial of Christian belief in
the resurrection of the dead and immortality of
the soul - and that scattering the ashes is
forbidden.

Ad resurgendum cum Christo, or ,To rise
with Christ” published in August of 2016, explains that
after ,legitimate motives” for cremation have been
ascertained, the ,ashes of the faithful must be laid to
rest in a sacred place,” such as in a cemetery or church.
It goes on to state that it is not permitted to keep the
ashes/cremains, in a home or to scatter them ,,in the air,
on land, at sea or in some other way, nor may they be
preserved in mementos, pieces of jewelry or other
objects.”

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IN GRATITUDE FOR CATECHISTS

This week is a good time to thank a catechist. If you are part of a religious education
program you can thank St. Charles Borromeo, whose memorial we celebrate this week.
Born in 1538 in his family’s castle in Italy, St. Charles was the nephew of Pope Pius IV, who
appointed him cardinal archbishop of Milan.

At that time, almost no opportunities for religious education existed except for priests. Charles
believed that it was important that everyone, especially children, learn about and understand their
faith. But this work needed knowledgeable teachers, so he founded the Confraternity of Christian
Doctrine, often referred to as CCD, to train them. (A confraternity is a group of people who work
together toward a common purpose, usually religious or charitable.) These new teachers were
called catechists. Their purpose was to instruct, or catechize, others in the ways of faith. Before
long he had trained enough catechists to provide religious education for forty thousand students.

Charles Borromeo died in —— —
