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Dear Parishioners and Friends,

The Word of God invites us today to Mount Tabor, where, together
with Peter, John and James, we become witnesses of an extraordinary event.
The conversation about the inevitability of the sacrifice of the Messiah takes
place in a truly heavenly setting. We see Jesus transformed, his face shining
like the sun and his garments shining white. And beside Him two men, Moses
and Elijah, who have not been seen on earth for thousands of years, and
who appear to us in glory. This conversation shows that the decision to kill
Christ is not the result of earthly reasoning. It was made for our salvation.
"He was the light." Not one of the prophets, not another light, but the "light"
that has come into this world, foretold by the Prophets. It is because of the
destruction of this "light" that He will die. In Tabor, the disciples experienced
the illumination of God's glory when Jesus' face "shone like the sun, and his clothes became white as
light." Saint Peter was marked by this special encounter for his entire life. It is the memory of the
Transfiguration, which became for him the basis for his faithfulness and experience, that gave
Peter strength and confidence when he was frightened.

Now let's try to look at our reality. Let us imagine that this time the protagonist of the last scene
is me, that is, a disciple of Jesus, a Christian of the third millennium, illuminated by the light of His grace
in every Eucharist. What is God's command for me to "obey" Christ? To listen, experience, participate,
receive and imitate. During Lent, retreats and Lenten services are a privileged form of God's speech to
the human heart, our own Mount Tabor and the time of renewal of our personal covenant with the
Creator. Retreats are nothing more than listening to God and experiencing His presence, organizing and
supplementing the hierarchy of values, a renewal of personal friendship with God and strengthening
faith. No retreat, regardless of its length or method, is an automatic process. Rather, we could equate it
as a guide with some struggle, difficulty and expectation. If we look at Peter, James and John, despite
unfavorable and mysterious external circumstances, we do not doubt that their climb to Mount Tabor
was necessary. It was worth it to see the "splendor of Heaven" and hear the voice of the Creator: "This
is my Son, the Chosen One, listen to Him!".

Our sin is revealed to the light. The human mind, however, can be cunning enough not to clearly
see it. We all tend to avoid the truth. We have this fantastic weakness for filtering what comes from
reality to keep only what matches our judgments. Everyone has their own filter that allows them to
protect themselves. "I will be my own master" is the motto of hell! We still have five weeks of Lent
ahead of us. This is the time to accompany Jesus from the agony in Gethsemane until we stand on
Golgotha. This is the time to mourn the Lord's Passion with the Sorrowful Mother and the Angels.
Without this, our joy on Resurrection Sunday could not be complete. Trusting in the power of the
coming God, let us listen to the words: "This is my chosen Son, listen to him." He will transform us.

I'm wondering if there might be an individual, a family or an organization that would like to
sponsor the completion of the audio-visual system in the church. The TV screens, projection system and
software have been purchased and installed, but it is not fully completed and paid for. We are now
waiting for the English version of the software app. Thanks to a bequest of the late Jan Parzatek, we
have already paid Eltronix, Inc. $12,000. The entire system costs $18,814. Hence, we still have $6,814
left to pay. If you or an organization or business would like to donate towards this project, please
contact me directly. A plaque with the names of the sponsors of this system will be permanently placed
in the sacristy. God bless all those who support our St. Faustina Kowalska parish. God bless!

Solemnity of St. Joseph - March 19

St. Joseph was an ordinary
manual laborer although descended
from the royal house of David. In the [§#
designs of Providence he was destined |\ |
to become the spouse of the Mother of i
God. His high privilege is expressed in a |
single phrase, "Foster-father of Jesus." [§ /4 &\
About him Sacred Scripture has little |27
more to say than that he was a just|t
man-an expression which indicates how ||
faithfully he fulfiled his high trust of |
protecting and guarding God's greatest
treasures upon earth, Jesus and Mary.

The darkest hours of his life may well have been
those when he first learned of Mary's pregnancy; but
precisely in this time of trial Joseph showed himself great.
His suffering, which likewise formed a part of the work of
the redemption, was not without great providential
import: Joseph was to be, for all times, the trustworthy
witness of the Messiah's virgin birth. After this, he
modestly retires into the background of holy Scripture.

Of St. Joseph's death the Bible tells us nothing.
There are indications, however, that he died before the
beginning of Christ's public life. His was the most
beautiful death that one could have, in the arms of
Jesus and Mary. Humbly and unknown, he passed his
years at Nazareth, silent and almost forgotten he
remained in the background through centuries of
Church history. Only in more recent times has he been
accorded greater honor. Liturgical veneration of
St. Joseph began in the fifteenth century, fostered by
Sts. Brigid of Sweden and Bernadine of Siena.
St. Teresa, too, did much to further his cult.

