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Dear Parishioners and Friends,

In the book entitled, “"Come, "Be My Light” you will find a collection of
letters from Mother Teresa of Calcutta compiled by her longtime confessor. The
publication reveals the previously unknown spiritual face of the Missionary of
Charity. For 50 years she was immersed in “inner darkness” and fought a long,
lonely struggle for fidelity to Christ. How different this picture is from the one we
have known so far from the thousands of photos, films and books, which depict a
modest woman helping the poorest and forgotten, smiling, speaking about God
with conviction. This "dark night" experience in Mother Teresa's faith helps us to
better understand the disciples presented in today's Gospel. It shows us how to
discover the presence of the Risen One, who calls Peter to follow Him on the path
of suffering.

To believe is to follow the Risen One, to allow to be "girded and led".
After all, Jesus is among believers, although we don't always feel His presence. It is not without significance
that the disciples encounter Jesus on the way. The road here symbolizes, above all, the effort to grow in
faith. Man receives the gift of faith from God, but his task is to develop and cultivate it. Even when it seems
to him that everything is humanly lost, and endless darkness stretches out before his eyes. Because faith is
the light that illuminates and warms our hearts with its rays, filling them with trust in the power of God. The
path of Mother Teresa's faith, Jesus' meeting with his disciples on the Sea of Tiberias is an experience dear to
many of us. It leads to an encounter with the living Christ who comes in the Word and nourishes us with his
Body. At the same time, it shows that we cannot take faith superficially, as ordinary gossip. To accept faith is
to invite Jesus into your life and proclaim: "Lord, you know that I love you."

God calls us to this, to listen to Him more than to people. In this way, our life will become different, it
will change its perspective. After all, it is not a question of devoting some time to God on Sundays, every
morning and evening. Faith should transform our whole life, influence our thinking, our life choices. There
cannot be such a situation where we consider ourselves to be faithful people, but we are for something that
is not consistent with the Gospel. Therefore, it is important to be faithful in minor matters, such as daily
prayer in the family, regular participation in the Sunday Eucharist, and respectfully making the sign of the
cross. Faith leads us to integrity in our work, diligent study at school, and to obeying the commandments of
God and the Church in our daily lives. Faith indicates that we should make efforts for the good of our own
family, treat our spouse with dignity, engage in the effort of raising children and adolescents, treat family
members well and work on our own faults. Faith motivates us to not remain indifferent to the evil that is
happening around us. We are also to develop our sensitivity, so as not to be indifferent to the suffering and
injustice that affect other people.

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Polish Constitution Day - May 3

Constitution Day in Poland is always celebrated
annually on May 3. Constitution day marks the
declaration and adoption of Poland's first constitution
on May 3, 1791. Poland's constitution was the first
constitution to be adopted in Europe and second only
in the world - the American constitution of 1789, being
the oldest.

The Polish constitution was based on principles
influenced by the French revolution and introduced a
constitutional monarchy.

The constitution itself applied to the Polish-
Lithuanian commonwealth and the implementation of
the constitution led to the 'War of the defense of the
constitution' between the commonwealth and
conservative nobility backed by the Russia empire.

This led to the annulment of the constitution
just 19 months later, but the May 3 constitution is still
regarded as a key event in the history of Poland.

After gaining independence in 1918, this day
became a holiday, but like many national holidays it
was not celebrated during the the time of the
communist government.

Following the collapse of the Soviet Union, the
holiday was restored by the Act of 6 April 1990 and
the first gala celebration took place in Warsaw's Castle
Square on May 3, 1990 in the presence of President
Wojciech Jaruzelski.

Cinco de Mayo

Cinco de Mayo is a holiday celebrated on May 5
in parts of Mexico and the United States. The day
commemorates the victory of the outhumbered
Mexican army over the French army at the 1862 Battle
of Puebla during the Second Franco-Mexican War.
Contrary to popular belief, Cinco de Mayo is not a
celebration of Mexico’s independence. The actual
Mexican Independence Day falls on September 16 and
celebrates the ‘Cry of Dolores’, the call to arms that
launched the Mexican War of Independence.

In 1862, French troops attempted to establish
a monarchy in Mexico to gain influence in North
America. The 6,000 French troops sent by Napoleon
III outnumbered the ragtag army of Mexicans led by
General Ignacio Zaragoza (no relation to our Ken
Zaragoza). However, the Mexican troops defeated the
French troops and forced them to retreat. The Battle
of Puebla was not a major tactical victory during the
war, but it boosted morale and became a symbol of
Mexicans’ cultural pride, courage, and resilience.

Today in Mexico, Cinco de Mayo is actually a
relatively minor holiday. It's mainly celebrated in the
state of Puebla, where the battle occurred, but other
parts of the country do not typically mark the day in
any major way.

In the United States, on the other hand, Cinco
de Mayo has evolved into a more widespread
celebration of Mexican culture and traditions. Cities
around the U.S. celebrate the holiday with events
highlighting traditional Mexican dancing, music and
cuisine.

St. Faustina Kowalska Parish
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International Firefighters Day - May 4
International Firefighters Day is
observed worldwide on May 4, which is
also the feast day of the patron saint of !
firefighters, St. Florian. On this day make o
sure your smoke detectors work by
testing them or swapping out the |
batteries, and don't forget to thank the
men and women firefighters who risk &
their lives in our community to save lives ®
and property.

