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Dear Parishioners and Friends,

Today's Liturgy of the Word announces the coming of the Holy Spirit. Christ
says, "The Comforter, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will
teach you everything and remind you of everything I have told you.”

The fate and life of the Church after Christ's Ascension are connected with
the Third Divine Person. Hence, even Christ's departure cannot be experienced as
a sad event. “If you loved me, you would be glad that I am going to the Father,"
says Christ to the disciples.

The mission of the Church was taken over by the first heirs of this “event,”
which was Jesus Christ Himself and His Gospel. A very interesting fact reminds us
of today's reading of the Acts of the Apostles. St. Luke, the author of the Acts,
tells of how in the early Church “there were considerable disagreements and
disputes.” This risked breaking unity among Christ's followers. However, the danger was averted. The
apostles settled the dispute, being aware of the collaboration with the Holy Spirit: “For we, in the Holy Spirit,
have ordained.” The Holy Spirit is the source of the unity of the Church - the Body of Christ. There is one
Body and one Spirit. There is one faith and one baptism. You have been baptized in one Spirit (Eph 4: 1-60).

The Holy Spirit teaches mutual understanding and gentleness in the Church, showing all the spiritual
richness of everyone. It teaches the mutual sharing of spiritual gifts, the purpose of which is to unite people,
not to create divisions among them. The communion of the Church is expressed by resolute unity,
withstanding the great diversity and differences of persons, ethnic groups, nations and cultures. We can
constantly observe this wealth of the Church community. In broadcasts from Rome, we can see the faithful
and bishops from every continent. Europeans, Africans, Asians and Americans are neighbors among the
cardinals. Monasteries are more and more often "intercontinental" communities.

The unity of the Church in the Holy Spirit is most opposed by sin. For this reason, there have been many
divisions among Christians in the past, and they are still occurring today. The power of the Holy Spirit, like the
Divine Fire, burns selfishness, pride, jealousy, greed, disorderly desire for pleasure, anger, laziness from our
hearts. At the same time, it ignites the lives of each of us with the gifts of wisdom, understanding, counsel,
fortitude, skill, piety, and fear of God. Its fruitful activity is manifested in acts of love, joy, peace, patience,
goodness, kindness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control (Gal 5:22f).

The Holy Spirit, like the Divine Builder, supports us in our daily work of building a “civilization of life and love.”
Despite human weakness, it builds and strengthens unity between people. Let us open ourselves to His action. He will
teach us everything and remind us that Christ's greatest desire is “that they may all be one,” (Jn 17:21).

Today I would like to congratulate Fr. Pawel on the 7th anniversary of his priesthood. Father Pawel
Adamus was ordained a priest on May 16, 2015, at Holy Name Cathedral in Chicago. In the same Cathedral,
I was ordained a priest on May 21, 1988. This Saturday, only two priests were ordained in the same
Cathedral. I am asking all of you to pray for priests and for the growth of vocations to the priesthood and
religious life.

I would also like to greatly thank the Holy Name Society for sponsoring the renovation of the kitchen
in our St. Faustina Kowalska Parish Center. I would also like to thank Mr. Dennis J Halik, Mr. and Mrs. Jozef
and Marianna Koniecko, Mr. and Mrs. Jozef and Anna Zon for sponsoring the new cabinets in the serving area
behind the dividing wall in St. John Paul II Hall. Many thanks to Teresa Lipiszko, the owner of Granite
Empress Inc., 5201 W 65th St., Bedford Park, 708-594-2844, for the beautiful custom-made granite
countertops that sit upon the lower cabinets.

St. Augustine of Canterbury was born in Rome and died in Canterbury, England, in 604. When Pope
Gregory I heard that the pagans of Britain were disposed to accept the Catholic Faith, he sent the prior of
St. Andrew, Augustine, and forty of his Benedictine brethren to England. Despite the great difficulties involved in
the task assigned to him, Augustine and his monks obeyed. The success of their preaching was immediate. King
Ethelbert was baptized on Pentecost Sunday, 596, and the greater part of the nobles and people soon followed his
example. St. Augustine died as the first Archbishop of Canterbury.

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PEACE

The sixth Sunday of Easter moves us toward the feast of Pentecost and the coming of
the Holy Spirit to the early Church. Today’s Gospel describes Jesus at the Last Supper,
foretelling the coming of the Spirit to the community of Jesus. Jesus combines the prom-
ise of the Spirit with his gift of peace to his disciples. He foresees that the community
must be grounded in his love, which provides peace, to face the tumult of the Crucifixion,
and later, the trials of the early Church. Grounded in Jesus, the community can then be
open to the Spirit who will continually guide, remind, and renew them in their life together.
The gift of peace from Jesus is not a worldly peace through which the powerful crush
opposition. It is not a complacent or private peace. The peace of Jesus instead seeks
and works toward peace throughout the world, guided by the Spirit.

