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Dear Parishioners and Friends,

On the day of Pentecost, we gather in church, like the Apostles in the
Upper Room. With eyes of faith, we look at the scene from the Acts of the Apos-
tles, when the disciples, praying with Mary, “appeared as fire-like tongues that
broke apart, and on each of them one rested, and they were all filled with the Ho-
ly Spirit, and began to speak in foreign tongues, as the Spirit made them speak.”
And when all the confusion arose from “that noise,” the Jews “flocked in crowds
and were amazed, for everyone heard them speaking in his own language.”

And here is something that happened which “has not been seen by the
eye, nor has the ear heard, nor has the heart of man understood, what great
things God has prepared for those who love him.” All thanks to the power of Je-
sus! From that day on, the lives of the disciples radically changed; there is no
place for fear, distrust, uncertainty, but there is space for honesty, courage, and clarity.

The Spirit of the Paraclete will “testify” about Jesus, that is, he will strengthen our waning faith, so that
we can bear witness to him in the world. He will also lead us “to all the truth;” he will continue the Revelation
brought by Jesus for the past, so that we may understand what Jesus said and did, and for the future.

We are confused, like the Apostles in the Upper Room, perhaps even ashamed of our faith, unable to
communicate with the one who does not speak our language. Therefore, each of us has a need for our own
outpouring of the Holy Spirit, an encounter with the renewing and transforming power. He is the life-giving
force of the Church. We receive it as we are open to it. The Holy Spirit is indispensable in Christian life:
without the Holy Spirit, man is spiritually dead. Whatever happens in our life of faith, it is done precisely by
the power of the Holy Spirit. Every authentic prayer, sacramental act, sincere confession of faith, repentance
for sin, outburst of supernatural joy, attentive listening to the Word of God, inspiration to do virtuous deeds,
all these are the work of the Holy Spirit.

Many faithful, unfortunately, forget about the presence of the Holy Spirit, patting spiritual poverty.
They pray some prayers, are late to church on Sundays or are afraid to step inside it, experience constant
fears and have a guilty conscience for their sins, weighed by their guilt they beg God for help, and on the
occasion of a funeral or wedding, they “go to Communion.” They remember something about Catechism, and
they barely heard of the Bible. This is not a life of faith, but a spiritual, religious vegetation! And yet the Holy
Spirit is at their disposal all the time.

Like the Apostles, the Holy Spirit was also given to us. That we may become a brave witness of Christ
and His Gospel in the world. Today, full of trust, we want to pray earnestly for a new outpouring of the Spirit
upon us, our families, the entire world, so that we may begin to live according to the Spirit and be totally free.

I encourage everyone to open themselves to the works of the Holy Spirit, be it through spontaneous
personal prayer and the invitation of the Holy Spirit, or through the prayer that I suggest:

Come, Holy Spirit, transform our inner tension into a holy relaxation.
Turn our anxiety into a soothing silence.

Turn our concern into calm trust.

Turn our fear into steadfast faith.

Turn our bitterness into the sweetness of your grace.

Transform the darkness of our hearts into a soft light.

Turn our indifference into loving-kindness.

Turn our night into your light.

Turn the winter of our souls into your spring.

Straighten our curves of the road, fill our void,

cleanse us of pride, deepen our humility, kindle our love,

quench our sensuality. Make us see ourselves as you see us. Amen.

Today I would like to thank Mrs. Nancy Kowalkowski, who has been laundering the altar linens
selflessly for 6 years. Mrs. Nancy has chose to end her ministry, therefore we are looking for a new person to
continue it. I also want to thank Mr. Mateusz Zarycki and Mr. Jozef Maka for painting the walls of the
renovated kitchen in the St. Faustina Parish Center without seeking recompense.

June Devotion

The Litany to the Sacred Heart of Jesus will be
recited Monday through Friday and on Sunday before
the 7:30 am Mass throughout the month of June.

In 1899 Pope Leo XIII approved this Litany of
the Sacred Heart of Jesus for public use. This litany is
actually a synthesis of several other litanies dating
back to the 17th century. Father Croiset composed a
litany in 1691 from which 17 invocations were used by
Venerable Anne Madeleine Remuzat when she
composed her litany in 1718 at Marseille. She joined an
additional 10 invocations to those of Father Croiset, for
a total of 27 invocations. Six more invocations written
by Sister Madeleine Joly of Dijon in 1686 were added
by the Sacred Congregation for Rites when it was
approved for public use in 1899. This makes a total of
33 invocations, one for each year of life of our Lord
Jesus Christ. A partial indulgence is attached to this
litany.

The Litany of the Sacred Heart of Jesus is a
deep reflection on the compassion, wisdom, justice,
and strength of the Heart of Jesus.

asked her to plead for the
establishment of a liturgical feast for the faithful to be
able to adore the Eucharist on the first Thursday after
the Holy Trinity. Under the influence of these revelations,
Bishop Robert Torote first introduced the solemnity of
Corpus Christi in 1246, initially for the diocese of Liege,
and inaugurated the first Eucharistic procession through
the streets of the city.

