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Dear Parishioners and Friends,

Concern for eternal life plays a secondary role in today's life, and is
sometimes considered something outright old-fashioned, and therefore shameful.
Karl Rahner, a prominent theologian and attentive observer of the religious
consciousness of the people of the twentieth century, noticed an interesting
regularity: "There are Christians who are sure of the existence of God...but do not
consider it necessary to care in any particular way about the question of eternal life."
Many people also try to use earthly standards to judge supernatural reality. And this
reality turns out to be very different from our imaginations.

This was the error of the Sadducees in today's Gospel. The illustration of the
seven husbands of one wife was supposed to be evidence against the resurrection
and eternal life, in which the Sadducees did not believe. However, Jesus gives them
answers to their troubling doubts, which they are unable to deal with on their own.
Those who are found worthy to share in the world to come "will neither marry nor get married."

When thinking about things like heaven, hell, purgatory or seeing God face to face, it's hard not to
imagine. For "neither the eye has seen, nor the ear has heard what God has prepared for those who love him."
So, our search for eternal life is an expression of the courage of a faith that takes serious encouragement to
discover God as complete happiness. It happens according to a desire that God has written in the human heart.
This is illustrated by the history of the persecution of the Maccabean family, the martyrdom of the brothers in
defense of faith and fidelity to God and His commandments becomes an image of the heroism of our ancestors.
The determination and courage of the tormented brothers and the certainty that they are in the hands of the
Creator gives them great strength to endure the greatest torments. They take a dignified attitude towards their
torturers. When the end of life draws near, they entrust themselves to God, going through martyrdom to their
heavenly homeland. They put their hope in God, knowing that "the King of the world will raise [those] who die for
his laws and will resurrect them to eternal life."

If we want to come closer to understanding what heaven is and will be for us, we must realize the basic
truths that belong to our heritage of faith, and therefore the need for love. "Whoever does not love lives in death."
It is love that makes it possible to do good and thus bear witness to belonging to Christ, who is never ending life.
And love, by its nature, is eternal; it reaches beyond mortality.

Heaven is an eternal community of love, communion with God, seeing God "face to face." From the
Christian point of view, to care for eternal life with enthusiasm means to care directly for God and for faith in Him.
In @ moment, when we profess our faith, there will be an opportunity to become even more aware of the truth
about a life that does not end but is completed by our meeting in the Father's house. The truth about glory,
a foretaste of which is the Eucharist in which we participate.

Let us try to make good use of this last month in the Church Year, which, in the tradition of the Catholic
Church, is dedicated to the memory of the dead. Let us not only take care of graves, monuments, decorations,
candles and flowers, but above all, let us take care of the dead by offering a prayer for them, a specific act of
mercy, and perhaps the most precious gift, i.e. a Mass for their eternal salvation. Fr. Jose Manyangat, who
survived a clinical death in 1985 and saw with the eyes of his soul the beauty of heaven and the ugliness of
purgatory and hell. In his testimony he discusses the importance of the Holy Mass offered for the dead. It was he
who begged the souls in purgatory to convey this message to the world. After returning to life and health, Fr. Jose
Manyangat celebrated and continues to celebrate Holy Masses daily for the souls in purgatory. May the Merciful
Lord accept the souls of our dead to heaven and let us be led by the path of faith, hope and love so that we do
not lose our way to heaven either. God bless!

BE STRONG IN FAITH

Today’s readings present us with extreme examples of faithfulness and reli-
ance on the promise of eternal life. Most of us will never be tortured because
of our Christian faith, although people are martyred every year because of
their commitment to Christ. While we may never face bodily harm as Chris-
tians, there are consequences to living as a disciple. We might be ridiculed or
harassed. We might find it necessary to call out injustice in the workplace or
our local city, and such witness may cost us our jobs and friendships. What
are we prepared to do as followers of our Lord? Today, we are encouraged to
be strong in faith, secure in the belief that when we endure in Christ, we may
look forward to life in eternity with God.

THE APPLE OF GOD’S EYE

Any who have a relationship with a child—parents, grandparents, aunts, un-
cles, special friends—know the power of love it is possible to feel for another.
It is not that the child is incapable of doing wrong; we know they can and
will. Rather, their mistakes do not change our love for them. In fact, the love
makes us want what is best for them. Often, we can see their potential with
greater perspective than they themselves can. They’re the apple of our eye.
We are the apple of God’s eye, beloved children of our Lord. God knows (God
really knows) that we can and will fail. We fall short of the potential that God
is certain we have. Yet God does not cease to love us and to call us to live as
God’s own in the world.

HIDDEN IN THE SHADOW OF GOD’S WINGS

Certain that we are held closely by God frees us to live the challenge of the
gospel, to give our lives for the sake of others. We will be tempted to take
the easy route and ignore the voice of the Lord, listening instead to the call
of wealth, power, acceptance, status, and earthly security. Today’s readings
remind us that we can face temptation, secure that we are hidden in the
shadow of God’s wings, strengthened and guarded from evil by our Lord
Jesus Christ. What challenging thing are you called to do today as a follower
of Jesus? About what must you take
