Dear Parishioners and Friends,

Today the Church
celebrates the solemnity of
Mary, as the Mother of God,
through whom the promises
made to all  humanity
concerning the mystery of the
Redemption have been
fulfilled. On this day, of all the
attributes of Mary, we
especially honor her
motherhood. In this way, with the help of the Holy
Mother of God, we also begin another year of our lives.
"When the fullness of time had come, God sent his Son,
born of woman." Mary received the mission of giving
birth to Jesus, the Savior of all people. Thanks to her,
the Son of God became man, our brother. And we have
become children of God.

As St. Luke, after the birth of Jesus, Mary "kept
all these things and pondered them in her heart." With
a heart full of love, Mary meditated on the mystery of
Jesus. “In this way,” notes Rev. Prof. Franciszek
Mickiewicz, a Polish biblical scholar, “she appears not
only as the Mother of Jesus the Savior, but also as his
good disciple and perfect sage who tries to explore
and understand the great mysteries of God, hidden in
the events happening around him. [...] It was she, as a
mother, who could best testify that her Son, conceived
by the Holy Spirit, is in essence the Son of God.
Thanks to this, all Christians can learn from her how to
receive the word of God: with an open heart, with faith
and obedience.”

In the year 431 at Ephesus, the Council
conferred upon Mary the glorious title "Mother of God"
because "the Holy Virgin gave birth to the Word of God
made flesh according to the flesh." Mary gave birth to
God, but she herself was not God. Instead, it became
a "temple of God." The Second Vatican Council
recalled: "Mary, by the grace of God, exalted after her
Son above all angels and men, as the Holy Mother of
God, who participated in the mysteries of Christ,
rightly receives special veneration from the Church.
From the earliest times, the Blessed Virgin has been
venerated under the honorable name of Mother of
God,” (Lumen Gentium 66).

It was through Mary that God entered time to
sanctify it. And it is through her that he gives us his
blessing. He leans over us in his Providence and wants
our goodness. The radiant face of God, who bends
over his children, shows special care, protection
against threats, that provides the necessary goods,
both spiritual and physical. In a special way, we open
ourselves to the good that is peace. Throughout the
world, the beginning of the calendar year is an
occasion to pray for peace. Among the Israelites, the
word "peace" also became a kind of greeting, like the
well-known, "God bless."

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Today let us also thank Mary for the fact that
she surrounds the entire People of God with her
maternal care, and as the Mother of the Church, she
intercedes for us with God. “Let us entrust ourselves to
her to guide our steps in this new time that the Lord is
giving us, and to help us to be true friends of her Son,
and thus also courageous builders of his kingdom in
the world, the kingdom of light and truth, love, justice
and peace. In the New Year, which we begin under the
sign of the Virgin Mary, may we feel her maternal
presence more clearly and, sustained by her
protection, be able to contemplate the face of her Son
Jesus anew and walk more resolutely on the paths of
good,” (Benedict XVI). God bless!

January 1° - World Day of Peace
The World Day of Peace —
_instituted by St. Paul VI in 1968 — is
%%gcelebrated each year on January 1%, the
Solemnity of Mary, Mother of God. The
message is sent by the Vatican Secretariat
of State to governments around the world.

The pope’s message for the 2023 World Day of
Peace, the 56" celebration, titled “No one can be
saved alone: Combatting COVID-19 together,
embarking together on paths of peace,” was sent out
on December 16, 2022,

In his message Pope Francis has asked leaders
to reflect on what lessons can be learned three years
after the start of the COVID-19 pandemic. He posed a
series of questions: “What did we learn from the
pandemic? What new paths should we follow to cast
off the shackles of our old habits, to be better
prepared, to dare new things? What signs of life and
hope can we see, to help us move forward and try to
make our world a better place?”

Pope Francis wrote in the message that
“certainly after directly experiencing the fragility of our
own lives ... the greatest lesson we learned from
COVID-19 was the realization that we all need one
another.”

In the text, Pope Francis included one
paragraph about the ongoing war in Ukraine, which he
described as “a setback for the whole of humanity.”

“At the very moment when we dared to hope
that the darkest hours of the COVID-19 pandemic
were over, a terrible new disaster befell humanity. We
witnessed the onslaught of another scourge: another
war, to some extent like that of COVID-19, but driven
by culpable human decisions ... Clearly, this is not the
post-COVID era we had hoped for or expected,” Pope
Francis said.

