Dear Parishioners and Friends,

The people who sat in
darkness saw a great light. It
was Jesus who preached the
Gospel of the kingdom and
healed all diseases. Darkness
and gloom are the reality of
fear, anxiety and danger.
Dark chaos has one purpose:
to destroy God's power, to
ridicule and extinguish God's
light. That's why we're afraid of the dark. Today's
"nation walking in darkness" are people without hope.
It is related to the loss of memory and Christian herit-
age, accompanied by atheism and religious indiffer-
ence. Many people are no longer able to connect the
gospel message with everyday experience. The difficul-
ty of living in personal faith in Jesus in such a social
and cultural context increases because it is something
out of fashion. In many public domains, it is easier to
declare oneself as a skeptic or doubter rather than as
a believer.

With this loss of Christian memory comes a
kind of fear of the future. The image of tomorrow is
often colorless and uncertain. We fear the future more
than we want it. A disturbing sign of this is, among
other things, the inner emptiness that plagues many
people and the loss of meaning in life. One of the ex-
pressions and fruits of this existential anguish is the
dramatic fall in the number of births, the decrease in
the number of vocations to the priesthood and conse-
crated life, the difficulties in making definitive life
choices, if not outright resignation, of them and mar-
riage.

We are witnessing a widespread sense of lone-

liness, isolation, insensitivity to human harm and pov-
erty, and family crises. Ethical indifference and feverish
pursuit of one's own interests and privileges are grow-
ing, pushing the weakest to the margins. Fewer and
fewer manifestations of interpersonal solidarity are no-
ticed, which makes people feel more alone, left to
themselves and deprived of emotional support.
An important reason for the fading of hope is the de-
sire to impose a vision of man without Christ. And Je-
sus' call to conversion is the heart of religion. The fruit
of the conversion carried out under the influence of
the Gospel is the holiness of those who, with simplicity
and in everyday life, bore witness to their fidelity to
Christ, hidden from their family, professional and social
life.

Jesus teaches us to walk in the light. He teach-
es us how to dispel spiritual darkness with the light of
the Eucharist. According to the Gospel, where there is
Christian faith, there is light. One hundred years ago,
one of the gloomy prophets of philosophical nihilism
heralding the imminent end of Christianity proclaimed,
"I will never believe Christians if their faces are so

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gloomy." He said, "Christians! Your own faces betray
you!" If today we are called to experience light and
joy, it is precisely because our faces should say some-
thing completely different from what that philosopher
was talking about. They should say to the whole world
that Jesus is alive!

I would like to thank Mr. Witold Socha, who
undertook the preparation and coordination of the
Christmas Carol Concert. Thank you to all the artists
who performed at the concert and to all of you who
came to see them. According to the old church tradi-
tion, the period of Christmas lasts until the Presenta-
tion of the Lord in the Temple in Jerusalem or the Puri-
fication of the Blessed Virgin Mary (commonly called
Candlemas), i.e., until February 2nd, 40 days after
Christmas. And if we open ourselves up to God's love,
as St. Mother Teresa of Calcutta, we will experience
Christmas every day. God bless! God bless!

| Francis established that the

R — "Thlrd Sunday in Ordinary Time
is to be the Sunday of the Word of God. He had
already proposed something similar at the end of the
Extraordinary Jubilee of Mercy. Sunday of the Word of
God is a day to be devoted to the celebration, study,
and spreading of the Word of God. Pope Francis is
clear from the very first paragraph of this letter that
the relationship between the Risen Lord, a community
of believers, and sacred Scripture is essential to who
we are as Christians.

Sunday of the Word of God is not a new feast!
After all, the Word of God is proclaimed at every
Sunday Eucharist, and one of the great blessings of
the liturgical reform and renewal flowing from the
Second Vatican Council is a greater appreciation of the
foundational role of the Word of God in every liturgical
celebration. The reform of the lectionary has led to
much more scripture being proclaimed during our
liturgical gatherings and a greater awareness of the
role of the Word of God in the life of faith.

