Dear Parishioners and Friends,

In 1917, Our Lady
appeared to three shepherd
children in the Portuguese
town of Fatima. These
revelations, which are one
of the most important religious
events of the twentieth
century, reverberated through-
out the Christian world. Mary
entrusted her message to the
village children. This is how God fulfills his promises:
"Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the kingdom
of heaven...Blessed are the pure in heart, for they will
see God." And he recalls the eternal truths of the Gospel,
using the most innocent and, perhaps on one hand, the
most incompetent people.

The evangelical beatitudes are the way that
leads to the kingdom of heaven. This truth is
confirmed by Jesus in today's Gospel. Christianity is
not history, folklore, or some past with black or red
pages, strewn with a series of white spots. A good
guide to understanding Christianity are the words of
St. John Paul II uttered during his pilgrimage to Poland
in 1999 in a message to the Polish Bishops'
Conference. The Pope recalled that the essence of the
apostolate, of all members of the Church, is to spread
the truth about God's love: “The Sermon on the Mount
is a program for the whole Church. The community of
the New Covenant is realized when it is based on the
law of love inscribed in every human heart. The
evangelical Beatitudes constitute, in a way, the
concretization of this right, and at the same time they
guarantee true and lasting happiness.”

So, the Christian climbs with Christ to the
Mount of the Beatitudes. It's a lifetime program.
Therefore, it is not enough to just think intellectually or
theorize about faith. It is necessary to create bonds
with the One who is Love, i.e. with the Triune God:
Father, Son and Holy Spirit. As it turns out, this
program of eight blessings is not so easy and does not
ensure quick success. It is demanding, but it provides
true happiness. What's more, it is an encouragement
for everyone who has been baptized, and therefore not
only for selected people from a closed circle of
initiates.

How does one be a witness of faith that works
through love? Just share it with others every day.
Share the goods that God gives us, so that we may
receive eternal goods in return.

Many families in our parish will be receiving the
Annual Catholic Appeal mailing from Cardinal Cupich
soon. On behalf of those served by the ministries,
parishes, and schools that receive funding from the
Appeal, we thank you for your gifts. Please return your
response as soon as possible.

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Purification of Mary - Presentation of the Lord -
Candlemas Day - February 2™

The Presentation of the Lord, celebrated on
February 2", commemorates the presentatlon of the
infant Jesus in the Temple at Jerusalem by His
parents. Since it coincides with the fortieth day after
childbirth, it also designates the purification of Mary,
as the feast was formerly called. This purification rite
was part of Mosaic Law. This feast marks the end of
the celebration of Christmas (you may now take down
your Christmas decorations and your Nativity sets) and
begins the way to Easter.

Since 1969, the focus of the feast has
emphasized the Presentation of the Lord, Jesus Christ,
who is considered the true light of the world.
Therefore, this feast has popularly been called
Candlemas Day, and at the beginning of the Mass on
this day candles (candlesticks) are blessed. These
blessed candles are then brought home to be used
throughout the vyear for religious celebrations, ie:
house blessing, sick visit with anointing, and as
sacramentals during time of hardship, danger of fire,
flood or war, and at the time of death.

Groundhog Day - February 2

February 2" brings the most-watched
weather forecast of the year - and the only one led by
a rodent! Sorry, Tom Skilling. Legend has it that on
this morning, if a groundhog can see its shadow and
retreats back down into its hole, there will be six
more weeks of winter.

The celebration of World Day for Consecrated Life is
transferred to the following Sunday, February 4*-5'",
in order to highlight the gift of consecrated persons for
the whole Church. Please pray for all those who have
made commitments in the consecrated life, and be
sure to thank them on their special day. May they
continue to be inspired by Jesus Christ and respond
generously to God's gift of their vocation.

Every First Saturday of the Month
after the 4:30 pm Mass

Next Saturday, February 4™, our parish will
offer the Sacrament of Anointing of the Sick after the
4:30 pm Mass. If you are in need of spiritual and
physical strengthening, please come for Reconciliation,
which is offered from 3:30-4:15 pm, Mass at 4:30 pm,
and for the Anointing immediately after the Mass.

In the Church's Sacrament of Anointing of the
Sick, through the ministry of the priest, it is Jesus who
touches the sick to heal them from sin and sometimes
even from physical ailment. His cures were signs of the
arrival of the Kingdom of God. The core message of
Jesus’ healing tells us of His plan to conquer sin and
death by his dying and rising.

The Rite of Anointing tells us there is no need
to wait until a person is at the point of death to receive
the Sacrament. A careful judgment about the serious
nature of the illness and/or the desire of an individual
to be healed is sufficient.

When the Sacrament of Anointing of the Sick is
given, the hoped-for effect is that, if it be God's will,
the person be physically healed of illness. But even if
there is no physical healing, the primary effect of the
Sacrament is a spiritual healing by which the sick
person receives the Holy Spirit's gift of peace and
courage to deal with the difficulties that accompany
serious illness or the frailty of old age.

We would like to remind parishioners that in
the sacrament of the sick we call God's help to
strengthen us spiritually and physically. It is granted
not only to those in danger of death, but to the sick as
well as the elderly.

GOD’S REIGN HERE AND NOW

Our readings this week all speak of the distinctive characteristics of the people God gath-
ers to achieve God'’s purposes. The deep communion of love that God envisions requires
a community that is humble and lowly, as Zephaniah describes. God chooses the weak
and foolish to reveal God’s strength and wisdom, as Paul says. And in the Beatitudes, Je-
sus teaches that a people who know their weakness and vulnerability can most fully place
their trust in God and work for a just world. As Christians, we believe God will fully heal
our world when Christ returns. But Christ also invites us to experience a foretaste of this
future right now, through our life in Christian community, and in our work of peacemaking
and justice-seeking in the world. Our poverty in spirit can enable us to be both recipients
and instruments of the “kingdom of heaven” here and now.

THE BLESSED COMMUNITY
We turn to the first action of Jesus’ public ministry described by Matthew —Jesus preaching
to the crowds in what we call the Sermon on the Mount. The Sermon begins with today’s
Gospel passage, the Beatitudes. Having just called his first disciples to form a community,
Jesus begins to spell out what this community is all about. The Beatitudes lay the founda-
tion, describing the primary values and practices, and the core identity of this community.

Jesus tells his followers, first and foremost, that they are blessed by God. The community
will reveal its blessed character through its humility, meekness, and hunger for justice.
Knowing they are loved as God’s children, they will have open and pure hearts, free to
be merciful, and they will be able to endure suffering gracefully. Listening anew to the
Beatitudes, we remember how far we fall short of Jesus’ vision. But we know God has
gathered us, and continues to transform us, to receive the fullness of blessing.

WHOM GOD HONORS
In Jesus’ time, honor and shame were key markers for who is up and who is down in their
society. Typically, those with wealth and power over others were to be honored. And in
our own time, often we find ourselves drawn strongly toward having more abundance,
control, and options to choose from. We avoid vulnerability and limitations. But Jesus
says in the Beatitudes that the poor and meek are truly blessed, that is, honorable and
privileged by God. How can this be?

Perhaps Jesus is first exposing the opposites to the poor and meek, the “rich in spirit.”
These develop such confidence in themselves, based on achievement or inherited priv-
ilege, that they isolate themselves from God, and either ignore or exploit others. Jesus
also knew that the humble in heart realize
that they cannot build an illusory self-affir-
mation, so they can be most open to God’s TODAY’S READINGS
affirmation of them. They can then become :
more deeply empowered to participate in Zephaniah 2:3; 3:12-13
