May this Lenten season be a grace filled time
for all to rekindle our love for and faith in our Lord
Jesus Christ.
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Dear Parishioners and Friends,
In the first centuries of
Christianity, the Gospel of the
healing of the blind was read
to catechumens preparing for
baptism at the Easter Vigil.
This was to teach them that in
baptism they would receive
the gift of faith, that is, the
gift of seeing more than the
eyes can see. For those who
were baptized as children, the description of the blind
man's healing is to remind them of the gift of faith
received at baptism and prepare them for their
confirmation during the Easter Vigil liturgy.

The gift of faith, that we have received without
any merit on our part, can also be easily lost, as
exemplified by Bl. Father Honorat Kozminski (1829-
1916). He lost his faith in middle school. As an "apostle
of atheism," as he called himself, he attacked and
ridiculed believers. He went to church only to "offend
God;" he blasphemed and made fun of the crucified
Jesus. He "pitied human tears shed over the Passion of
Christ," and on Good Friday he ostentatiously ate
sausage. At the age of 16, for allegedly participating in
a conspiracy, he was imprisoned by the tsarist
authorities in a heavy prison in the Warsaw citadel.
Innocently accused, he spent 11 months in a
nightmarish cell, where he contracted typhus and
"went insane." His mother, who prayed for him every
day in church, was told that her son was crazy.
Although Fr. Honorat's life hung in the balance, he
survived and was converted. He wrote: "Jesus came to
me in a prison cell and gently led me to faith." He
founded 26 religious congregations, of which 16 still
exist today. He worked 19 hours a day. He was a
martyr of the confessional, a zealous spiritual director
and a heart-touching preacher. He considered the
greatest happiness to be able to celebrate Holy Mass.

As Christians, we are called to reflect on the
content of our faith professed and celebrated by the
Church. In this way, we can discover it as a reality not
limited to its subjective experience, but as if we lived in
a community and passed it on from generation to
generation. Faith, therefore, is the heritage of all
believers, contained in the rich teaching, "which the
Church has received, preserved and presented in the
two millennia of her history. From the Holy Scriptures
to the Fathers of the Church, from the masters of
theology to the saints who have lived through the
ages. The Church meditated on faith and developed
teachings to give the faithful certainty in their lives of
faith,” said Pope Benedict XVI.

St. Paul, in his letter to the Ephesians, calls us
to follow the example of the children of the light. The
first state is baptism, thanks to which we pass from
the state of darkness to light. This transformation in
baptism is carried out by Christ, who is the light of the
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world, and only in Him is it possible to be the light on
the paschal way of Christian life. The concrete fruits of
the light, such as "all righteousness and justice and
truth," are expressed in heartfelt kindness, respect for
the rights of others, and in the sincerity of words and
deeds.

Let us remember that the world in which we live
needs the credible witness of those whose minds and
hearts are enlightened by the word of God and who are
able to open the hearts and minds of so many people to
the desire for God and true life that has no end.

I cordially invite everyone to the Stations of the
Cross Devotion on the Thursdays of Lent at 7:00 pm in
English, and on the Fridays of Lent at 7:00 pm in
Polish. Let us make good use of the entire time of Lent
to draw closer to God through prayer, fasting and
almsgiving and help others in their spiritual growth.
I especially encourage parents to help your children to
know and love God through your faith. You are the
first and most important teachers and catechists of
your children. Help your children discover the highest
and most important value, which is God Himself. Come
with your whole family to Sunday Mass. The Holy Mass
is a repetition of the sacrifice of Jesus' life, death and
Resurrection. By listening to the Word of God and
receiving the Body of Christ, we become fully united
with Him. We hope that one day we will be united with
Him in the Kingdom of God for all eternity. Let us not
waste this grace and this chance that God Himself
gives us in Jesus Christ. God bless!

‘ ' St. Joseph was an ordinary
manual laborer although descended from
. the royal house of David. In the designs
of Prowdence he was destined to become the spouse
of the Mother of God. His high privilege is expressed in
a single phrase, "Foster-father of Jesus." About him
Sacred Scripture has little more to say than that he
was a just man - an expression which indicates how
faithfully he fulfilled his high trust of protecting and
guarding God's greatest treasures upon earth, Jesus
and Mary.

The darkest hours of his life may well have
been those when he first learned of Mary's pregnancy;
but precisely in this time of trial Joseph showed himself
great. His suffering, which likewise formed a part of
the work of the redemption, was not without great
providential import: Joseph was to be, for all times, the
trustworthy witness of the Messiah's virgin birth. After
this, he modestly retires into the background of holy
Scripture.

