CODE OF CANON LAW: THE SACRAMENT OF CONFIRMATION (Canon 879 - 896) Can. 879 The sacrament of confirmation
strengthens the baptized and obliges them more firmly to be witnesses of Christ by word and deed and to spread and defend the
faith. It imprints a character, enriches by the gift of the Holy Spirit the baptized continuing on the path of Christian initiation, and
binds them more perfectly to the Church.
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Dear Parishioners and Friends,

St. Augustine, Bishop
of Hippo and Doctor of the
Church, expressed in his work
entited “Confessions” his
longing for heaven, which he
described as “the dwelling of
the Lord's glory.” He wrote,
"I have gone astray, like a lost
sheep, but I trust that my
Shepherd who built you will
bring me on his own shoulders
to your doorstep.” In this way, St. Augustine alludes to
Jesus, whom today's gospel presents as “the gate of
the sheep.” The sheep that enter the sheepfold
through this gate will find pasture and will be saved:
"I came that they may have life and have it
abundantly,” (Jn 10:10).

Doors and gates not only allow you to enter
inside, but also protect against unwanted guests and
thieves. Therefore, entrance gates or entrance doors
are made of proper material to ensure safety. When
we come to a door or gate, we usually press the
doorbell or button, or knock to open it. If someone
tries to get inside without going through a gate or
door, it is usually with bad intentions.

Jesus describes himself as “the gate of the
sheep.” This gate leads first to the Church, through the
mystery of the sacrament of baptism, and then to
eternity, through the mystery of Christ's victory over
death, hell and Satan. Thanks to the good shepherd,
we can enjoy life and experience it to the fullest. He
gives the sheep a real sense of security. Moreover, he
is ready to sacrifice his life in their defense. Think
about that, the good shepherd is willing to sacrifice his
life to protect and defend his sheep. He has an
extraordinary relationship with them based on mutual
knowledge: I know my sheep and they know me. From
this acquaintance flows their boundless trust in the
shepherd. He calls their names, leads them out,
shepherds them, and they follow him because they
know his voice. So, Jesus is not talking about listening
to the shepherd's words, but to his voice. A word is
something that can exist and function even
in separation from a person. A voice, on the other
hand, is connected to a personand presents a
personal bond. “Listening to the voice” of the
Shepherd, therefore, means a way of communicating
that shows closeness and security, of getting to know
each other in a personal and intimate way.

The world is waiting for good shepherds; it
needs them. Pope Francis also expresses his desire for
the Church to follow “a path of service to vocations,
opening a space in the heart of every believer to
discover with gratitude the vocation that God directs to
him, to find the courage to say ‘yes’, to overcome
weariness in faith in Christ, and finally to offer one's
life as a song of praise for God, for the brethren and
for the whole world.” The World Day of Prayer for
Vocations, which falls on Good Shepherd Sunday, is a
call for the Church community to pray for young

St. Faustina Kowalska Parish
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people, who hear in their hearts the voice of the call to
exclusive service to God, so that they take up this call
with faith and courage. Therefore, let us ask with the
words of St. John Paul II:

"0 Christ, hear our prayers through the
intercession of Mary Most Holy, Your Mother and
Queen of the Apostles. She who believed and gave a
generous response is the cause of our joy. May her
presence and her example accompany those whom
she calls to the total service of your kingdom. Amen!”

Polish Constitution Day - May 3

Constitution Day in Poland is always celebrated
annually on May 3. Constitution day marks the
declaration and adoption of Poland's first constitution
on May 3, 1791. Poland's constitution was the first
constitution to be adopted in Europe and second only
in the world - the American constitution of 1789, being
the oldest.

The Polish constitution was based on principles
influenced by the French revolution and introduced a
constitutional monarchy.

The constitution itself applied to the Polish-
Lithuanian commonwealth and the implementation of
the constitution led to the ,War of the defense of the
constitution” between the commonwealth and
conservative nobility backed by the Russia empire.

This led to the annulment of the constitution
just 19 months later, but the May 3 constitution is still
regarded as a key event in the history of Poland.

