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Dear Parishioners and Friends,

During the rite of
Confirmation, the  bishop
makes the sign of the cross on
a candidate's forehead with
the oil of chrism, saying the
following words along with
their  Confirmation  name:
“Receive the seal of the Gift of
the Holy Spirit.” The recipient
of the sacrament replies,
“Amen,” meaning “so be it.”
Through the sacrament of Confirmation, the Holy Spirit
gives believers the power to “profess, defend and live
their faith.” The coming Spirit gives us seven of His
gifts, which are: wisdom, understanding, counsel, forti-
tude, knowledge, piety and fear of God. “Christ, the
Son of God, possesses them in all their fullness.” We
receive the very same gifts. They are permanent
dispositions that make us docile to follow the
promptings of the Holy Spirit. These gifts also become
a task for us to fulfill with joy every day.
Congratulations to the young people from our parish
who have received the Sacrament of Confirmation.
I am praying for you that you will grow in faith and
one day take over the reins of the Church.

The passing of the Holy Spirit in the sacrament
of Confirmation resembles the event that we find in
today's first reading. "When the Apostles in Jerusalem
heard that Samaria had accepted the word of God,
they sent Peter and John to her, who came and prayed
for them that they might receive the Holy Spirit. For he
has not descended on any of them yet. They were only
baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus. So, then the
apostles laid their hands on them, and they received
the Holy Spirit.” Similarly, by being anointed by the
Holy Spirit, Jesus became Christ. And each of us,
through Baptism, and especially through Confirmation,
participates in the life of Christ, thanks to His grace,
becoming like Christ. Each of us, especially when we
regularly participate in the Eucharist, allows the life of
Jesus Christ to take root in us ever more deeply.

Love obliges us to reciprocate it. However,
life is very different. Pope Benedict XVI drew attention
to the following problem: “It happens that many young
people turn away from the faith after receiving
Confirmation. There are also those who do not even
receive this sacrament. Yet it is precisely through the
sacraments of Baptism and Confirmation, and then
unceasingly through the Eucharist, that the Holy
Spirit makes us children of the Father, brothers of
Jesus, members of his Church, capable of bearing
true witness to the Gospel and experiencing the
joy of faith,” (Message to the Youth at the 23rd World
Youth Day).

It is worth asking yourself today: Am I an
individual dominated by instincts and emotions in the
environment in which I live, who wants to have more,
instead of transforming myself more in the spirit of
love? Do I care about spiritual depth, time for prayer

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and sensitivity to the beauty of the heart? Am I looking
for silence and concentration to hear the voice of God
and the words I need among many voices? We need to
constantly appeal to our “inner teacher,” which is the
Holy Spirit. It is He who makes us know and
understand words more deeply. It is thanks to the
grace of the Spirit that the word of the Lord transforms
our hearts, making them pleasing to God and open to
His presence. Therefore, let us ask the words of
St. Augustine: “Be my breath, Holy Spirit, that I may
meditate on what is holy; be my strength, Holy Spirit,
that I may do what is holy; be my desire, Holy Spirit,
that I may love what is holy; be my strength, Holy
Spirit, that I may guard what is holy; protect me from
evil, Holy Spirit, lest I lose what is holy.”

Today I am also asking everyone to pray for
our dear Mothers on the occasion of Mother's Day. We
recommend all mothers to the grace of our Lord, that
the living mothers be bestowed with good health and
all prosperity, and deceased mothers to enjoy the
grace of heaven and eternal happiness.

I am asking all of you to pray for the new
deacons who were ordained on Saturday, May 13th,
and for the five new priests who will be ordained on
Saturday, May 20th, at 10:00 am in Holy Name
Cathedral. Men in our parish who are called and
considering becoming a permanent deacon in the
Church are asked to contact me or Deacon Ron
Morowczynski.

Please mark June 11th on your calendars and
plan to participate in our parish Corpus Christi
procession, which will begin immediately upon the
conclusion of the 10:30 am English Mass. Also, save
June 25th in your calendar, as the St. Faustina Polish

For some time, | have worn a brown scapular. If you
don’t know much about this devotional practice, here
is a very quick-and-dirty version, greatly lacking in
detail: it’s two little pieces of brown cloth, connected
by a cord and worn around the neck beneath one’s
clothing. One of the cloth pieces depicts Our Lady

of Mount Carmel appearing to St. Simon Stock, and
the other piece — the one that is sometimes visible at
the nape of my neck — depicts Our Lady’s “scapular
promise:” Whosoever dies clothed in this Scapular
shall not suffer eternal fire.

This reflection is not about the brown scapular, but let
me just quickly say that, while | believe the scapular
promise, | do not view the scapular as a get-out-of-
jail-free card, and neither does the Church. | don’t
wear it for the purpose of avoiding eternal fire. | wear
it as a reminder to myself of my Marian consecration
and as an act of humility and prayer.

| have sometimes cringed at the thought of how it
looks to the person standing behind me in line at

the coffee shop, should they happen to glimpse my
scapular and read its brazen promise. We don’t go

in for talk of hellfire and salvation in polite society
these days. | wonder if they think I’'m a crazy person. |
wonder if | should try to tuck the scapular back down
below my collar.

Sometimes | do. But more often than not, | take a
deep breath and decide that it’s okay for me to feel
self-conscious and trust that, if God wants to use this
moment for His glory, he will — and if He doesn’t, all
I’'ve lost is the esteem of others, which isn’t worth that
much to begin with.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:

The Bible says that Jesus condemned
gambling, but | notice that so many
parishes have them at festivals and other
events. What’s correct?

Answer:

Althocugh Jesus speaks of cur relationship
with material wealth and the very human
struggle with greed, the gospels do not
include any specific instructions related to
gambling. At the same time, the Church

is very sensitive to the needs of those
who might struggle with an addiction to
gambling, and pastoral care should always
be offered to those who struggle with this
reality in their life.

While it is true that many parish or

school communities include gambling

or games of chance in festivals and
fundraisers (e.g. bingo, roulette, ring
tossing, dunking booths, etc.), there is
nothing inherently wrong these sorts of
events, given they are played fairly and
within the limits of reason are not morally
objectionable. As the Catechism of the
Catholic Church reminds us: “Games of
chance (card games, etc.) or wagers are
not in themselves contrary to justice. They
become morally unacceptable when they
deprive someone of what is necessary to
provide for his needs and those of others”
(no. 2413).

As in all things, moderation and a sense

of healthy limits should be applied to
gambling and games of chance. For those
who find themselves living with addiction
to gambling, help is available in various 12-
step and addiction recovery programs.
