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Dear Parishioners and Friends,
Among the icons most
representative of Byzantine art
shown at the Byzantium
exhibition organized at the
turn of 2008/2009 at the Royal
Academy of Fine Arts in
London was the icon “Ladder
to Heaven.” It comes from the
famous monastery of
St. Catherine in Sinai and is
dated to the 12" century.
Undoubtedly, the icon was inspired by the treaty of
St. John Klimak under the same title. The icon perfectly
illustrates the dynamics of spiritual life, being a metaphor
for the path of Christian faith that raises one to God:
monks follow the thirty rungs of the ladder connecting
heaven and earth to paradise. These thirty steps are
connected by three divine virtues: faith, hope and love.
However, they are available not only to the heroes of
faith, but to every Christian who leads a righteous life.

On today's solemnity, we come to Jesus, who
shows us who we are and where we are going. He
himself helps us to define our identity, shows the
direction of our life when he “ascends to heaven in
joy.” He goes to the Father's house, where there are
many apartments. He is going to prepare a place for
us. However, Jesus does not leave us orphans. He
gives us the promise of the Holy Spirit, the Spirit of
Truth, the Spirit of the Comforter, who will strengthen
us, enlighten us, help us understand the mystery of
Christ better and more fully.

With the Ascension of Christ, the time of the
Holy Spirit and Church begins, which helps us to
discover our Christian identity, our final vocation. Every
Christian who follows the path of life, by the strength
of faith and the power of the sacraments, strives to
know God and climbs to the gates of heaven. During
this journey, one is constantly exposed to dangers; we
have to fight a spiritual battle against temptations that
lead us away from the basic goal of earthly life, i.e.,
salvation. However, not everyone comes out of these
struggles unscathed. Hence, it is necessary to remain
in constant contact with Jesus, who is the “ladder” to
heaven, in the same sense as he is the way to heaven,
truth and life. This path leads upward, where Jesus is
seated at the right hand of the Father. Christ leads the
believer from the lowest ends of his corporeality and
temporality, gradually, to transformation, until “we
shall see him as he is, and we shall be like him.”

An example of the ladder of paradise on earth
is the Church, the Mystical Body of Christ. Living in the
2nd century AD, St. Irenaeus described the Church as
a ladder allowing every believer to ascend to God. This
ladder sets out the way of salvation in the individual
dimension, in the Christian-God relationship, as well as
in the ecclesial dimension; it is the pilgrim Church.
Thus, on the ladder of paradise there is the whole
Church, which is on its way to its fulfilment, to the
fullness of life in God. This Church constantly reminds
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us that we are to discover heaven in our hearts. It is
often impossible because it is obscured by the cloud of
worldliness, human vices, addictions, imperfections,
and sometimes sin. May Christ, who is present on the
altar as the “Sacrament of love,” help us discover true
happiness in faithfully following in His footsteps on the
path of fulfilling our life vocation.

As you heard last weekend, we have a very
critical situation in our parish because the chiller unit
for the church building broke down after 34 years and
is beyond repair. Estimates for the purchase and
installation of a new chiller unit will cost us
between $55,000 to $65,000. Therefore, we are
appealing to every family to donate $100 or more, as
means allow, to this cause during today’s second
collection in the building maintenance envelope. I would
like to express my sincere thanks to all those who have
already generously responded to our appeal and made a
donation. May Merciful Jesus reward you all.

On Sunday, June 11th, we will celebrate the
Solemnity of Corpus Christi and with that we will have
our annual procession. The procession will begin
immediately after the 10:30 am English Mass and will
end with the 12:30 pm Polish Mass.

Corpus Christi Procession - June 11"

The direct cause
of instituting the solemnity
of the Most Holy Body
and Blood of Christ were
the visions of St. Juliana g
of Cornillon. In 1245,
Christ appeared to =
St. Juliana in a vision and U\
asked her to plead for the
establishment of a liturgical feast for the faithful to be
able to adore the Eucharist on the first Thursday after
the Holy Trinity. Under the influence of these revelations,
Bishop Robert Torote first introduced the solemnity of
Corpus Christi in 1246, initially for the diocese of Liege,
and inaugurated the first Eucharistic procession through
the streets of the city.

This year the solemnity of the Most Holy Body
and Blood of Christ falls on Sunday, June 11", in the
United States. We cordially invite everyone without
exception to the public manifestation of our faith on
this day. Our parish will celebrate the solemnity by
having a procession along the streets and sidewalks to
4 altars around our property. The procession will begin
immediately after the 10:30 am English Mass and will
follow the route from McVicker to 52™ St. to Austin to
53" St. back to McVicker. We kindly ask all those who
prepared the outdoor altars last year to be similarly
involved once again this year. We invite all the children
who received First Holy Communion this year and last
year to come in their First Communion attire — girls to
bring baskets with flower petals. We ask as many as
possible of our altar servers to attend. Of course, we
invite a Polish Highlander string ensemble and all
musicians who would like to join them, as well as all of
our parish organizations to be present with their
banners.

Seeking Christ in One Another

The funeral luncheon, the Irish wake, the vigil at an
ailing loved one’s bedside: in times of crisis, people
gather. In moments of sadness, fear, and confusion,
we gravitate toward one another. For some reason,
the feelings are so much more bearable when we are
not alone.

