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Dear Parishioners and Friends,
In the book interview
of journalist Peter Seewald
with Pope Benedict XVI
entitled "Light of the World",
the author reflects on the late
pope: “And when you listen to
him and sit next to him, you
feel not only the precision of
his thinking and the hope that
comes from faith, but also in a
specific way the visible
splendor, the light of the world, the face of Jesus
Christ, who wants to meet every human being and
excludes no one, is perceived in a specific way.”

In the second reading, St. Peter reminds us:
“You are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy
nation, God's own people, that you may proclaim the
mighty works of him who has called you out of
darkness into his marvelous light,” (1 Pt 2:9). So, the
Christian goes from the darkness of sin and death to
the light of Christ, towards the One who is “the way,
the truth and the life.” The light of Easter morning is a
beautiful symbol of this victory.

Faith is such a light on the paths of our lives.
Therefore, as Pope Francis notes, “it becomes urgent
to recover the light (...), because when its flame is
extinguished, all other lights eventually lose their
luster. The light of faith has a special character
because it is capable of illuminating the whole life of a
person. For the light to be so powerful (...) it must
ultimately come from God,” (Lumen fidei 4). What is
the role of faith? The Pope explains that “faith is not a
light that dispels all our darkness, but a lamp that
guides our steps at night, and that is enough to walk.
To the suffering man, God does not provide arguments
that explain everything, but he offers his answer in the
form of a presence that accompanies the history of
good, joining each story of suffering to be illuminated
by a ray of light. In Christ, God wanted to share this
journey with us and offer us his gaze so that we might
see the light on it.”

Jesus, who died on the cross and rose from the
dead, is the cornerstone for building a new temple,
which is the People of God. For non-believers,
however, it is a stumbling block. “The whole Church is
based on him and draws her strength from him to
resist various adversities and historical storms.” Thus,
the baptized, those called from darkness to light, are
called to make spiritual sacrifices from their daily lives.
They are also to introduce Christ into every
environment, and thus sanctify the world in which they
live. This is the special task of lay people. It is the laity
who, as someone said, “say the Holy Mass in the world
when they allow Christ to act in and through them in
every created reality, in everything they touch, starting
with the simplest things like eating and drinking.” The
priestly mission of lay people, resulting from baptism,
consists in transforming the world to the glory of God,
that is, in making every secular reality into God's
space. For one may eat and drink to one's own peril
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and to scandalize others, and one may do so for the
glory of God.

I would like to wholeheartedly congratulate the
young boys and girls of our REF Program who received
the Sacrament of Confirmation last Sunday at the
hands of Bishop Robert Lombardo, CFR. It is a
sacrament which, at your request and after long
preparation, has made you adult Christians. You are
the future of our nation, the world and the Church.
You will one day take the reins and pass the faith on to
the next generation. Do it to the best of your ability,
and your reward will be Christ Himself. I would like to
thank Maria Horbal, the REF Program Coordinator, and
catechists: Deacon Ron Morowczynski, Irma Villarreal
and Kathy Kazupski. Thank you to all the parents,
Confirmation sponsors and everyone who contributed
to make this celebration as beautiful as possible. I am
asking all of you to pray for these young people, who
have received the Sacrament of Confirmation and are
entering adult life. I am also asking for prayer for the
REF Program and Fr. Stanistaw Cholewinski Polish
School children, who will make their First Holy
Communion on Saturday, May 13™.

Building on the Cornerstone

Before | married my husband, | assumed there were
“ugly houses” and “pretty houses,” and that was that.
But Matt is an architect, someone who reads books
with titles like “A Field Guide to American Houses” for
fun and who uses the term vernacular architecture like
he knows what it means.

Through him, I've come to learn a lot about why
certain structures simply don’t have a pleasing look.
There is a logic to ugliness, as it turns out. One of the
main reasons a building or a home might strike some
of us as ugly is because it has undergone a careless
renovation. Whether out of laziness or an effort to
be cost-effective, additions are made that depart
from the architectural style of the original structure.
The result is slapdash, confusing — ugly, for lack of a
better word.

What is added on later must somewhat resemble
the original. If you want to depart dramatically from
the original style of a building, it’s better to build a
separate structure altogether.

| think of this principle when | consider Christ as
the “cornerstone.” We know we are called to model
ourselves on Christ, to build on his example. But so
often we cherry-pick elements of his message and
attempt to build on it with additions that make no
sense.

When someone looks at us, at our lives, they should
be able to tell after whom that life is patterned. We
must resemble the cornerstone, if we do not, it will
be apparent, unseemly. You can’t see God the Father
without embracing God the Son. You can’t chart the
future of a house without any thought for its past.

If Christ is not our inspiration, he will be our
contradiction.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:
Are Catholics obligated to attend Mass each
Sunday, or receive Communion each Sunday?

Answer:

The gquestions about Mass attendance and
the reception of Holy Communion are clearly
outlined in what are traditionally called the
“Precepts” of the Church. These specific
teachings are intended to stand alongside
the Ten Commandments as fundamental
practices for Catholics and are outlined in the
Code of Canon Law. The obligations related
to Mass attendance and receiving Communion
are outlined in the first and third precepts,
which we find quoted in the Catechism of the
Catholic Church (no. 2042):

The first precept (“You shall attend Mass

on Sundays and holy days of obligation

and rest from servile labor”) requires the
faithful to sanctify the day commemorating
the Resurrection of the Lord as well as

the principal liturgical feasts honoring the
mysteries of the Lord, the Blessed Virgin
Mary, and the saints; in the first place, by
participating in the Eucharistic celebration, in
which the Christian community is gathered,
and by resting from those works and activities
which could impede such a sanctification of
these days.

The third precept (“You shall receive the
sacrament of the Eucharist at least during the
Easter season”) guarantees as a minimum the
reception of the Lord’s Body and Blood in
connection with the Paschal feasts, the origin
and center of the Christian liturgy.

Rather than seeing these as obligations that
are simply to be fulfilled out of a sense of
duty, Pope Saint John Paul Il reminds us of
the grace that is made available to us when
we gather for Sunday celebrations of the
Eucharist: “Sunday is the day which is at the
very heart of the Christian life... Time given
to Christ is never time lost, but is rather time
gained, so that our relationships and indeed
our whole life may become more profoundly
human” (Dies Domini, no. 7).

5TH SUNDAY OF EASTER
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Vigil Candles

For twenty-four hours a day, two candles burn
at either side of the tabernacle and two more before
the Our Lady of Fatima statue. The candles represent
our presence and our prayer in a holy place. If you
would like to, you may sponsor two vigil candles at the
tabernacle or two vigil candles before the Our Lady of
Fatima statue. The suggested offering to sponsor one
candle is $10. Offerings for the vigil candles can be
made in a plain envelope from home and placed
together with your Sunday offering or dropped through
the mail slot of the parish office. Please remember to
write your name, address and telephone number on
the envelope, the number of candles and which
candles you are sponsoring. Candles may be offered in
honor of a child being baptized or receiving First Holy
Communion, a couple getting married, or someone
who is ill. Candles may also be offered in memory of a
beloved deceased individual. May the Mother of God
through the Merciful Jesus intercede many favors for
everyone. Proceeds from these vigil candles will be
used towards liturgical vestments, hosts, candles and
further renovation of the sacristy.
