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Dear Parishioners and Friends,

Corpus Christi is a
celebration of adoration and
thanksgiving for the gift of the
Eucharist. On  this day,
Christians gather around the
altar to contemplate and adore
the mystery of faith, the
memorial of Christ's sacrifice by
which he brought salvation to
all people. The importance of
the Eucharist was perfectly un-
derstood by the first Christians who encouraged each
other to receive Holy Communion with the words, “let
us go for life, for  power, for love, for holiness!”
A Catholic newspaper published a letter from a reader
who, after several years of living in sin, made a sincere
confession. Her confessor advised her to receive Holy
Communion frequently, even daily. "It saved me," she
admitted. She found strength in Holy Communion to
overcome evil. Perseverance in good. After some time,
she began to be considered a devotee, and now she
asks what she should do next, "because for me"” - she
writes - "“to resign from receiving Communion
frequently means to return to sin. Without this help
from the Eucharistic Jesus, I will not survive. I myself
do not have enough strength to resist sin."

Jesus first descended from heaven to earth,
lived for 33 years and taught about the kingdom of
God, and just before his death on the cross, he left us
the Blessed Sacrament in his testament. And when he
rose from the dead and ascended to heaven, he also
remained with us on earth, through Body and Soul in
the form of bread and wine. But do we really believe
it? No one is exempt from lack of faith or momentary
doubt. This is evidenced by the miracle in Macerata,
Italy. On the morning of April 15, 1356, a priest was
celebrating Mass in the Benedictine church. During the
consecration, he had a short moment of doubt in the
real presence of Christ in the Eucharist. Suddenly blood
flowed from the Host when he broke the Bread. His
hands trembled and drops of blood fell on the corporal
under the chalice. After the Mass ended, the priest
hurried to the bishop, who ordered the stained
corporal to be canonically examined in the cathedral.
This miracle has been compared to the famous miracle
in Bolsena in 1236, which gave rise to the Feast of
Corpus Christi. The commission confirmed the
authenticity of the miracle, and the blood-stained
corporal was put up for public adoration. The clearly
visible blood stains on the corporal are considered to
be the Holy Blood of the Saviour. The reliquary
containing the precious treasure survived the turbulent
vicissitudes of fate and its contents are still venerated
in the chapel of the Macerata Cathedral - especially in
the octave of Corpus Christi.

Christ once said to the people listening to him,
who had exactly the same problems as us, "My flesh is
true food and my blood is true drink." (John 6:55) And
"whoever eats this bread will live forever.” (John 6:58).
any man eats this bread, he will live forever." There
were those who believed, as well as those who left for

those who will accept these words with faith, others
who may consider them, and still others who will
probably go back home without any reaction, as if
nothing had happened. What will you do?

Jadwiga
Dlugopolski with family and friends; 2. Our parish

National Eucharistic Revival — Year of Parish Renewal

In June 2022, the U.S. bishops initiated a three-
year initiative to renew the Church by enkindling a living
relationship with the Lord Jesus Christ in the Holy
Eucharist:. The National Eucharistic Revival is a movement
to restore understanding and devout celebration of this
great mystery here in the United States and aims to inspire
people to encounter and worship Jesus in the Eucharist.

The National Eucharistic Revival began on the
feast of Corpus Christi on June 19™, 2022, as the Year
of Diocesan Renewal, with universal Eucharistic
processions and adoration of the Most Holy Body and
Blood of Christ, as well as congresses and events at
the diocesan level. The second stage, the Year of
Parish Renewal, begtins TODAY, June 11", 2023, and
will last until July 17™, 2024. This period is intended to
renew Eucharistic piety at the parish level,
strengthening liturgical life through the pious
celebration of the Holy Mass, adoration of the Blessed
Sacrament, missions, preaching in parishes, etc. The
culmination is to be the National Eucharistic Congress
scheduled for July 17™-21%, 2024 in Indianapolis that
will initiate the National Year of Mission. The bishops
hope that approximately 100,000 Catholics of all ages
will take part in the event to "rededicate their hearts to
the source and summit of our faith." And finally, "after
kindling the mission fire in the hearts of the American
faithful, the Holy Spirit will send them on missions to
share the gift of the Eucharistic Lord as we enter the
universal Church's jubilee year in 2025.”
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The Eucharist is Hope for Eternal Life

How to prove that the consecrated bread and
wine are the Body and Blood of Jesus? We don't need
any proof. If we believe in Jesus, we also believe His
words. This is the secret of our faith. Behind the
presence of Jesus in the Eucharist is the surest proof
and clearest sign of the great hope of eternal life. Each
time this mystery is celebrated, the work of our
redemption is accomplished. We break one bread,
which is the food of immortality, the medicine that
allows us not to die but to live eternally in Jesus Christ.
It is by the will of Jesus that the Eucharist has become
the center and summit of the Church's life, because it
is he who includes the Church and all its members in
his sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving offered once
and for all to the Father on the cross. Through this
sacrifice, Christ pours out the graces of salvation into
his Body, which is the Church.

