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ADORATION OF THE BLESSED SACRAMENT

What is keeping YOU away from coming to
Adore the Blessed Sacrament? Is it fear? Time?
Embarrassment? Or you just dont understand what it
is, where it is or what to do when you're there? Then
my hope is you read this info I have put together and it
inspires YOU to be in the presence of our Lord for one
hour in our church on Tuesdays during this Year of the
Parish of the National Eucharistic Revival!

What is Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament OR
Eucharistic Adoration?

Well, Catholics believe that during the Mass
which we attend each week (for some of us daily!), the
priest during the consecration speaks these words as
he holds the communion host, ,,...He took bread and
gave you thanks. He broke the bread, gave it to his
disciples, and said. Take this all of you, and eat it: this
is my body which will be given up for you." When the
priest says , this is my body’, it is at that instant when,
through transubstantiation (I know, big word), the
miracle of the ,change of substance”, the bread and
wine which we offer as the sacrifice to our Lord truly
become the Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity of Jesus.
It is His true Presence in the form of bread and wine.
It is Christ!

Adoration is when the priest takes a
consecrated Host (such as the one described above)
and displays in a special holder called a monstrance.
Monstrance comes from the Latin ,monstrare”, which
means to show, to expose, or to view. (Our parish has
a really beautiful and dazzling gold-plated monstrance)
The monstrance is then placed in front of the
tabernacle (that ornate, gold-plated box with folding
doors used to hold consecrated hosts that sits behind
the priest when he stands at the altar) and/or on the
altar of the church for adoration.

What do you actually do during Adoration?

You may sign up to be an ,adorer” in the binder
on the table at the main entrance to the church, which
allows you to schedule yourself for one or more hours
on Tuesdays to pray before the very presence of Our
Lord, exposed in the monstrance. (The church
teachings specify that 2 or more people should be
present at all times during Eucharistic Adoration!) Make
this your time with Jesus to: recite your favorite
prayers (mine is the ,Memorare”); read the Bible; tell
Him something that made you happy - then listen;
contemplate acts of faith, hope, and charity; tell Him
something you are afraid of - then listen; make a list of
all the deceased members of your family and pray for
them; recite the Beatitudes; pray for your parish staff;
start a journal and write in it; count your blessings and
say a prayer of thanks; tell Him what angers you - then
listen; pray the rosary; meditate upon the stations of
the cross; talk with Him about work; pray for vocations.
You can also just sit and say nothing; simply keeping
Him company, just as you would with a dear friend.
Where and When?

In our church every Tuesday, immediately after
the 8:30 am Mass until 7:00 pm. Occasionally, there
may be a break from the normal schedule due to a
funeral Mass, but it is announced ahead of time.

So why don't you come to Adoration for just
one hour on Tuesdays and bring this bulletin page with
you in case you need a reminder as to why you came
and what to do! - Celena Strader
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r|Dear Parishioners and Friends,

Cardinal Claudio Hummes,
in an interview for the newspaper
"L'Osservatore Romano" of January
5, 2008, brought closer the
initiative of prayer for the
sanctification of priests in the
context of accusations directed
at the clergy. Referring to the
sexual abuse committed by the
= clergy, he said: “Problems have
always existed because we are all sinners after all.
However, attention has now been drawn to some
serious offences. Of course, they concern a very small
part of the clergy, less than 1 percent. The
overwhelming majority of the clergy had nothing to do
with such facts. However, all priests need spiritual help
to fulfill their mission in today's world.”

In this context, the Cardinal recalled the need
to pray for victims of abuse and to make reparation for
sins. He also reminded that all priests need spiritual
help to properly fulfill their priestly vocation. Cardinal
Hummes pointed to the need to pray for the vocations
and sanctity of priests. One of the forms is to promote
Eucharistic adoration among the faithful for the
intention of priests. The Eucharist is the source and
center of the Church's life. The point is that,
throughout the world, prayers are constantly being
made for the sanctity of priests and for vocations. The
Cardinal also explained the idea of spiritual adoption
undertaken by the faithful in various parts of the world.
In Poland, there is an initiative called the "“Betan
Mission to Support Priests.” A person who joins such
an initiative prays for a priest all his life, usually
anonymously.

Saint Matthew the Evangelist shows the
sensitivity of Jesus to the needs of the multitude of
people around him. Thus, he places the choice of the
apostles, as well as priestly and religious vocations in
the mystery of the Church. “Jesus, seeing the crowds
of people,” we read in today's Gospel, “felt sorry for
them, because they were harassed and abandoned,
like sheep without a shepherd.” The choice of the
apostles and the mission with which the Lord Jesus
sends them is an invitation to participate in His care for
human misery and the work of salvation: “Heal the
sick, raise the dead, cleanse lepers, drive out evil
spirits.” Therefore, the first and fundamental task of
priests in every age is to accompany the faithful in
their encounter with God. Pope Benedict XVI recalled
this when he met priests in the Warsaw Cathedral
during his pilgrimage to Poland. He said, “The faithful
expect only one thing from priests: they are specialists
in meeting man with God. A priest is not required to be
an expert in economics, construction, or politics. He is
expected to be an expert in spiritual life.”

