Hans Urs von Balthasar,
one of the greatest theologians
of the 20th century said, “He
who does not listen to God first
has nothing to say to the
world.” The Sunday Eucharist
creates a perfect opportunity to
listen to the word of God and
calls us to humility. Jesus says,
- “Come to me, all you who labor
and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest. Take my
yoke upon you and learn from me, for I am meek and
humble in heart, and you will find rest for your
souls,” (Matthew 11:28-29).

The Scriptures show us the image of a humble
Jesus. The one of whom Zechariah will say, “He comes
to you, just and victorious. Humble, he rides on a
donkey, on a colt, the foal of a donkey,” (Zech 9:9). It
is Jesus, constantly concerned for us, who has left
examples of his mercy everywhere. It is Jesus who
resurrects, heals, and frees the enslaved. Sometimes
he does not even wait for the sick to be brought to him
but says, "I will come and heal him,” (Mt 8:7). Even at
the moment of his death, he cares for those around
him. He gives himself out of love. “For he is the
atoning sacrifice for our sins, and not only for ours but
also for the sins of the whole world,” (1 John 2:2). And
the humble remains with us in Holy Communion. Some
have even accused the Gospel of Jesus of bringing a
plague of humility into the world.

The idea of humility fascinated St. Francis of
Assisi, who used to exclaim, “Behold, brethren, the
humility of God!” Turning to God, he said, “You are
humility!” That is why in the “Solar Song” he made
water a symbol of humility. “Praise be to you, my Lord,
through Sister Water, who is useful and humble and
precious and pure.” Water is humble because it gives
itself away; it always descends until it reaches its
lowest point. Water always chooses the last place for
itself. In contrast to steam, which always strives
towards the top and is, therefore, rightly associated
with pride.

Humility not only does not only humble a
person, but it makes him real, authentic. Humble is the
one who walks on the earth, holds fast to the earth,
does not succumb to changing fashions, does not get
puffed up because of praise. He keeps telling himself
how St. Paul: "What have you that you have not
received? And if you have received it, why do you
boast as if you did not receive it?” (1 Corinthians 4:7).

John Paul II said, “The Kingdom of God has
been effectively prepared by those who humbly and
honestly do their work, not by striving for big things,
but giving themselves with daily trust to the little
things. Modesty and humility are rewarded in the
Kingdom of God. Meanwhile, in earthly matters, on the
contrary, careerism and dominance are often valued
more; the effects of this are obvious to all: rivalry,
injustice, dissatisfaction.”

A truly humble man can fight for the truth
because he is free himself. Only saints are truly

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magnanimous and courageous. How many of us,
explaining that we do not want to be trampled on, do
not notice that we are still trampling on others! What
should our humility look like? Jan Dobraczynski
presented his motto in “Letters of Nikodem,” “Do your
job and disappear. Burn out like a lamp to the last
drop of oil...and regret nothing.”

I want to thank Jen and Brian McMillan for
donating a beautiful statue of the Sacred Heart of
Jesus for our parish St. John Paull II Hall. May His
Heart be generous to donors and our entire parish.

I hope you all enjoyed your long Independence
Day weekend. Summer holidays have started for
children and youth. Try to use this free time from
studying in a wise and sensible way. Remember that
there may be time off from learning religion, but never
from the Lord. May He always be with and guide us all
safely along the paths of our lives, so that we do not
get lost and arrive safely at the port of our final
meeting with Him in eternity.

The Passionflower

Spanish missionaries named the stunningly unique bloom we know as the
passionflower. These missionaries traveled far from their homes, far from everything they
knew, to bring the Light of Christ to the pagan peoples of the Americas. They met with
every kind of hardship—from hunger to death to hardened hearts—but little by little, their
work bore fruit and the Faith spread upon the new continents.

One of the things which encouraged the missionaries in their work was an
elaborate, medium-sized flower they encountered. The flower clambered about on long,
leafy vines, spreading a sweet fragrance in the air. It was primarily purple, with spiky
filaments standing up about a little crown of anthers and stigma; its leaves unfurled into
three points.

The missionaries, seeing the flower, took heart: it reminded them of Christ’s Passion and the compelling
reason they were toiling about in moist jungles, looking for souls. This is what they saw in the physical aspects of
the flower and its plant:

Purple: the color of penance and sacrifice
Five sepals and five petals: the ten Apostles who neither betrayed Our Lord like Judas nor publicly
denied Him like Peter (note that the missionaries weren’t trying to slur Peter—who, unlike Judas,
repented and became a great saint!)
Three stigma: the nails piercing Jesus’ hands and feet
Five anthers: His five wounds
Circlet of corona filaments: the crown of the thorns
Three-pointed leaves: the Holy Trinity
Vine: God'’s attachment to the earth
The missionaries used this flower to teach people about the Passion. They sent descriptions of this
miraculous plant back home. The Spanish people came to know it as “The Flower of the Five Wounds.” Since then,
the flower’s name in almost every language has reflected its beautiful representation of the Passion.

“My yoke is easy and my burden is light,” says
the man hanging from a cross. And if we only
went on what we see with our eyes — flesh
driven through by nails and sword, swellen from

beating and inches from expiration — it would
seem like a joke.

I’ll tell you something we all know: this life on
earth is hard. It’s either too long or it’s too short.
It’s frequently painful. It’s riddled with problems
that seem to make no sense. It is, as Dickens
wrote, “made of ever so many partings welded
together.”

But it’s also shockingly, senselessly beautiful.
It is full of physical experiences of love, joy,
and peace that are so powerful they leave you
breathless.

It is both these things — good and bad, hard and
wonderful, just as we are both body and soul,
spirit and flesh.

No one knows the Father except the Son, who
entered into our bodily existence to free us from
enslavement to it. No one knows the Son except
the Father, and the means by which they know
one another — the love passing between them,
the Third Person himself — has been shared
with us, has made its dwelling within us through
baptism.
