f|Dear Parishioners and Friends,
The figure of Peter the
Apostle emerges from today's

Gospel passage to the
forefront. How different s
Peter's attitude from the

previous Sunday's Gospel. A
week ago, we heard about
Peter, who bravely confesses
his faith, "You are the
= Messiah, the Son of the living
God." And he hears Christ's answer, “You are Peter, a
rock and on this rock, I will build my Church, and the
gates of hell will not prevail against it.”

Today, we see a completely different Peter.
Christ speaks of his own suffering, that he will be
killed and on the third day he will rise again. Peter's
reaction is very human and may even surprise us,
“Lord, may God protect you! It will never come to
you.” Jesus' response is sharp, “Get behind me, Satan!
You are a hindrance to me, because you do not think
of what is divine, but of what is human.” This dialogue
between the Master and the disciple was the beginning
that would shape our everyday Christian life. In short,
it is about the Cross.

Almost all religions except Christianity, says the
great contemporary theologian Hans Urs von Balthasar,
have as their central question: how can man avoid
suffering? They try to do this through a stoic attitude,
by breaking out of the vicious circle of successive
incarnations, by immersing themselves in meditation.
On the contrary, Christ became Man in order to suffer.
And anyone who wants to hinder Him is a hindrance to
Him.

Suffering is part of our everyday life. Just like
the sin that lies at the root of all suffering. And it was
Christ through the Cross who showed the world, and
first the Church, that suffering does not have to be
senseless. Adam and Eve, expelled from Paradise,
experience suffering without knowing it before. Job
sees that it is possible to suffer alone, even though this
suffering is not a punishment for one's sins. Later, in
the prophet Isaiah, we see the suffering Servant of
Yahweh suffering for the sins of others. Isaiah's
prophecy will be fulfilled in the life and mission of
Jesus.

Suffering united with the cross of Jesus not
only makes sense but is the surest way to salvation. “If
anyone wants to come after me, let him deny himself,
take up his cross and follow me. For whoever wants to
save his life will lose it, and whoever loses his life for
my sake will find it.” But here it is important to warn
one of the Fathers of the Church not to make an idol
out of suffering itself: “Do not think that suffering
alone can save man. The Lord shows that the reason
why a person accepts suffering is also important: in
the eyes of God, only suffering is valuable that is the
imitation of Christ,” (St. John Chrysostom).

The prophet Jeremiah, presented today in the
first reading, is put to the test. The mission of
preaching the Word of God, which is the vocation of
the prophet, requires the servant to imitate his Lord.
That is why it is misunderstood and often ridiculed.
"I have become a daily laughingstock, everyone mocks
me.”

Today, I am addressing all our sick, often
suffering physically and sometimes spiritually. Try to
unite your suffering with the suffering of Christ.
I, Deacon Ron and our ministers of care are ready to
visit you and bring you the Eucharistic Jesus at your
request. Just call the parish office and report the need.
We can bring you Jesus on the first Fridays of the
month or even more often. We remember you during
Mass and in our personal prayers. May Jesus be with
you and give you strength and help you understand
the meaning of your suffering.

Once again, thank you very much to everyone
who supports our parish with their prayers and
sacrifice. We are in the process of renovating Ward
Hall and preparing the St. Faustina Parish Center for
the new school year of our REF Program and Stanislaw
Cholewinski Polish School. We are also in the process
of reupholstering and fixing all the kneelers in our
church. Unfortunately, the kneelers in the pews
are ripped and damaged - wear and tear over time,
and I have often been asked when we will be able to
fix them. Thanks to the kindness and generosity of
Anna and Bronislaw Rubis, who decided to reupholster
them without seeking recompense, we will soon be
able to see and kneel on the beautifully renewed
kneelers. It is a tedious and expensive job. I am all the
more grateful to Mr. and Mrs. Rubis for their kindness
and generosity. I am also grateful to Mr. Jan Trzpit,
who disassembled and painted the metal parts of the
kneelers. I hope you all like the new electronic vigil
lights. Once again, thank you very much to Mrs. Anna
Czerwien for sponsoring these vigil lights loving
memory her late husband, +Karol Czerwien. I would
like to thank everyone who was involved in fabricating
and assembling the entire unit: Mr. Marcin Michalek,
Mr. Wiladyslaw Dziadkowiec, Mr. Jozef Czerwien,
Mr. Andrzej Fryzlewicz, Mr. Wojciech Cikowski,
Mr. Krzysztof Lesnicki, Mr. Tomasz Lesnicki, Mr. Rafal
Szaflarski, Mr. Jan Trzpit.

