fIDear Parishioners and Friends,

In this Sunday's
passage from the Gospel of
Luke, Jesus Christ warns us
against the well-known sin of
envy. One of the vineyard
owners goes to the
marketplace five times to hire

workers to work in his
vineyard.  Although these
= workers started at different

times, when they were paid in the evening, they
received the same amount as those who had worked
since dawn. Let's try to imagine the happy faces of
some of those lucky people and the sad faces of the
others with envy. The matter at hand was the owner's
excessive generosity towards those who started
working in the vineyard later in the day.

So what is envy? On the one hand, it is a
negative feeling and sadness at another person’s
success and, at the same time, joy at their misfortune.
Someone found and rented a better apartment at a
cheaper rate, another got a better job, someone
managed to win the competition. And someone
standing on the side, seemingly uninterested, cannot
look at this because it hurts their eyes, and it hurts
their heart. Such scenarios from life happen every day,
you don’t need to look far around you to see anger,
hostility, and hatred. In moral terms, it is one of the
deadly sins because it gives rise to other sins. But does
anyone still remember this? Is it a bad thing to make
money or be successful? For an envious person —
absolutely and it's beyond understanding for them. An
envious person desires evil for others, and desires
other people's good for themself. The basis of envy is
putting oneself at the center, the inability to desire
good for others, the inability to love. Envy is when you
want something that someone else has, like money or
fame. Jealousy is when you fear losing something that
you already have, like a relationship or attention.
Jealousy is about always wanting more and never
being satisfied; it leads to coveting.

Modern people are highly stimulated and
motivated by envy, presenting unhealthy ambitions as
healthy competition. So how can we distinguish
healthy ambition, positive motivation, and diligence
from envy? This probably won't be difficult if we know
ourselves well. If we implement our ideas, plans and
dreams, if our actions are consistent with our value
system, we are not at risk of suffering from envy. It
will simply be a waste of our strength and time. But if
we suddenly realize that the motive behind our actions
is the desire to be equal to someone, to beat them, to
gain more - even though we don't really need it, that's
sick envy.

Christian spiritual tradition recommends some
interesting solutions to those who want to overcome
envy. For example, someone may make a selfless

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gesture and make someone else happy. Another - read
the New Testament and the Writings of the Fathers of
the Church and biographies of saints to taste how
beautiful selfless love is. For those who are persistent,
there remains prayer for those whom they hate and
envy, as well as trying to develop gentleness towards
them. It is worth examining your conscience today.
Referring to Jesus' teaching, we ask: Do I feel sad or
angry when I see my loved ones, colleagues and
friends who are more talented than me, richer, better
dressed or more athletic? Do I remember that the
Good God has not spared me of His talents and gifts,
which I must constantly develop with the help of His
supporting grace?

Recently, our only keyboard instrument,
located in the Parish Center, broke down. If any of you
have an electronic keyboard or an upright piano at
home and would like to donate it to the parish, I would
be very grateful to you. If any of you have hosta plants
in your garden that have overgrown and could be
separated, and you would like to share them with the
parish, please let me know. I would be happy to show
you where you can plant them on the parish property.
I would like to thank Mr. Tadeusz Gancarczyk and
Mr. Stefan Drozd for planting beautiful white hortensia
bushes (a type of hydrangea) in front of the church
and the rectory. May the Merciful Lord reward
everyone for all their kindness and sacrifice. God bless!

Two Archdiocese of Chicago Auxiliary Bishops
Retire, Interim Vicars Appointed

Pope Francis announced on Tuesday,
September 19, 2023, that he has accepted the
resignations of Archdiocese of Chicago Auxiliary
Bishops, Joseph N. Perry and Andrew P. Wypych. Perry
is 75, the age at which canon law requires bishops to
submit their resignation to the pope. Wypych, 68, has
resigned for health reasons.

“"We are blessed to have had the service of
Bishops Perry and Wypych for so many years. They
have made significant contributions to the life of the
Church both as priests and as episcopal vicars, and
I am grateful for their ministry,” said Cardinal Blase J.
Cupich, archbishop of Chicago. “I am particularly
pleased that Bishop Perry will continue in his pivotal
role as diocesan postulator for the canonization cause
of Venerable Augustus Tolton.”

Cardinal Cupich has announced that Bishop
Kevin M. Birmingham, formerly episcopal vicar of
Vicariate IV, will replace Perry as episcopal vicar of
Vicariate VI. In addition, Cardinal Cupich has appointed
two priests, Fr. Marek Smolka and Fr. William Corcoran
as interim vicars of Vicariates IV and V, respectively.

Smolka, a native of Poland,
was ordained a priest for the
Archdiocese of Chicago in May of
2014 by Archbishop Francis Cardinal
George. He has served as associate
pastor of St. Francis Borgia Parish
and Holy Name Cathedral, both in
Chicago. Father Smolka is now
pastor at St. Francis Borgia Parish, dean of Deanery IV
-D and coordinator of the Polish Ministry Council.

Corcoran, a native of
Evergreen Park, was ordained a
priest for the Archdiocese of Chicago
in May of 1981 by Archbishop John
Cardinal Cody. He has served as
associate pastor of Sacred Heart
Parish in Palos Hills and St. John
Fisher Parish in Chicago. He was
pastor at St. Linus Parish in Oak Lawn and is currently
pastor of St. Elizabeth Seton Parish in Orland Hills and
dean of Deanery V-E. Father Corcoran has been a
faculty member at Quigley Preparatory Seminary South
Niles College and Archbishop Quigley Preparatory
Seminary.