At present there are two major feasts in his
honor. On March 19 our veneration is directed to him
personally and to his part in the work of redemption,
while on May 1 we honor him as the patron of
workmen throughout the world and as our guide in the
difficult matter of establishing equitable norms
regarding obligations and rights in the social order.

St. Joseph is invoked as patron for many
causes. He is the patron of the Universal Church. He is
the patron of the dying because Jesus and Mary were
at his death-bed. He is also the patron of fathers, of
carpenters, and of social justice. Many religious orders
and communities are placed under his patronage.

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Dear Parishioners and Benefactors,

With Ash Wednesday, we entered the season of Lent. I encourage all parishioners to actively participate in
the three traditional pillars of Lent, which are prayer, fasting and almsgiving. This year let’s make it a point to
focus on all three traditional pillars of Lent, rather than just fasting because that is the easiest to do out of the
three). I encourage everyone to deepen their prayer by making a promise to attend either Adoration of the
Blessed Sacrament for one hour every Tuesday during Lent or the Way of the Cross every Friday during Lent (in
addition to attending Mass every Sunday, of course), or choosing a book in the Bible, reading a chapter daily
during Lent and truly meditating upon the meaning for 15 minutes. I still have a few booklets available of daily
reflections for Lent, ,Not by Bread Alone 2022", for $2. There is also the opportunity to join our online Prayer
Group, led by Barbara Putyra, that meets virtually on Tuesdays at 12:00 pm. Please contact Lupe in the Parish
Office so that she can provide you with the contact information and/or link. With regards to almsgiving, may I
suggest that you double it in 2022. Doubling your weekly Sunday offering during just the 5 weeks of Lent will help
us on our way to breaking even financially this fiscal year. If you give $1, please give $2; if you give $2, please
give $4; if you give $5, please give $10; if you give $20, please give $40, and so on. While I understand that not
everyone can double their weekly Sunday offering during this time, because it is just not feasible - every dollar
counts! Every sacrifice and effort made to increase our Sunday collection this Lent is admirable and greatly
appreciated.

Additionally, a donor came forward with a challenge for our parishioners. The individual, who would like to
remain anonymous, has pledged to give $1,000 to our parish for the Easter collection if 250 parishioners are
willing to double their weekly Sunday offering for the 5 weeks of Lent and/or the weekly Sunday collection is more
than $10,500 for each of the Sundays of Lent. I'm very excited to inform you all that as of Wednesday,
February 23, two parishioners, who would like to remain anonymous, have gladly come forward and agreed to
pledge $1,000 each if our parish can double it in 2022 and increase the Sunday collection to more than $10,500
every Sunday during Lent. That’s $3,000 pledged to our parish for the Easter collection if we can pull
together and double it in 2022! This is fantastic!

If anyone else would like to match these 3 anonymous donors in making a pledge to do the same, or
another amount, please contact me by calling the parish office. Also, may I suggest that anyone who is employed
consider inquiring if their employer participates or would be willing to do a company match.

I understand that I may be asking a lot of you, but it doesn't hurt to ask. Think of it as a group challenge.
After all, what is a sacrifice if not more than a disciplined challenge.

God bless the cheerful giver and all of you for your generosity and support of St. Faustina Kowalska Parish.
May we all double our time in church, double our weekly Sunday offerings, and lose double digits by fasting this
Lent! Double it in 2022/

AHA!

We can imagine the splendor of the Transfiguration in our Gospel, and in a manner
similar to the Baptism of the Lord, we hear the voice of God booming down an-
nouncing Jesus the Son. It is another of the great epiphanies. But if you think about
it, each reading this weekend has a sort of “Aha” moment to it. A moment of mutual
commitment, of trust. In Genesis, God makes a covenant with Abram, promising him
descendants numerous as the stars in the sky. The Psalmist professes his faith and
hope: “I believe that | shall see the bounty of the LORD in the land of the living.” Paul’s
letter to the Philippians lays it out simply in “drop the mic” fashion: “Our citizenship is
in heaven, and from it we also await a savior, the Lord Jesus Christ.” That’s it. Boom.

THE RECAP

When you watch a TV series, they will often provide a quick synopsis of key events
from the last couple of shows to set the stage for the current episode. If we do a
quick review of the Gospel of Luke, earlier in chapter nine Jesus was sending the
disciples out in ministry for the first time, and we had the feeding of the five thou-
sand. Peter realizes that Jesus is the Messiah, Jesus gives us the first hint of his
own death and tells the disciples to take up their cross and follow him. After all that
physical, spiritual, and emotional stress Jesus goes out to pray on the mountain,
taking Peter, John, and James with him.