Saint Florian lived in Noricum, which is now
part of Austria, between the third and fourth centuries.
He was an officer in the Roman army, and quickly rose
through the ranks due to his excellent people skills and
leadership abilities. He eventually became a general of
a very prestigious fire brigade, and was rumored to
have put out a fire with a single bucket of water. He
was a Christian who suffered death for the Faith in the
days of Diocletian. His legendary "Acts" state that he
gave himself up at Lorch to the soldiers of Aquilinus,
the governor, when they were rounding up the
Christians, and after making a bold confession, he was
twice scourged, half-flayed alive, set on fire, and finally
thrown into the river Enns with a stone around his
neck. His body, recovered and buried by a pious
woman, was eventually removed to the Augustinian
Abbey of St. Florian, near Linz. It is said to have been
at a later date translated to Rome, and Pope Lucius
III, in 1138, gave some of the saint's relics to King
Casimir of Poland and to the Bishop of Cracow. Since
that time, St. Florian has been regarded as a patron of
Poland as well as of Linz, Upper Austria and of
firemen. There has been popular devotion to
St. Florian in many parts of central Europe, and the
tradition as to his martyrdom, not far from the spot
where the Enns flows into the Danube, is ancient and
reliable. Many miracles of healing are attributed to his
intercession and he is invoked as a powerful protector
in danger from fire or water. His feast day is May 4.

THIRD SUNDAY

St. Faustina Kowalska Parish May 1, 2022

CHURCH

The Easter season provides us an opportunity to reflect upon who we are as Church, in
light of the first experiences of Jesus’ followers. From today’s Gospel, we realize that all
we do is founded on our friendship with and trust in Jesus, as witnessed in Jesus’ dia-
logue with Peter. From Revelation, in the image of Jesus as the sacrificial Lamb, we can
anticipate suffering for the sake of love for God and for others. From the apostles’ bold
speech in Acts, we remember that when we stay true to the Gospel, even at great cost,
we must always embody God'’s forgiveness toward those who resist God'’s invitation. The
early Church struggled to understand how to live the way of Jesus, and we can expect no
less struggle for ourselves. And like them, we may also know the joy of growing friend-
ship with God along the way.

OBEYING GOD

In the first chapters of Acts, the apostles venture out energetically, soon after Pentecost, to
proclaim the risen Jesus. Today’s reading shows the Sanhedrin, the formal religious body
that had condemned Jesus shortly before, now threatening the apostles. The Sanhedrin
likely feared that Jesus’ followers would, in vengeance for the Crucifixion, stir up a riot or
even a violent revolt. The apostles, consistent with Jesus’ own dealings with the authorities,
proclaim Jesus’ message of God'’s forgiveness of everyone, and refuse to incite violence.

It is a great challenge, as Peter said, to “obey God rather than man.” Throughout history,
when groups of God’s people, inspired by God’s dream for a just and free world, have
spoken out non-violently against injustice and oppression, they have sought to obey
God’s summons. We the Church, while always mindful of the dangers of self-deception,
are similarly called to discern and obey God in our own time and place.

REPEATED QUESTIONS

In today’s Gospel, John sets the scene for Jesus’ encounter with Peter, sitting by a
“charcoal fire.” There is just one other mention of a charcoal fire in John’s Gospel: when
Peter warms himself while awaiting Jesus’ trial, and Peter goes on to deny knowing
Jesus, three times. The evangelist directly links Jesus’ three questions of Peter, “do
you love me?”, to Peter’s three denials. Through his repeated questioning, Jesus helps
Peter to face his actions fully, and to accept forgiveness fully as well.

When God invites us into prayer, we may be invited to enter into deep conversation with
God about our lives. God can pose the same questions to us, again and again over time,
to face what we might prefer to avoid: Can

you forgive someone who has hurt you? ’

Can you be more generous? Can you let go TODAY’S READINGS

of obstacles to becoming more loving? And Acts 5:27-32, 40b-41

even: Do you love me?

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FEED MY LAMBS

Today’s Gospel (John 21:1-19) tells the story of
the time after the Resurrection when Jesus helped
the apostles catch a large net full of fish. They
didn’t recognize him until they pulled in a catch
so large they could hardly handle it. Afterward, on
the shore, Jesus prepared a breakfast for them of
bread and some of the fish they had caught. When
they ate this meal, they realized that Jesus really
was with them. Do you remember another time
when Jesus fed many people with loaves of bread
and fish (John 6:1-14)? Do you remember a time
when Jesus shared a meal of bread and wine with
his friends (Luke 22:7-20)?

This is the time of year when many parishes
celebrate First Holy Communion. Children are
preparing to receive Jesus for the first time and
share in the Eucharistic meal. They remind us how
important it is always to be prepared and desire
to receive Jesus. Once we have received Jesus
we cannot keep him to ourselves. Jesus reminds
us that we must continue to bring him to others.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church
(#1391-1397) tells us that each time we receive
Holy Communion “fruits,” or wonderful things,
happen. Most importantly, we grow closer to
Jesus. Our venial sins are forgiven and we are
strengthened to resist mortal sin. Finally, the
people of our Church become more firmly united
in doing Christ’s work of serving the poor.