RESPONSIBLE LEADERSHIP

Today’s passage from Acts captures the beginning and the conclusion of what became
known as the Jerusalem Council. It is well worth studying all of Acts 15, meant to provide
an example of responsible leadership for the wider Church. There was substantial conflict
within the community over what is necessary for unity in the diverse community of Jews
and Gentiles. We can notice some key characteristics of the actions of the leadership.

The leaders acknowledged the reality of a significant conflict without minimizing it. They
received and fully honored the diverse experiences of persons of different backgrounds.
They worked with an accepted authority structure and a process to move toward resolu-
tion. They were committed to discern the action and will of the Spirit, with a deep respect
for testimony about how the Spirit was working. They avoided placing unneeded burdens
on anyone. And afterward, they continued to observe the ongoing action of the Spirit as
the decision was implemented.

WHAT IS ESSENTIAL?

The issues weighed by the Jerusalem Council in our passage from Acts were related to cir-
cumcision as a requirement, and to table fellowship. A strong theological tradition held that
traditional practices were essential, and the community genuinely sought to maintain conti-
nuity with the roots of their faith. Peter’s observation about how the Spirit was actively work-
ing in their midst pointed the leaders in a new direction. Then James reminded them that
the scriptural tradition also pointed to fully welcoming the Gentiles into God’s community.

It is a profound challenge for leaders in our own parishes when encountering issues that
can fracture a community. What is essential and what is not? What are we called to em-
brace, or called to lay down? Acknowledg-

ing conflict and working toward resolution TODAY’S READINGS

is an essential function for our parishes,

because Christ calls us to live in unity.

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Anointing of the Sick
Every First Saturday of the Month
After the 4:30 pm Mass

Beginning with Saturday, June 4™, our parish
will offer the Sacrament of Anointing of the Sick every
first Saturday of the month after the 4:30 pm Mass. If
you are in need of spiritual and physical strengthening,
please come for Reconciliation, which is offered from
3:30-4:15 pm, Mass at 4:30 pm, and for the Anointing
immediately after the Mass.

In the Church's Sacrament of Anointing of the
Sick, through the ministry of the priest, it is Jesus who
touches the sick to heal them from sin and sometimes
even from physical ailment. His cures were signs of the
arrival of the Kingdom of God. The core message of
Jesus’ healing tells us of His plan to conquer sin and
death by his dying and rising.

The Rite of Anointing tells us there is no need
to wait until a person is at the point of death to receive
the Sacrament. A careful judgment about the serious
nature of the illness and/or the desire of an individual
to be healed is sufficient.

When the Sacrament of Anointing of the Sick is
given, the hoped-for effect is that, if it be God's will,
the person be physically healed of illness. But even if
there is no physical healing, the primary effect of the
Sacrament is a spiritual healing by which the sick
person receives the Holy Spirit's gift of peace and
courage to deal with the difficulties that accompany
serious illness or the frailty of old age.

We would like to remind parishioners that in
the sacrament of the sick we call God's help to
strengthen us spiritually and physically. It is granted
not only to those in danger of death, but to the sick as
well as the elderly. It is written in The Catechism of
the Catholic Church:

II. Who Receives and Who Administers This Sacrament?
In case of grave illness . . .

1514 The Anointing of the Sick "is not a sacrament for
those only who are at the point of death. Hence, as
soon as anyone of the faithful begins to be in danger
of death from sickness or old age, the fitting time for
him to receive this sacrament has certainly already
arrived."'?

1515 If a sick person who received this anointing
recovers his health, he can in the case of another
grave illness receive this sacrament again. If during
the same iliness the person's condition becomes more
serious, the sacrament may be repeated. It is fitting to
receive the Anointing of the Sick just prior to a serious
operation. the same holds for the elderly whose frailty
becomes more pronounced.

" ... let him call for the presbyters of the Church"
1516 Only priests (bishops and Presbyters) are
ministers of the Anointing of the Sick.”® It is the duty
of pastors to instruct the faithful on the benefits of this
sacrament. The faithful should encourage the sick to
call for a priest to receive this sacrament. The sick
should prepare themselves to receive it with good
dispositions, assisted by their pastor and the whole
ecclesial community, which is invited to surround the
sick in a special way through their prayers and
fraternal attention.