This year the solemnity of the Most Holy Body
and Blood of Christ falls on Sunday, June 19th, in the
United States. We cordially invite everyone without
exception to the public manifestation of our faith on
this day. Our parish will celebrate the solemnity by
having a procession along the streets and sidewalks to
4 altars around our property. The procession will begin
immediately after the 10:30 am English Mass and will
follow the route from McVicker to 52" St. to Austin to
53" St. back to McVicker. We kindly ask all those who
prepared the outdoor altars last year to be similarly
involved once again this year. We invite all the children
who received First Holy Communion this year and last
year to come in their First Communion attire — girls to
bring baskets with flower petals. We ask as many as
possible of our altar servers to attend. Of course, we
invite a Polish Highlander string ensemble and all
musicians who would like to join them, as well as all of
our parish organizations to be present with their
banners. We invite children, teens and adults to wear
their national costumes. The procession will include
prayers in both English and Polish, so that on this
special day we will be one parish family. The
procession will end with Mass in the Polish at
12:30 pm, or slightly later. May the Eucharistic Jesus
bless everyone generously.

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Pentecost - June 5

Pentecost is the complement and the completion
of Easter. Easter gives us the beginning of supernatural
life and incorporation in Christ. But this new life must
unfold; it must be strengthened and enkindled into a
burning fire which can resist all things; it must be
imbued with a love which is stronger than death, so that
we are prepared to suffer all things Christ, even the
sacrifice of our life. This strengthening of our spirit is
brought about by our baptism with the Holy Spirit at
Pentecost. The spirit of Pentecost is the spirit that makes
the confessors and martyrs. It gives light, power, and
unconquerable strength. This effect is visible in the
apostles, who "went from the presence of the council,
rejoicing that they were accounted worthy to suffer
reproach for the name of Jesus" (Acts 5:41).

Pentecost is the birthday of the Church and of
Christianity. Man, having been touched by the Spirit,
no longer lives according to the flesh, according to the
principles and ideals of fallen human nature; he lives
in the Spirit. He is filled with the light of truth and is
guided by the Spirit of truth Himself, the Holy Spirit.
The new generation of men now sees all things in their
proper place in the plan of divine providence and in
their relationship to eternity. In the spirit of truth and
love the new generation is called to act for good and
upright motives, to do only what is pleasing to the
Father. It is a generation of spiritual men.

GOD’S ONGOING WORK

In today’s Gospel Luke, the author of Acts, links the “time of Pentecost” to the Jewish
Feast of Weeks. This was a harvest festival, fifty days after Passover. The feast became
a celebration of God’s gift of the Torah, the law of Moses, remembering Exodus 19. Luke
suggests that just as the Feast of Weeks was a culmination of Passover, the outpouring
of the Holy Spirit was a culmination of the Resurrection. In both Passover and Easter,
God'’s extraordinary saving action rescued God’s people from oppression and death. Be-
cause of these actions, the stage was set for the gift of Torah, and similarly for Christians,
the qift of the Spirit. The ongoing presence of the Spirit sustains us to face life’s burdens
gracefully. The Spirit also challenges us daily to mature in our capacity to love, and to
take part in God’s ongoing work to rescue all God’s people.

WHAT GOD IS UP TO

The Christian community gathered in the Upper Room, awaiting the Holy Spirit, has long
stirred the Christian imagination. In our own time, when the Church has a long history of
Christian faith but now faces many challenges, we might return to this image. Like the
first disciples, we often don’t know what to do next. What used to work for us doesn’t
work as well. We need to stay together, honor diversity, reflect upon the roots of our faith,
and remain rooted in prayer.

Pentecost

Acts 2:3

Yet there is more. Pentecost has happened and is happening. The Spirit has already
burst out into the world, already stirring among those who are confused about God. The
Book of Acts tells the story of a Church continually pushed out by the Spirit, to join in
what God was already up to, out in the world. We too are invited not only to remember
our unity and our roots, but to pay acute attention to how the Spirit is working in our
local communities.

VARIETY OF GIFTS

In today’s second reading, Saint Paul wrote to the Church in Corinth, a community en-
countering tensions and divisions over spiritual gifts. Paul reminds them that the Spirit
shares a variety of gifts; none is better than any other, and all are needed by the whole
Church. The Spirit is revealed in the diversity of gifts offered by individuals and by
distinct groups. The Spirit desires that the Church live as an interdependent, cohesive
whole, as the Body of Christ.

A parish can be a collegial partnership

The sacrament of Baptism is administered in English
and Polish. Due to the pandemic situation, we do not
have group baptisms. Only one child is permitted to be
baptized in a single event. Parents are required to
attend a baptismal preparation class prior to the
planned date of the child's baptism. Please contact the
parish office to register your child for Baptism.

Reconciliation

We invite you to take advantage of the sacrament of
reconciliation every Saturday from 3:30 to 4:15 pm.
You must sanitize your hands and wear a mask for
confession.

Marriage

The Archdiocese of Chicago recommends that
individuals who plan to marry should contact the parish
office at least six months before the planned wedding
date. Please make it a priority to reserve the date with
the church first and then with other vendors. Please
contact one of the priests directly or the parish office
as soon as possible.

Anointing of the Sick

Every first Saturday of the month after the 4:30 pm
Mass. Please contact the priest as soon as possible to
make arrangements in receiving this sacrament in
serious health crises. Do not delay arranging for the
sacrament of the anointing until the person is
unconscious or close to death.