The pope also noted: “While a vaccine has
been found for COVID-19, suitable solutions have not
yet been found for the war.”
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January 1°" - Solemnity of Mary, Mother of God
Today the Church celebrates the
Solemnity of Mary, Mother of God, our
Lady's greatest title. This feast is the
octave of Christmas. In the modern
Roman Calendar only Christmas and
Easter enjoy the privilege of an octave.
"Mary, the all-holy ever-virgin
- Mother of God, is the masterwork of the
mission of the Son and the Spirit in the fullness of
time. For the first time in the plan of salvation and
because his Spirit had prepared her, the Father found
the dwelling place where his Son and his Spirit could
dwell among men. In this sense the Church's Tradition
has often read the most beautiful texts on wisdom in
relation to Mary. Mary is acclaimed and represented in
the liturgy as the 'Seat of Wisdom'.”

The Miracle of Transformation

Jesus is a descendant of King David. He was
called from the sheep, straight from the field. God
chose him even though he was the youngest of Jesse's
sons. He was a good king - a shepherd of his people,
although he did not avoid falling. However, he
converted and will remain great forever. Jesus is also a
shepherd, but incomparably greater - God's Son, the
King of kings. He was born not among the great in
Jerusalem, but in poor Bethlehem; chose not a royal
palace, but a stable for animals.

What
do these astonishing, humanly speaking- unreasonable

into the world can be read as an expression not only of
humility, but above all of love. This does not relieve us
of the obligation to prepare for His coming, but rather
it makes us aware that we will never be able to
become saints by our own efforts. The shepherds of
Bethlehem remained shepherds, but a miracle of
transformation took place in their hearts.

Lord Jesus, the shepherds returned to their
homes joyful and transformed. You want to make this
change in me too. I want to let you. Come to my
heart. Amen.

The Most Holy Name of Jesus - January 3°

The Church celebrates the Optional Memorial
of the Most Holy Name of Jesus. According to the
previous liturgical calendar (1962), this feast was
celebrated on January 2. In the liturgical revisions of
Vatican II, the feast was removed, though a votive
Mass to the Holy Name of Jesus had been retained for
devotional use. With the release of the revised Roman
Missal in March 2002, the feast was restored as an
Optional Memorial on January 3".

The Church reveals to us the wonders of the
Incarnate Word by singing the glories of His name.
The name of Jesus means Savior; it had been shown
in a dream to Joseph together with its meaning and to
Our Lady at the annunciation by the Archangel Gabriel.

Devotion to the Holy Name is deeply rooted in
the Sacred Scriptures, especially in the Acts of the
Apostles, and in the Letter to Phillippians where
St. Paul wrote that God the Father gave Christ Jesus
Jsthat name that is above every name,” (2:9). The
devotion was promoted in a special manner by
St. Bernard, St. Bernardine of Siena, St. John Capistrano
and by the Franciscan Order. It was extended to the
whole Church in 1721 during the pontificate of Innocent
XIII. The month of January has traditionally been
dedicated to the Holy Name of Jesus.

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First Frida
This Friday, January 6™, is the First Friday of
the month. Masses will be celebrated in the English
language at 7:30 am and in the Polish language at
8:30 am and 7:00 pm. Confessions will be heard on
First Friday at 8:00 am and at 6:30 pm.

What is a "First Friday”?

A “First Friday” is the first
Friday of the month and is often
marked by special devotion to the
Sacred Heart of Jesus since Jesus
died for us and won our salvation
on a Friday. Every Friday of the
year, and not only the Fridays in
Lent, is a special day of penance
as stipulated in the Code of Canon
Law: “The penitential days and
times in the universal Church are
every Friday of the whole year and the season of
Lent” (Canon 1250).

St. Margaret Mary Alacoque (1647-1690)
reported visions of Jesus Christ directing her to
promote devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus on nine
consecutive First Fridays in reparation for sins and in
order to show love to Jesus. In return for this act of
devotion, which usually includes Mass, Communion,
confession and even an hour of Eucharistic Adoration
on the eve of the first Friday of the month, our blessed
Savior reputedly promised St. Margaret Mary the
following blessings:

“In the excess of the mercy of my Heart,
I promise you that my all powerful love will grant to all
those who will receive Communion on the First Fridays,
for nine consecutive months, the grace of final
repentance: they will not die in my displeasure, nor
without receiving the sacraments; and my Heart will be
their secure refuge in that last hour.”

The devotion is officially sanctioned, but it was
not so at first. In fact, St. Margaret Mary met with
resistance and incredulity from the start in her own
religious community, and not until 75 years after her
death was the First Friday devotion to the Sacred
Heart officially recognized. Almost 240 years after her
death, Pope Pius XI stated that Jesus had appeared to
St. Margaret Mary in his encyclical Miserentissimus
Redemptor (1928), fully eight years after she was
formally canonized a saint by Pope Benedict XV.