This Sunday builds on the texts and prayers of
the Third Sunday in Ordinary Time and is conscious
that it comes just after the celebration of the Week of
Prayer for Christian Unity. While we are not yet united
around the table of the Eucharist, we do share on
many Sundays of the year the same scriptural readings
in our different Christian assemblies. Pope Francis
urges us to strengthen our bonds with the Jewish
people and to continue our prayer for Christian unity.

This Sunday is a time when the community is
called to give greater attention not just to the Word of
God. It is also urged to reflect on how we honour that
Word in our celebrations, the books that we proclaim
the Word from. Is the Gospel book carried in
procession? Is it a well-made book that shows forth its
life-giving content? Is it honoured with incense, and do
we sing during the Gospel procession? Are the readers
who proclaim the Word formed in the art of
proclamation, and the knowledge of what they are
announcing?

Week of Prayer for Christian Unity

"Do good, seek justice.”
Isajah 1:17

Celebrate the Week of Prayer for Christian
Unity January 18-25, 2023. The theme for the Week of
Prayer for Christian Unity in 2023 was selected by the
Minnesota Council of Churches, USA in the aftermath
of the extrajudicial killing of George Floyd and the trial
of the police officer responsible for his death. These
events brought anguish, but also time for the Christian
communities to contemplate ways in which they may
be complicit in racial injustice. Christian unity is needed
as a source of reconciliation and unity.

The theme, taken from the first chapter of the
Book of Isaiah, reflects his concern for the oppressed
who suffer from injustice and inequality fed by
hypocrisy that leads to disunity. He teaches that God
requires righteousness and justice from all of us, to
create the peace and unity that God desires. These
virtues originate in God's love for all, and racism runs
counter to this vision. Isaiah's challenge to do good
and seek justice together applies equally to us today.

IN ORDINARY TIME
January 22, 2023

GATHERING DISCIPLES

To introduce the beginnings of Jesus’ ministry in Matthew’s Gospel today, the evangelist
quotes from Isaiah 9, which is presented to us more fully in our first reading. Isaiah ac-
knowledges the darkness of oppression from the conquest of the Galilee region by As-
syria, but reminds his people of the hope God offers them. Matthew, writing in the time of
the Roman Empire centuries later, points to Jesus and his proclamation of the kingdom of
heaven, to overturn all forms of oppression. Power structures like Assyria or Rome rely on
fear, control, and distrust to sustain themselves. But God’s reign is to be saturated with
God’s love, freedom, and mutual trust. Jesus began by gathering a group of disciples.
When Jesus similarly gathers his community of disciples in our church today, our love of
each other, and our care for all others, can make this reign of God visible to all.

CALLED TO COMMUNITY

Today’s Gospel from Matthew sketches the initial movements of Jesus’ public ministry.
The arrest of John the Baptist signals that Jesus’ time has come. His first actions include
the call of his first disciples, and proclaiming the reign, or kingdom, of heaven. Jesus
first gathers a community, which he can gradually form to become living evidence of this
coming reign. His preaching, which begins just a few verses later in the Sermon on the
Mount, is not just essential guidance for each individual life, but for life within a commu-
nity of his followers.

It can be very challenging for most of us, who live in a highly individualized society, to
hear this story of being summoned into community, committed to learning together and
from each other. Our parishes and Christian communities need to be safe places so that
we can open our hearts to each other, learning the Way of Jesus, and sharing this Way

with others.

UNITED IN CHRIST

In his letter to the Corinthians, Paul addresses many pastoral issues, and begins with
questions of division over leadership. We hear of rival camps of loyalty for various leaders
and preachers: Paul himself, Apollo, or Cephas. Paul fears that the community has lost
the center of the faith, that is, Christ himself. The community is to be united in mind and
purpose under Christ.