Of St. Joseph's death the Bible tells us nothing.
There are indications, however, that he died before the
beginning of Christ's public life. His was the most
beautiful death that one could have, in the arms of
Jesus and Mary. Humbly and unknown, he passed his
years at Nazareth, silent and almost forgotten he
remained in the background through centuries of
Church history. Only in more recent times has he been
accorded greater honor. Liturgical veneration of
St. Joseph began in the fifteenth century, fostered by
Sts. Brigid of Sweden and Bernadine of Siena.
St. Teresa, too, did much to further his cult.

At present there are two major feasts in his
honor. On March 19" our veneration is directed to him
personally and to his part in the work of redemption,
while on May 1% we honor him as the patron of
workmen throughout the world and as our guide in the
difficult matter of establishing equitable norms
regarding obligations and rights in the social order.

St. Joseph is invoked as patron: against doubt;
against hesitation; accountants; attorneys; barristers;

bursars;  cabinetmakers;  carpenters;  cemetery
workers; children; civil engineers; confectioners;
craftsmen; dying; educators; emigrants; exiles;

expectant mothers; families; fathers; furniture makers;
grave diggers; happy death; holy death; house
hunters; immigrants; interior souls; joiners; laborers;
lawyers; married people; orphans; people in doubt;
people who fight Communism; pioneers; pregnant
women; social justice; solicitors; teachers; travellers;

| don’t know Fr. Stu personally, but I've heard a fair
number of his homilies. | think it is safe to assume
that if he and | were to get into a discussion on any
number of things, from church history to liturgical
music to stand-up comedy, each of us would cringe
at the opinions of the other.

But Fr. Stu happens to offer st about the only
confession time within 20 miles of me that
consistently works with my schedule. That means
that, quite by accident, Fr. Stu is my regular
confessor. For years now, he’s sat patiently on the
other side of the grille, listening to me pour out the
details of my transgressions, from the pathetic to the
embarrassing, and he absolves me of my sins.

In the Gospel, Christ links vision with humility

and pride with blindness. We see again and again
in Scripture how God delights in surprising us,

in revealing himself through people, places, and
experiences we not only didn’t expect but perhaps
had totally written off.

We are right to be proud of the truth, but we are

wrong if the truth causes us to be proud of ourselves.

The truth no more belongs to the one who believes

it than sight belongs to the blind man in the Gospel.
A gift does not reflect on the recipient. It reflects on
the giver.

After a great deal of thought, I’ve decided to be
grateful that God contrived to give me a confessor
whom | strongly disagree with on so many things.
It’s a powerful reminder of how much | must receive
from other people, even those | may think are wrong.
In that confessional, Fr. Stu is only a priest, and | am
only a sinner.

Answer:

Some families practice their religion
together as just another event on their
schedule: go to church, observe Lent,
help at the parish picnic, go to a meeting,
volunteer time, make your confession,
use your envelope... But the focus needs
to be on who we are—God'’s people, in
relationship with him, loved, forgiven,

and redeemed, and called to live and
proclaim the Gospel. Our awareness

of God’s presence and our sense of
mission are supported by the daily rituals,
celebrations, and traditions that help us
stay focused. Sharing our faith strengthens
us and clarifies the beliefs and values of
Christian living.

Daily family practices include time for
prayer—before meals, before bed, before
important meetings and activities. Attend
Sunday Mass together and discuss

the homily afterward. Create family
celebrations for holy days and holidays.
Make religion a regular part of your
discussions. Include others, especially

the elderly and the less fortunate, in

your activities and charitable efforts. By
applying the virtues of faith, hope, and
love to each day, faith becomes part of
who your family is. It influences how you
act towards others, what you value, and
how mindful of God you are. Faith is the
leaven of life that helps all of us rise to our
calling and dignity as God’s people.

Pray to St. Joseph to Sell your Home

When it comes to real estate it's all about location, location, location — and St. Joseph! Saint Joseph has been
a successful ally for many Catholic homeowners trying to sell their homes. As the patron saint of families and a happy
home, it has long been a tradition for Catholics to bury a small statue of St. Joseph somewhere in their yard and to
recite a special prayer in the hopes that St. Joseph will intercede on their behalf for the speedy sale of their home.