After gaining independence in 1918, this day
became a holiday, but like many national holidays it
was not celebrated during the the time of the
communist government.

Following the collapse of the Soviet Union, the
holiday was restored by the Act of April 6%, 1990 and
the first gala celebration took place in Warsaw's Castle
Square on May 3, 1990 in the presence of President
Wojciech Jaruzelski.

Saint Florian lived in Noricum, which is now
part of Austria, between the third and fourth centuries.
He was an officer in the Roman army, and quickly rose
through the ranks due to his excellent people skills and
leadership abilities. He eventually became a general of
a very prestigious fire brigade, and was rumored to
have put out a fire with a single bucket of water. He
was a Christian who suffered death for the Faith in the
days of Diocletian. His legendary "Acts" state that he
gave himself up at Lorch to the soldiers of Aquilinus,
the governor, when they were rounding up the
Christians, and after making a bold confession, he was
twice scourged, half-flayed alive, set on fire, and finally
thrown into the river Enns with a stone around his
neck. His body, recovered and buried by a pious
woman, was eventually removed to the Augustinian
Abbey of St. Florian, near Linz. It is said to have been
at a later date translated to Rome, and Pope Lucius
ITI, in 1138, gave some of the saint's relics to King
Casimir of Poland and to the Bishop of Cracow. Since
that time, St. Florian has been regarded as a patron of
Poland as well as of Linz, Upper Austria and of
firemen. There has been popular devotion to
St. Florian in many parts of central Europe, and the
tradition as to his martyrdom, not far from the spot
where the Enns flows into the Danube, is ancient and
reliable. Many miracles of healing are attributed to his
intercession and he is invoked as a powerful protector
in danger from fire or water. His feast day is May 4™.

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Anointing of the Sick
Every First Saturday of the Month
after the 4:30 pm Mass

Next Saturday, May 6, our parish will offer
the Sacrament of Anointing of the Sick after the
4:30 pm Mass. If you are in need of spiritual and
physical strengthening, please come for Reconciliation,
which is offered from 3:30-4:15 pm, Mass at 4:30 pm,
and for the Anointing immediately after the Mass.

In the Church's Sacrament of Anointing of the
Sick, through the ministry of the priest, it is Jesus who
touches the sick to heal them from sin and sometimes
even from physical ailment. His cures were signs of the
arrival of the Kingdom of God. The core message of
Jesus’ healing tells us of His plan to conquer sin and
death by his dying and rising.

The Rite of Anointing tells us there is no need
to wait until a person is at the point of death to receive
the Sacrament. A careful judgment about the serious
nature of the illness and/or the desire of an individual
to be healed is sufficient.

When the Sacrament of Anointing of the Sick is
given, the hoped-for effect is that, if it be God's will,
the person be physically healed of illness. But even if
there is no physical healing, the primary effect of the
Sacrament is a spiritual healing by which the sick
person receives the Holy Spirit's gift of peace and
courage to deal with the difficulties that accompany
serious illness or the frailty of old age.

We would like to remind parishioners that in
the sacrament of the sick we call God's help to
strengthen us spiritually and physically. It is granted
not only to those in danger of death, but to the sick as
well as the elderly.
the Catholic Church:

II. Who Receives and Who Administers This Sacrament?
In case of grave illness . . .

1514 The Anointing of the Sick "is not a sacrament for
those only who are at the point of death. Hence, as
soon as anyone of the faithful begins to be in danger
of death from sickness or old age, the fitting time for
him to receive this sacrament has certainly already
arrived."®

1515 If a sick person who received this anointing
recovers his health, he can in the case of another
grave illness receive this sacrament again. If during
the same illness the person's condition becomes more
serious, the sacrament may be repeated. It is fitting to
receive the Anointing of the Sick just prior to a serious
operation. the same holds for the elderly whose frailty
becomes more pronounced.