I’'m sure that the disciples and their companions,
gathered in the upper room after the Lord’s
Ascension, did all of the things we typically do at
these functions. I'm sure they hugged and talked and
shared food, processing together the remarkable
events they had witnessed.

But we don’t hear about any of that. We hear only
that they prayed — fervently, and together.

Saint John Paul Il famously said that “it is Jesus that
you seek when you dream of happiness; He is waiting
for you when nothing else you find satisfies you.” And
| think that, whenever we gather, in good times or in
bad, we think we are seeking companionship — but
we are actually seeking God.

As | think back on the last few crisis-gatherings my
family has had, | try to remember when we have
stopped everything to pray together. | can think

of a few times, but to be honest, they are too few.

We are usually occupied with more practical tasks:
planning the funeral, talking to the doctor, making the
decisions, ordering the food. Just trying to survive
through it.

But this is the busywork of sorrow, and it is a waste of
our time. We would do better to follow the example
of the disciples and remember that, in these dire
moments, God is waiting for us.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:
Why Does the Church Have Different
Liturgical Cycles?

Answer:

While most Catholics know that the
Church Year is divided into various
seascons (e.g. Advent, Christmas, Ordinary
Time, etc.), many are unaware that the
one Church Year is not like the one that
follows. While the main seasons and feasts
are the same from year to year, the 3-year
cycle for Sundays and the 2-year cycle for
weekdays means that, as a general rule,
the readings in the Lectionary that we
hear at Mass will change from year to year,
helping us to have a richer encounter with
Sacred Scripture. Each new cycle begins
with the beginning of the liturgical year,
the First Sunday of Advent.

The reasoning behind this innovation is
outlined in Sacrosanctum Concilium, the
“Dogmatic Constitution on the Sacred
Liturgy” of the Second Vatican Council:
“The treasures of the bible are to be
opened up more lavishly, so that richer
fare may be provided for the faithful at
the table of God’s word. In this way a
more representative portion of the holy
scriptures will be read to the people in
the course of a prescribed number of
years” (no. 51). This was fully achieved

in 1969 when the new cycles of readings
were approved by Pope Saint Paul VI. To

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lllinois Catholic Dioceses Publish a Statement and Summary of their Processes for Handling
Allegations of Sexual Abuse of Minors Against Clerics

Chicago, (May 18, 2023) — All Catholic dioceses in lllinois today issued a statement and summary of their
common processes for handling allegations of sexual abuse of minors against any Catholic cleric who is
ministering or has ministered within their respective boundaries.

The six Catholic dioceses of Illinois include the Archdiocese of Chicago, and the Dioceses of Belleville,
Joliet, Peoria, Rockford, and Springfield.

Archdiocese of Chicago Key Points are as Follows:

For more than 30 years, the Archdiocese of Chicago has been at the forefront of developing and continually
improving policies and programs to address the scourge of child sexual abuse and to support survivors.

e Assistance Ministry: Since 1991, we have maintained one of the first and largest survivor
assistance programs in the nation, providing pastoral assistance to anyone making an allegation,
regardless of when the abuse is alleged to have occurred and whether or not the allegation is
eventually substantiated.

o The Office of Assistance Ministry provides pastoral care, support and resources to
victim/survivors of clerical sexual abuse, and their loved ones, in their efforts to achieve
psychological, emotional and spiritual healing.

o To date, we have provided assistance for more than 400 survivors and their families.

e Response to Allegations: The Archdiocese puts the safety of children first. It reports ALL
allegations to civil authorities and submits actionable allegations to its majority lay Independent
Review Board. A cleric with even one substantiated allegation of child sexual abuse is forever barred
from public ministry.

o When we learn of alleged child abuse we act promptly, report it to civil authorities, remove
the accused from ministry and investigate the allegation. Allegations requiring action (like
permanent removal from ministry) are submitted to the Independent Review Board.

o The overwhelming majority of incidents of abuse in the Archdiocese occurred before the
implementation of our 1992 policies, even if the majority of legal claims surfaced much later.

e Prevention: The Archdiocese conducts background screenings for employees and volunteers and
provides comprehensive safe-environment training programs for adults and children. Last year
alone, we trained 112,000 children in an age-appropriate manner on how to how to recognize, resist
and report abusive behavior. To date we have trained more than 263,000 adults in 3,700 training
sessions.

e Ongoing Enhancement: We continually enhance our programs to take into account developments
in law and society and rely on leading experts to advise us on our policies and conduct audits to
ensure they are being followed. The changes we have made include:

o Prior to 2002, all legally mandated reports were made to civil authorities; since 2002, ALL
allegations of child abuse have been reported to civil authorities regardless of credibility and
regardless of whether there is any legal requirement. The number of allegations of abuse
have declined significantly over time.

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o Since 2006, we have published the names of all diocesan priests with substantiated
allegations of abuse on our website. We recently added the names of deceased diocesan
priests and religious order priests who had diocesan ministries and were found to have
substantiated allegations by their orders.

o In 2014, we published more than 20,000 documents related to 70 priests with a substantiated

allegation of abuse of a minor.