Lord Jesus, I want to say with faith and
devotion the words of the prayer that I have known
since I was a child. "Praised be the Blessed Sacrament.
Now and ever and forever and ever." Amen.

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Flag Day—June 14"—Fly the Flag!
The American flag, also referred to as “Old
Glory” or “star-spangled banner,” has changed designs
over the centuries. It consists of 13 equal horizontal
stripes of red (top and bottom) alternating with white,
with a blue rectangle in the canton bearing 50 small,
white, five-pointed stars. Each of the 50 stars
represent the 50 states in the United States and the 13
stripes represent the original 13 colonies that became
the first states in the Union.

One Nation under God, indivisble, %
with Liberty and Justice for all.

Solemnity of the Most Sacred Heart of Jesus -
June 16
This solemnity honors the
Most Sacred Heart of Jesus and
occurs on the Friday after the 2nd
Sunday after Pentecost. This feast, |
unlike most of the major Iiturgical
solemnities, does not celebrate a
particular event in the History of
Salvation. It commemorates this salvation itself. It
celebrates the truth that God is love and He desires all
generations to discover Him through Christ and
respond to His love. We can elicit such a response
more readily by contemplating the sufferings of Christ
for us. The pierced heart on the cross is a symbol of
this suffering. From it flowed ,blood and water, the
fountain of sacramental life in the Church” (Preface).
Memorial of the Immaculate Heart of the
Blessed Virgin Mary - June 17"
This memorial stems from the efforts of
St. John Eudes to inspire devotion to the Immaculate
Heart of Mary and occurs on the Saturday after the
2nd Sunday after Pentecost. In 1646, St. John Eudes,
won approval for a Mass of the Immaculate Heart of
Mary to be celebrated locally. In 1855 the
Congregation of Rites approved a Mass for the feast,
and in 1880 Leo XIII extended it to the whole diocese
of Rome. After the appearances of Mary to three
children at Fatima in 1917, Pius XII consecrated the
world to the Immaculate Heart of Mary in 1942. The
theme of this feast is becoming worthy temples of
God'’s glory through devotion to the Immaculate Heart.

“These two Sacraments were born together,”
wrote St. John Paul Il of the priesthood and the
Eucharist, “and their destiny is indissolubly linked
until the end of the world.”

The Eucharist is such a beautiful example of how
God, conscious of our limitations, bends to meet
us. He once came to us cloaked in the flesh, that
we might recognize Him. Now He comes as the
very means by which we nourish ourselves: food
and drink, the most familiar and comforting thing
in the world to us. How easy He makes it to fulfill
his command that we become one with Him.
How generous He is to make such a sacred thing
also accessible.

We can say the same of the priesthood, and of
the men He calls to its number. How generous
of Him to make such an accessible thing — our
sons, our brothers, our uncles, our cousins —
sacred. How generous of Him to allow these
human creations — who share in our own faults
— to be the means through which He comes to
us in the Eucharist.

Without the Eucharist, we would have no eternal
life. Without priests, we would have no Eucharist.
On this, the Solemnity of the Most Holy Body
and Blood of Christ, let’s give thanks for our
priests, and redouble our prayers that God will
send us good and holy ones — manna from
Heaven in our wandering exile.

Answer:
The first Communion class is filled with
excitement to the point of bursting!

They are just awestruck by every new
thing they learn about Jesus. Their
enthusiasm is contagious as they rattle
off the names of the things in church, the
vessels and vestments used at Mass, and
the names of their pastors and priests.
Of course, they know Christ can do
anything because he’s God. He comes to
us in holy Communion because he loves
us so much that he wants to be with us.
And he comes to us in the form of bread
and wine. We really receive him in the
Eucharist.

Sometimes it is easier to explain this

to children than to adults. Their faith
and trust in Jesus is not limited by the
guestions and doubts that often come
with the question of how he does it.
Rather, they focus on the question
“why,” and the answer is something
they can easily grasp: love. Christ
wants to be with us because he loves
us. Nothing is purer in truth or in faith.
Not even the theological explanation

of transubstantiation, or philosophical
reasoning or symbolic references, come
close. Christ takes on the form of bread
and wine to be simple and approachable,
so that no one is afraid or turned away.
His love for us is complete and total. We
try to love him the same way in return.
For a child, it is simple. For us adults,
we keep trying. “Unless you turn and
become like children, you will not enter
the kingdom of heaven” (Mt 18:3).