What chance of success does Jesus' command,
“Ask the Lord of the harvest, therefore, to send out
laborers into his harvest,” have in the modern world?
Can the humble cry of the Son of God penetrate our
ears and hearts?

In October 2007, the Interia Internet portal
published a column under the eloguent title “Media
prostitution.” The author notes that for several years
there has been an increasing tendency to sell oneself
for a moment of fame. It is not just about sex
prostitution; it is about selling your whole self in the
name of fame and popularity. Authors and participants
of various programs, in the so-called “reality shows,”
outdo each other in who will shock the audience more
and in what way. It can be through behavior, clothing,
bad language, personal outbursts about sex and family
life. A legitimate question arises: Why do the
contestants of these shows sell themselves in front of
the cameras to become the idols of the crowds? “Good
taste,” writes the author of the column, “has long ago
ceased to be a criterion for evaluating famous people,
because in today's bored society you have to shock to
cause something more than a feeling of boredom.”

Looking at the whole phenomenon, which is a
constant circus attracting more and more people, one
can say that today a good job and a happy family are no
longer enough to achieve success in life. Today you must
be shocking to stand out, attract attention and exist.

One should be aware that such a lifestyle
stands in clear opposition to the path of vocation
proposed by Christ. Pope Paul VI, and Pope John Paul
II, criticized a society that chooses “to have” instead of
“to be.” Today, the emphasis has shifted to yet
another place, from “to be” to “to look.” We live in a
society ruled by marketing. Appearance rules people's
lives. Neither “to be” nor “to have” count as such. The
most important thing seems to be “to look,” to shine.
It does not matter that there is an existential
emptiness behind it.

Let us ask Christ that, staring at His face, we
would be able to hear His encouragement to fulfill our
vocation and to pray for those called to His service.

Today I want to thank my niece from Poland,
Marlena, who with her husband Daniel visited me and
gave me a pleasant surprise in connection with my
35th anniversary of priesthood. Their departure is
tomorrow, so I wish them a happy flight to Poland and
good memories from their stay in the United States
and our parish. God bless everyone who showed
them kindness and hospitality.

A Father s Day Blessing
Blessed iy the Father who lets
the Lord be his quiding harod,
Whose faith brings his family courage,
Wheose wisdom comes from Goo,
And whose children
still stand and honor him.

Happy Fathers Day to all fathers!

Father's Day was inaugurated in the United
States in the early 20" century to
complement Mother's Day in celebrating fathers,
fathering, and fatherhood. It was founded
in Spokane, Washington at the YMCA in 1910
by Sonora Smart Dodd, who was born in Arkansas. Its
first celebration was in the Spokane YMCA on June
19", 1910. Her father, the Civil War veteran William
Jackson Smart, was a single parent who raised his six
children there. After hearing a sermon about Anna
Jarvis's Mother's Day at Central Methodist Episcopal
Church in 1909, she told her pastor that fathers should
have a similar holiday honoring them. Although she
initially suggested June 5, her father's birthday, the
pastors of the Spokane Ministerial Alliance did not
have enough time to prepare their sermons, and the
celebration was deferred to the third Sunday of June.

President Calvin Coolidge recommended in
1924 that the day be observed by the nation, but
stopped short of issuing a national proclamation. Two
earlier attempts to formally recognize the holiday had
been defeated by Congress. In 1966, President Lyndon
B. Johnson issued the first presidential proclamation
honoring fathers, designating the third Sunday in June
as Father's Day.

What does it mean to be God’s “special
possession”? Our world is dominated by
things, objects, possessions. To say we are a
materialistic culture is an understatement. In that
context, it can be really hard to fully appreciate
the meaning of being “possessed” by God. |
have so many possessions, after all. | acquire
and discard them without thought. | am even
overwhelmed by them. Sometimes, it feels like
they possess me.

But then | think of the week after Christmas in

a house with small children. In that week, there
is always The Toy. The Toy that won the heart of
your child under the tree, The Toy to which they
emotionally attached themselves in a whirlwind
of twinkle lights and sugar cookies. For that one
week, The Toy is all there is. There were many
gifts, but The Toy is special, and there can only
be one.

So, what does it mean to be “possessed” by
God? What does it mean to be of his people? It
means you will be cherished and protected in

ways you do not deserve and cannot understand.

Question:

I’ve noticed that when | go to Mass at
different parishes, sometimes people say
and do different things. Why is that?