An Invitation To Come And See!

RCIA stands for Rite of Christian Initiation for
Adults. It is the Catholic Church’s way of initiating new
members. RCIA is much more than a program. It is a
learning and loving process in which conversion of the
heart brings one to Jesus Christ.

RCIA is an opportunity for:
* an adult who has never been baptized;
* an adult who was baptized in another denomination
or faith tradition;
* an adult who is baptized Catholic but would like to
complete his or her Sacraments of Initiation (receive
fthe Eucharist/celebrate your First Holy Communion,
celebrate your Confirmation).

On Sunday, September 10%, 2023, our
[parish will begin the RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation
of Adults) process with the period of iniquiry and
questioning - there is no formal commitment at this
time. The only requirement at this point is the desire to
explore one's relationship with God through the
Catholic Faith. In a supportive group setting, we will
learn about the teachings of the Catholic Faith, share
stories, and journey together toward greater intimacy
with our God through the reception of the Sacraments.

Sometimes, as Catholics, we may forget to
offer this information to others who may be interested
in becoming Catholic. We just assume that if they are
interested, they will find their own way, however,
extending an invitation to spouses, relatives, friends
and neighbors, in a gentle way, might be just the
opportunity that they are waiting for. While they may
be ready, they may not be sure how to make an
inquiry. If they are not ready yet, you may have
planted a seed that will grow and bloom into a decision
some time in the future.

Consider inviting those:
* who may be searching;
* those who have never been baptized as Christians;
* those who have been baptized in another Christian
faith tradition and are now interested in our Catholic
faith;
* those who were baptized in our Catholic Faith but did
[not receive First Communion, and/or Confirmation.

Choosing the Cross
I’ve been called a lot of things in my life, but I've
never been called “Satan,” at least not to my face.

It seems to me the worst name you could call a
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of Jesus. It’s just one of the many small reminders
strewn throughout Scripture that Jesus preaches
meekness, but he is not mild — not when mildness
serves No purpose, anyway.

And here, when Peter is trying to deter Jesus
from making the right choice, mildness serves no
purpose at all.

Can we blame Peter? | certainly can’t. I’'m sure |
would have said the same thing to my own dear
friend. He is, in today’s Gospel, wholly unwilling to
embrace the cross — he’s afraid of it, even — but
aren’t we all, in the end, afraid of our cross? | am.
It’s no sin, it’s only human. Fear is natural. Self-
preservation is a reflex.

What Christ speaks of today is a choice, one we are
all faced with, again and again, just as Peter is. We
will not always respond perfectly; Peter does not
respond well today. He does not respond well on
Holy Thursday.

But on his last day, on the day of the ultimate
choice? On that day, he chooses the cross.

We marvel at first responders who put themselves
in harm’s way for the sake of others, because to do
so is not human, it is divine. | have to believe that
if even a firefighter’s loved one threw themselves
in his way, he would still charge toward the flames,
crying, “Get behind me.”

Christ runs into the burning building for us, shaking
off not only his own fear (and he had it, | promise
you — he was human, too) but the fear of everyone
who loved him.

teachings in resources like the Catechism
of the Catholic Church and the United

States Catholic Catechism for Adults,
there are still many people who are
confused about what the Church teaches
regarding the tragic reality of suicide.

While we hold that all life is sacred, we
are also all-too aware that psychological,
emotional, and even physical illness — as
well as extreme anxiety, fear, and abuse
— can lead individuals to take their own
lives. Speaking to this, the United States
Catholic Catechism for Adults reflects,
“Although suicide is always objectively
sinful, one should not despair of the
eternal salvation of persons who have
taken their own lives. By ways known

to him alone, God can provide the
opportunity for salutary repentance.

The Church prays for persons who have
taken their own lives” (pg. 294). The text
also states the reality of illness or other
extreme influences can “diminish the
responsibility of one committing suicide”
(pg. 293).

Parishes and grief support groups should
show special care and concern for those
families that have lost a loved one to
suicide. And communities should always
try to be mindful of those who might be
at risk of suicide or self-harm.

If someone is contemplating suicide,
please know that help is available,
including the National Suicide Prevention
Lifeline (988).