Feast of the Archangels -
Sts. Michael, Gabriel & Raphael - September 29"

The liturgy celebrates the Feast of Saints
Michael, Gabriel and Raphael, archangels who are
venerated in the tradition of the Church. Michael
(Who is like God) was the archangel who fought
against Satan and all his evil angels, defending all the
friends of God. He is the protector of all humanity from
the snares of the devil. Patron: Against temptations;
against powers of evil; artists; bakers; bankers; battle;
boatmen; cemeteries; coopers; endangered children;
dying; Emergency Medical Technicians; fencing;
grocers; hatmakers; holy death; knights; mariners;
mountaineers; paramedics; paratroopers; police
officers; radiologists; sailors; the sick; security forces;
soldiers; against storms at sea; swordsmiths; those in
need of protection. Gabriel (Strength of God)
announced to Zachariah the forthcoming birth of John
the Baptist, and to Mary, the birth of Jesus. His
greeting to the Virgin, "Hail, full of grace," is one of
the most familiar and frequent prayers of the
Christian people. Patron: Ambassadors; broadcasting;

childbirth;  clergy;  communications;  diplomats;
messengers; philatelists; postal workers; public
relations; radio workers; secular clergy; stamp

collectors; telecommunications. Raphael (Medicine of
God) is the archangel who took care of Tobias on his
journey. Patron: Blind; bodily ills; counselors;
druggists; eye problems; guardian angels;
happy meetings; healers; health inspectors; health
technicians; love; lovers; mental illness; nurses;
pharmacists; physicians; shepherds; against sickness;
therapists; travelers; young people; young people
leaving home for the first time.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church teaches
us that, "The existence of the spiritual, non-corporeal
beings that Sacred Scripture usually calls "angels" is a
truth of faith. The witness of Scripture is as clear as
the unanimity of Tradition" (#328).

"In her liturgy, the Church joins with the
angels to adore the thrice-holy God. She invokes their
assistance (in the funeral liturgy's In Paradisum
deducant te angeli. . .["May the angels lead you into
Paradise. . ."]). Moreover, in the "Cherubic Hymn" of
the Byzantine Liturgy, she celebrates the memory of
certain angels more particularly (St. Michael,
St. Gabriel, St. Raphael, and the guardian
angels)" (#335).

Angels are pure, created spirits. The name
angel means servant or messenger of God. Angels are
celestial or heavenly beings, on a higher order than
human beings. Angels have no bodies and do not
depend on matter for their existence or activity. They
are distinct from saints, which men can become.
Angels have intellect and will, and are immortal. They
are a vast multitude, but each is an individual person.
Archangels are one of the nine choirs of angels listed
in the Bible. In ascending order, the choirs or classes
are 1) Angels, 2) Archangels, 3) Principalities,
4) Powers, 5) Virtues, 6) Dominations, 7) Thrones,
8) Cherubim, and 9) Seraphim.

| have been working since | was 17, and in that time,
I’'ve encountered my fair share of bosses who don’t
like being, well, fair.

There was the retail gig that paid me less than the
official minimum wage because | was a minor and
scheduled me for long shifts because it meant
cheaper labor. There was the restaurant manager
who tried to convince me to leave seventh period
early so | could waitress on a busy dinner shift
(totally illegal, by the way). There was the unpaid
internship with the editor who had no sense of
work/life balance.

Our resumes are all full of these experiences — it’s
capitalism, after all. It conditions us to look out for
ourselves, because we know no one else will. And
it breeds an attitude of suspicion that often blooms
into jealousy when we encounter the reckless
mercy of God.

Most of us work hard for what we have in this life,
and so we make the mistake of thinking we deserve
the good things that come our way.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:
Why are Catholic and Protestant Bibles
different?

Answer:

Since the earliest days of the Church,
Christians used a Greek translation of the
Old Testament known as the Septuagint.
This collection of the texts of the Hebrew
Scriptures included 46 books. At the
time of the Protestant Reformation in
the 1500s, the Protestant reformers
began to create their own translations

of the Bible (into local languages) and
some began to question why the Jewish
Scriptures would have included texts
that were written in Greek, because,

they assumed, the only valid Jewish
Scriptures would have been written in
Hebrew. And so, they decided to remove
seven books from the Old Testament:
Baruch, Sirach, 1 and 2 Maccabees, Tobit,
Judith and Wisdom (as well as portions
of the Books of Daniel and Esther). This
means that the Protestant Old Testament
only includes 39 books, while Catholic
Bibles continue to include those original
46 books. Both Catholic and Protestant
Bibles include 27 books and letters in the
New Testament.

archaniot Michat wystapit przeciwko niemu jako
pierwszy wypowiadajac stowa: ,Ktéz jak Bog”.
Archaniot Michat kilkakrotnie objawial sie na
ziemi. Gdéra Gargano w potudniowych Wioszech byta
miejscem jego 4 objawien. Do pierwszego z nich
doszto w V wieku. Wtedy archaniot Michat objawit sie
$w. Wawrzyncowi. Przemoéwit do niego nastepujgcymi
stowami: ,Ja jestem Michat Archaniot, stojacy przed
obliczem Boga. Grota jest mnie poswiecona; ja sam
jestem jej straznikiem. Tam, gdzie sie otwiera skata,
bedg przebaczone grzechy ludzkie.