THIS WEEK’S EPISODE

Once they were settled on the mountaintop, Jesus began to pray in earnest and, as
usual, his wingmen fell asleep. The disciples did not yet have the strength or insights
of the Master. Peter, James, and John did not yet have the stamina or the depth to
be able to focus during long periods of silent, contemplative prayer, especially after
their long hike. One might see visions simply due to exhaustion! As Jesus was trans-
figured before them, Peter might have bumbled around it in typical Peter fashion, but
he realized the significance of what they saw, and he wanted somehow to capture
the sacred, to capture the moment, so he asked to build some tents. If we imagined
this today, we’d all be there with our phones and selfie sticks trying to get an amaz-
ing picture of it, to capture the moment, and to share with everyone on social media.
But all the disciples could do was remember it, capture it in their hearts—and tell
no one at the time. They were silenced
by the sacred. We too must let our busy e
worlds and minds and hearts enter into TODAY’S READINGS
the.e silence.

JOURNEY TO THE FOOT OF THE CROSS: BISHOP
RICKEN OFFERS 10 THINGS TO REMEMBER FOR LENT

Bishop David L. Ricken of Green Bay, Wisconsin, former chairman of the Committee on Evangelization and

1. Remember the formula. The Church does a
good job capturing certain truths with easy-to-re-
member lists and formulas: 10 Commandments, 7
sacraments, 3 persons in the Trinity. For Lent, the
Church gives us almost a slogan— Prayer, Fasting,
and Almsgiving—as the three things we need to
work on during the season.

2. It’s a time of prayer. Lent is essentially an act
of prayer spread out over 40 days. As we pray, we
go on a journey, one that hopefully brings us closer
to Christ and leaves us changed by the encounter
with him.

3. It’s a time to fast. With the fasts of Ash Wednesday
and Good Friday, meatless Fridays, and our personal
disciplines interspersed, Lent is the only time many
Catholics these days actually fast. And maybe
that’s why it gets all the attention. “What are you
giving up for Lent? Hot dogs? Beer? Jelly beans?”
It's almost a game for some of us, but fasting is
actually a form of penance, which helps us turn
away from sin and toward Christ.

4. It's a time to work on discipline. The 40 days of
Lent are also a good, set time to work on personal
discipline in general. Instead of giving something
up, it can be doing something positive. “I'm going
to exercise more. |’'m going to pray more. I’'m going
to be nicer to my family, friends, and coworkers.”

5. It's about dying to yourself. The more serious
side of Lenten discipline is that it's about more than
self-control—it’s about finding aspects of yourself
that are less than Christ-like and letting them die.
The suffering and death of Christ are foremost on
our minds during Lent, and we join in these mys-
teries by suffering, dying with Christ and being
resurrected in a purified form.

6.Don’t do too much. It's tempting to make Lent
some ambitious period of personal reinvention, but

Catechesis of the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB), offers “10 Things to Remember for Lent”:

it's best to keep it simple and focused. There’s a
reason the Church works on these mysteries year
after year. We spend our entire lives growing closer
to God. Don’t try to cram it all in one Lent. That's
a recipe for failure.

7. Lent reminds us of our weakness. Of course,
even when we set simple goals for ourselves during
Lent, we still have trouble keeping them. When we
fast, we realize we're all just one meal away from
hunger. In both cases, Lent shows us our weakness.
This can be painful, but recognizing how helpless
we are makes us seek God’s help with renewed
urgency and sincerity.

8. Be patient with yourself. When we're confronted
with our own weakness during Lent, the temptation
is to get angry and frustrated. “What a bad person
| am!” But that’s the wrong lesson. God is calling
us to be patient and to see ourselves as he does,

with unconditional love.

9. Reach out in charity. As we experience weakness
and suffering during Lent, we should be renewed
in our compassion for those who are hungry, suf-
fering, or otherwise in need. The third part of the
Lenten formulais almsgiving. It's about more than
throwing a few extra dollars in the collection plate;
it's about reaching out to others and helping them
without question as a way of sharing the experience
of God’s unconditional love.

10. Learn to love like Christ. Giving of ourselves
in the midst of our suffering and self-denial brings
us closer to loving like Christ, who suffered and
poured himself out unconditionally on the Cross for
all of us. Lent is a journey through the desert to the
foot of the Cross on Good Friday, as we seek him
out, ask his help, join in his suffering, and learn
to love like him.