If you are in need of spiritual and
physical strengthening, please come for Reconciliation,
which is offered from 3:30-4:15 pm, Mass at 4:30 pm,
and for the Anointing immediately after the Mass.

In the Church's Sacrament of Anointing of the
Sick, through the ministry of the priest, it is Jesus who
touches the sick to heal them from sin and sometimes
even from physical ailment. His cures were signs of the
arrival of the Kingdom of God. The core message of
Jesus’ healing tells us of His plan to conquer sin and
death by his dying and rising.

The Rite of Anointing tells us there is no need
to wait until a person is at the point of death to receive
the Sacrament. A careful judgment about the serious
nature of the illness and/or the desire of an individual
to be healed is sufficient.

When the Sacrament of Anointing of the Sick is
given, the hoped-for effect is that, if it be God's will,
the person be physically healed of illness. But even if
there is no physical healing, the primary effect of the
Sacrament is a spiritual healing by which the sick
person receives the Holy Spirit's gift of peace and
courage to deal with the difficulties that accompany
serious illness or the frailty of old age.

We would like to remind parishioners that in
the sacrament of the sick we call God's help to
strengthen us spiritually and physically. It is granted
not only to those in danger of death, but to the sick as
well as the elderly. It is written in The Catechism of
the Catholic Church:

II. Who Receives and Who Administers This Sacrament?
In case of grave illness . . .

1514 The Anointing of the Sick "is not a sacrament for
those only who are at the point of death. Hence, as
soon as anyone of the faithful begins to be in danger
of death from sickness or old age, the fitting time for
him to receive this sacrament has certainly already
arrived."'%

1515 If a sick person who received this anointing
recovers his health, he can in the case of another
grave illness receive this sacrament again. If during
the same illness the person's condition becomes more
serious, the sacrament may be repeated. It is fitting to
receive the Anointing of the Sick just prior to a serious
operation. the same holds for the elderly whose frailty
becomes more pronounced.

" ... let him call for the presbyters of the Church"
1516 Only priests (bishops and presbyters) are
ministers of the Anointing of the Sick."** It is the duty
of pastors to instruct the faithful on the benefits of this
sacrament. The faithful should encourage the sick to
call for a priest to receive this sacrament. The sick
should prepare themselves to receive it with good
dispositions, assisted by their pastor and the whole
ecclesial community, which is invited to surround the
sick in a special way through their prayers and
fraternal attention.

SHALOM

A Hebrew word that many people are familiar with is shalom, commonly translated
into English as “peace.” However, the word is much richer, deeper, and broader than
that. As a matter of fact, when the blessing in today’s first reading concludes with
shalom, it serves as a summary of the entire blessing: shalom is God’s wholeness,
well-being, longevity, harmony, as well as God’s peace. Perhaps Mary prayed this
blessing while she found herself in the midst of angels, shepherds, and —quite likely,
thanks to the shepherds —inquisitive neighbors who had been told of the wondrous
birth. Perhaps she prayed for God’s shalom not only for herself, but also for her child
as she reflected on his birth. As we stand at the threshold of a new year, we can like-
wise pray this blessing, with Mary as our example, pondering the mysteries of Christ
in our hearts, praying for the richness, depth, and breadth of God’s shalom.

MARY THE CAREGIVER

At some point in time, most people will find themselves needing to watch over an-
other person. This is true for parents and children of course; for others, perhaps
an aging parent or spouse; a friend or neighbor living alone after surgery. At these
times, along with the caregiving of the moment, there is often a focus on the future,
a wondering about what will come. Quite naturally for the new mother Mary there is
this future focus, with many possibilities for her to hold in her heart. She reflects qui-
etly in the midst of the very hectic series of events that follow the birth of her child:
hurrying shepherds who go and tell the wondrous news to others, then those others
sharing their amazement. Luke tells us that Mary keeps all of this, and reflects on it
in her heart. Mary is watching over Jesus as mothers do, watching over each and
every moment.

GOD THE CAREGIVER

As Mary watches over her child, so did Israel pray for God to watch over them and one
another, to bless and keep them, as Mary kept and reflected on things in her heart.
Mary’s face surely shone upon the infant Jesus, as Israel prayed for God’s face to shine
upon them with that graciousness we also know in her whom we call “full of grace.”
At the conclusion of the blessing in today’s first reading is a prayer for God to look
on us in kindness and, even more, to grant us peace. It may be in this final line of the
blessing that we see God most at work in the face and the care of Mary, gazing gently|
on her child, wishing the fullness of God’s

shalom for Jesus and his future. Our mis- TODAY’S READINGS
sion as disciples is to show the divine care

we hear in the blessing prayer, and to live Numbers 6:22-27

out the care-giving we see today in Mary. Psalm 67:2-3, 5, 6, 8