Many today experience in a very similar division. Some Christians will in effect say: “I be-
long to. .. (fill in the name of your favorite preacher, theologian, or leader), and those who
don’t are not to be trusted.” Diversity of thought and background are essential to the vi-
tality of Christian community, but here Paul

describes a division that hides the message ’

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Feast of the Conversion of St. Paul - January 25

The Feast of the Conversion of St. Paul celebrates
St. Paul turning away from persecution of Christians to
promoting Christianity. St. Paul, named Saul at his
circumcision, a Jew of the tribe of Benjamin, was born at
Tarsus, the capital of Cilicia. He was a Roman citizen. He
was brought up as a strict Jew, and later became a violent
persecutor of the Christians. While on his way to Damascus
to make new arrests of Christians, he was suddenly
converted by a miraculous apparition of Our Lord. From a
fierce persecutor he became the great Apostle of the
Gentiles.

An immediate transformation was wrought in the
soul of St. Paul. He was suddenly converted to the Christian
Faith. He was baptized, changed his name from Saul to
Paul, and began travelling and preaching the Faith. He was
martyred as an Apostle in Rome around 65 AD.

With festal liturgy the Church commemorates
Paul's conversion because of its supreme importance to
Christianity. The conversion took place about five years
after our Lord's death (the older Martyrology says two
years). It was a sudden occurrence, not of the apostle's
seeking but due wholly to divine intervention. St. Paul
refers to it frequently in his epistles, always with the
profoundest emotion and gratitude. The Acts of the
Apostles gives a detailed account of the event, not once but
three times: 9:1-22; 22:3-21; 26:9-18.

Nagle upadt na ziemie,
stracit rbwnowage i ustyszat gtos Jezusa, ktéry wezwat
Pawifa po imieniu i w jego jezyku. Szawet w jednej chwili
przezyt swoje nawrdcenie, rozpoznat Jezusa i postanowit
nie tylko przerwa¢ przesladowanie chrzescijan, ale
wkroczy¢ radykalnie na droge wyznawcow Chrystusa.
Damaszek byt dla Pawla zrédtem jego sity w pracy
apostolskiej. Zawsze, gdy czut sie zmeczony Ilub
rozczarowany Sswojg misjg, wracat do wydarzenia spod
Damaszku, przypominajac sobie, ze przeciez Jezus zyje
i on, Pawet, spotkat Go osobiscie.

Tajemnicze nawrdcenie Pawfa przypomina nam,
ze Chrystus szuka nas i pragnie, abysSmy zrezygnowali z
wilasnych zabezpieczen i pozwolili sie catkowicie
poprowadzi¢ Bogu.

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THREE TEACHING SAINTS

Saints come in all varieties. They come from different countries.
They are young and old. They work in all different professions. But
saints do share some things in common. This week we celebrate
three saints who all came from Italy and were teachers.

St. Angela Merici (January 27) When Angela

noticed the needs of the poor children in

her town, she and four of her friends

began teaching religion to young girls.
Eventually she founded the Ursuline

Sisters, the first teaching order of

religious sisters. The Ursulines still teach today.

St. Thomas Aquinas (January 28) Thomas didn’t seem like a
good student when he was young. In fact, his classmates gave him
a hurtful nickname, “The Dumb Ox.” Thomas joined the
Dominican order of priests and became a great writer,
the author of twenty books that helped teach people
about their faith. Because of his great intelligence he

is known as the “Angelic Doctor” (“doctor” from the

Latin docere, “to — —
teach”). = n
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St. John Bosco (January 31) John was an unusual teacher.
He very cleverly kept the interest of his students by engaging
them with acrobatic tricks, tightrope walking, and juggling. His
most important tool, however, was his kind treatment of his
students, who were often mistreated by their employers and |
teachers. John founded the Society of St. Francis de Sales, |
whose members still work with students today.

This would be a good week to write a note of appreciation
to your teachers. You can thank them for dedicating their lives
to teaching and following in the footsteps of the great saints
who were teachers themselves. Remember to include what
you like best about your teacher and why she or he makes
learning interesting and even fun.