This tradition is believed to have started with a 16th century nun named Teresa de Cepeda y Ahumada (later
St. Teresa of Avila). St. Teresa founded the Discalced Carmelites order of nuns in 1562, and it was her personal
mission to establish many convents throughout Spain. One day as she searched for a location to build on, she
discovered an ideal parcel of land. She turned to St. Joseph in prayer asking for his aid in acquiring the land; she
buried a medal with his image on it in the soil and waited patiently. St. Teresa ultimately attained the land and
believed it was St. Joseph who came to her assistance. The tradition of burying a medal of St. Joseph — and later a
statue of the saint — gained momentum after St. Teresa’s experience.

As Catholics we don't believe or promote superstition, so many may ask, “Isn’t this being superstitious?”
According to the Catechism of the Catholic Church, the official definition of superstition is “the deviation of religious
feeling and of the practices this feeling imposes. It can even affect the worship we offer the true God, e.g., when one
attributes an importance in some way magical to certain practices otherwise lawful or necessary. To attribute the
efficacy of prayers or of sacramental signs to their mere external performance, apart from the interior dispositions
that they demand, is to fall into superstition. In other words, superstition is the belief that something (other than
God) is responsible for bringing you “good luck” or that something happened purely by chance. Carrying a lucky penny
or relying on a rabbit’s foot to bring you good fortune is what the Church considers superstition. As long as you view
the burying of a Saint Joseph home seller statue as a physical form of prayer to ask for his intercession on your behalf
before God, and not as a “lucky piece,” it's not considered superstition. The purpose of the tradition is about turning
to your faith in time of need.

1 - When deciding where to bury your statue, let your personal preference dictate. You can bury it by the “For Sale”
sign, by the mailbox, in a flower garden, or anywhere on your property.

2 - Once you've found your spot, dig a small hole into the soil or grass about one to two feet deep. Place the statue
head down, with the feet facing towards heaven.

3 - Cover the statue completely with the soil. Once the statue is covered, recite the Prayer to St. Joseph either alone
or with your family asking for his protection and for his intercession in the selling your home and finding a suitable
new one. Continue praying to St. Joseph for harmony and grace in your home even after it’s sold.

4 - Once you sell your home, remember to take the statue out of the ground and bring it with you as you start your
new journey in your new residence.

5 - Place the statue somewhere visible where you can be reminded of St. Joseph and to continue to pray to him to
help you establish a happy home.

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Vigil Candles

For twenty-four hours a day, two candles burn at
either side of the tabernacle and two more before the Our
Lady of Fatima statue. The candles represent our presence
and our prayer in a holy place. If you would like to, you may
sponsor two vigil candles at the tabernacle or two vigil
candles before the Our Lady of Fatima statue. The
suggested offering to sponsor one candle is $10. Offerings
for the vigil candles can be made in a plain envelope from
home and placed together with your Sunday offering or
dropped through the mail slot of the parish office. Please
remember to write your name, address and telephone
number on the envelope, the number of candles and which
candles you are sponsoring. Candles may be offered in
honor of a child being baptized or receiving First Holy
Communion, a couple getting married, or someone who is ill.
Candles may also be offered in memory of a beloved
deceased individual. May the Mother of God through the
Merciful Jesus intercede many favors for everyone. Proceeds
from these vigil candles will be used towards liturgical
vestments, hosts, candles and further renovation of the
sacristy.

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Dear Parishioners and Benefactors,

With Ash Wednesday, we entered the season
of Lent. I encouraged all parishioners to actively
participate in the three traditional pillars of Lent, which
are prayer, fasting and almsgiving. Make it a point to
focus on all three traditional pillars of Lent, rather than
just fasting. Deepen your prayer by making a promise
to attend either Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament
for one hour every Tuesday during Lent or the Way of
the Cross every Thursday at 7:00 pm during Lent (in
addition to attending Mass every Sunday, of course),
or choosing a book in the Bible, reading a chapter
daily during Lent and truly meditating upon the
meaning for 15 minutes. With regards to almsgiving,
I suggested that you give an extra $2 or $3 in Lent
2023. Increasing your, weekly Sunday offering just by
$2 or $3 from the 1% Sunday of Lent through Palm
Sunday would help us on our way to breaking even
financially this fiscal year.

Additionally, a donor came forward with a
challenge for our parishioners. The individual pledged
to give $1,000 to our parish for the Easter collection if
the weekly Sunday collection is more than $10,000 for
each of the Sundays from the 1% Sunday of Lent