" ... let him call for the presbyters of the Church"
1516 Only priests (bishops and Presbyters) are
ministers of the Anointing of the Sick.™* It is the duty
of pastors to instruct the faithful on the benefits of this
sacrament. The faithful should encourage the sick to
call for a priest to receive this sacrament. The sick
should prepare themselves to receive it with good
dispositions, assisted by their pastor and the whole
ecclesial community, which is invited to surround the
sick in a special way through their prayers and
fraternal attention.

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Stained Glass Window Project in our Church

I would like to introduce to you a new project that I believe is very important for our church. After long
consultations, it has been decided to install stained glass windows in the upper part of our church. Let me explain
why this is so important. Currently, we have single pane windows in the church, which do not help to regulate the
temperature in the church very well. Heating is expensive in the winter and cooling is equally as expensive during
summer. The sunlight that comes through the windows often blinds either the celebrant or the people sitting in
the main nave of the church. The noise of the planes flying overhead is unbearable at times. Stained glass
windows will certainly help to eliminate these problems. In the upper part of the church, we have 16 triangular
sections of windows where we want to cover with stained glass. One triangular section of windows will cost us
$8,000. The stained glass windows will be created and installed by Gil Aceves, well-known in the parish for many
years, a long-time parishioner of St. Jane de Chantal Parish and the owner of Pro Studio, Inc. To lead by good
example, I will be the sponsor of the first section of windows located above the image of Jesus the Divine Mercy.
If any individual, family or organization would like to sponsor one of the next windows, please contact me as soon
as possible. We will also be including the name(s) of our sponsors in the corner of one of the windows in the

Cut to the Heart

Everyone who has been married knows this
feeling: you’re in the midst of a disagreement
with your spouse.

So where do you go from here? The only way
forward is to own it. Fess up. Grab a fork and
dig into that humble pie. It makes me cringe just
to write about it, because it’s the worst feeling.

| use the example of marriage because it’s

the one I’'m most familiar with — my closest
relationship, the one that teaches me the most
about who | am and who God asks me to be.
But this is a universal experience, and everyone
— single or married, child or adult, lay or
ordained — knows how badly it feels to realize
that you’re wrong. You’re human. You messed
up.

It is hard to recognize that the Christian life

is one of ongoing repentance. It is painful to
acknowledge the ways in which we are falling
short, even as we strive to follow in Christ’s
example.

It can, in the words of today’s reading, “cut to
the heart.”

But that feeling of despair is what propels
forward motion. We have to allow ourselves to
feel bad, that’s the fertile ground of penitence.
We are meant to have not just life, but life “more
abundantly.” Stasis isn’t the goal. Baptism isn’t
the finish line.

Examining our conscience is hard. It cuts to the
heart. It cuts to the truth.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:
Does it matter what leg you kneel on
when genuflecting?

Answer:

Genuflection is an act of devotion that
literally means “to bend the knee.” For many
Catholics, it’s an almost automatic gesture
that we perform before entering our pew or
row of seats at Mass. But, like many of the
symbols and gestures of our faith tradition,
genuflecting can also be an invitation for
deeper reflection.

The practice of “bending the knee” is an
ancient way of recognizing the presence of
someone greater than we are. It has been
said that the practice dates back to the time
of Alexander the Great, but it became a
common part of etiquette in the royal courts
of the Middle Ages. From throne rooms and
palaces, it was a small step to genuflecting,
becoming part of the devotional lives of
Christians who used this secular gesture as
a way of recognizing the presence of the
One who is King of Kings, especially in the
Eucharist. In our tradition, although many
have been taught or prefer to genuflect

by placing their right knee on the ground,
there is no prescribed way to genuflect.

This is especially important to keep in mind
if physical limitations or age make certain
movements difficult for us.

Today, Catholics are asked to genuflect

in the presence of the Blessed Sacrament
(whether in the tabernacle or exposed on
the altar during eucharistic adoration).

So, while it has become second nature

to genuflect before entering your seat in
church, we should pay attention to where
the Blessed Sacrament is kept in each
church or chapel we visit, and genuflect

in the direction of the tabernacle where
the Blessed Sacrament is kept. In churches
or chapels in which the tabernacleis in a
separate space, we are invited to simply bow
toward the altar.