Answer:
he Mass in its current form has taken

chane ovar the colirce of 2 000 vears
shap or 2, Y
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Over time, traditions, structures, and
prayers have been put into place. There
are certain rubrics for the Mass that are
normative wherever you go. This means
you could attend Mass in Malawi or
Thailand or Italy and still watch the same
basic liturgy unfold, even if you don’t
understand the language. There may
be some cultural differences from place
to place, things that aren’t specifically
listed. For example, in the United States
most people go up for Communion in a
nice, neat line. In Europe, everyone gets
up around the same time. It’'s a bit of a
free-for-all!

Some people might take it upon
themselves to change things individually.
People may not like something that
feels too “liberal” or “conservative,” and
they may take a well-meaning stance

in the opposite direction. When people
(including the presiders) do things that
are distracting or change the liturgy, it
introduces an element that breaks the
unity of the assembled community. The
important thing to remember is that we
gather as the Body of Christ to celebrate
the Eucharist. If you are confused, ask! If
you are frustrated, pray for the spirit of
charity.

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Saints of the Week

St. Romuald (June 19) was born in Ravenna,
Italy, of a noble family. He was the founder of the
Camaldolese monks—one of the Italian branches of
the Benedictines—in which the eremitical life is
combined with life in community. Romuald's was one
of the strictest orders for men in the West. Members
live isolated in small huts, observing strict silence and
perpetual fasting, constantly praying or engaged in
manual labor. St. Romuald enjoyed the grace of
bringing sinners, particularly those of rank and power,
back to God. He died in 1027, after a life of prayer and
rigorous penance. When he died, he was a little over
seventy years; he had never used a bed, had always
sought out ways of practicing severe penances. The
saint loved to say, "Better to pray one psalm with
devotion and compunction than a hundred with
distraction." Patron: Camaldoli, Italy; Suwalki, Poland.
Happy feast day Deacon Ron!

St. Aloysius Gonzaga's (June 21) outstanding
quality was his radiant purity and the Church praises
this perfect innocence with the words, "Thou has
made him little less than the angels." He was baptized
in the womb, because his life was in danger, and he
made a vow of chastity at the age of nine. When he
was sixteen he joined the Society of Jesus and died at
the age of twenty-three in 1591 as a result of his
devoted nursing of the plague-stricken.
Patron: teenage children; teenagers; young people;
youth, AIDS care-givers; AIDS patients; Catholic youth;
Jesuit students; relief from pestilence; sore eyes.

St. Thomas More (June 22) was born in London,
England and his life was a rare synthesis of human
sensitivity and Christian wisdom. Described as "a man for
all seasons," More was a literary scholar, eminent lawyer,
gentleman, father of four children and chancellor of
England. An intensely spiritual man, he would not
support the king's divorce from Catherine of Aragon in
order to marry Anne Boleyn. Nor would he acknowledge
Henry as supreme head of the church in England,
breaking with Rome and denying the pope as head. More
was beheaded on Tower Hil, London, July 6, 1535.
Patron: Declared in 2000 by St. John Paul II patron of
statesmen and politicians; Adopted children; diocese of
Arlington, Virginia; civil servants; court clerks; difficult
marriages; large families; lawyers; diocese of Pensacola-
Tallahassee Florida; politicos; step-parents; widowers.

St. John Fisher (June 22) studied Theology in
Cambridge (England) and became Bishop of
Rochester. His friend, Thomas More, wrote of him,
T reckon in this realm no one man, in wisdom,
learning and long approved virtue together, meet to be
matched and compared with him." He and his friend
St. Thomas More gave up their lives in testimony to
the unity of the Church and to the indissolubility of
Marriage. In 1521 he was asked to study the problem
of Henry VIII's marriage. He incurred Henry's anger by
defending the validity of the king's marriage with
Catherine and later by rejecting Henry's claim to be
the supreme head of the Church of England. He was
condemned and executed, his body left to lie all day
on the scaffold and his head hung on London Bridge.
Patron: Those persecuted for the Faith.

Sw. Tomasz Morus - 22 czerwca

Tomasz Morus urodzit sie w Londynie w 1478
roku w rodzinie szlacheckiej. Odbyt studia prawnicze.
Za rzadéw Henryka VII , ktdremu sie sprzeciwit, byt
izolowany, jednak po wstgpieniu na tron Henryka VIII
cieszyt sie wielkg pomysInoscig, wtadca zas mianowat
go kanclerzem krolestwa.

Przeciwstawit sie krolowi, nie akceptujac
postulowanej przez witadce supremacji w kwestiach
religijnych. Pozostat wierny papiezowi przez co w roku
1535 zostat oskarzony o zdrade, wtrgcony do wiezienia
i stracony na szubienicy.
