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Dear Parishioners and Friends,

“"Man does not live by
bread alone, but by every
word that proceeds from the
mouth of God,” (cf. Mt 4:4b).
The Word of God introduces
us to the scenery of Lent.
It shows Jesus' duel with
Satan, the enemy who will
oppose Jesus at every step.
= The devil tempts Jesus in the
desert this way: Show me something, prove yourself,
to deserve the title of the Son of God in my eyes.

The fight between good and evil continues
today. It involves both wrestling with our own sinful
tendencies and rejecting Satan and his seductive
advances. This truth is well illustrated by Patryk Vega's
film entitled "Devil's Eyes” (2021). This well-known
director released a shocking documentary online about
child trafficking in Poland and other European
countries. He talked, among others, with a mother who
wanted to sell her child and with a child trafficker.
Mr. Vega managed to save the child that the woman
wanted to sell. She placed the child under the care of a
Catholic organization that deals with child adoption. At
the end of the film, the director delivers a significant
monologue with a deep message. "A man has no
chance against the devil because the devil is a million
times more intelligent than us. We are dealing with a
monstrous, manipulative, ruthless force. But when a
person is close to God, the devil has no chance. And
then he roars furiously like a lion because he knows he
has already lost.”

Mercy is a particularly creative test of this love
that “does not allow itself to be overcome by evil but
overcomes evil with good.” It is also a measure set
against evil, which shows that evil does not win the
final victory. God reminded the world of the message
of God's mercy through the life and mission of Saint
Faustina, whom John Paul II called “God's gift for our
times.” On February 22, 1931, the first Sunday of Lent,
26-year-old Faustina had her first apparition of Merciful
Jesus. In her spiritual “Diary” she wrote down Jesus'
call: “Paint a picture according to the drawing you see,
with the caption: Jesus, I trust in You. I want this
image to be venerated first in your chapel and
throughout the world,” (Diary 47). “I promise that the
soul who worships this image will not perish. I also
promise, already here on earth, victory over the
enemies, especially at the hour of death. I, myself, will
defend it as my glory,” (Diary 48).

Jesus' desire to paint the image was fulfilled by
Blessed Rev. Michal Sopocko, who commissioned it to
be painted by a Vilnius painter, prof. Eugeniusz
Kazimirowski, in 1934, during the stay of Saint
Faustina in Vilnius and according to her instructions.
Since September 2005, the image has been venerated
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in the Sanctuary of Divine Mercy in Vilnius. The image
of the merciful Jesus is the instrument through which
Jesus distributes graces and the vessel through which
people draw these graces from the source of Mercy.
It is also a sign that recalls the call to practice mercy
through deed, word, and prayer (Diary 742). I am very
happy that in our Parish, St. Faustina shows us all,
who come to church, the image of Merciful Jesus, the
source of all graces.

Following the example of Jesus who fought the
devil in the desert, empowered by the Spirit of God,
we are to resist the enemy through prayer and
perseverance. And to constantly remind ourselves that
“man does not live by bread alone, but by every word
that comes from the mouth of God,” (cf. Mt 4:4b).

As you may have noticed, we have installed
another stained-glass window, this time sponsored by
the St. Faustina Polish Club. May God bless the Club
for their donation.

I would like to thank Mrs. Zofia Bobak for
sponsoring a foosball table for the altar servers, and
Mr. Mateusz Zarycki, who took care of the purchase
and assembly of this table. I hope that being an altar
server will be even more attractive now. Thank you
very much to Mrs. Maria Borzecki and Deacon Ron
Morowczynski for guiding the altar servers. I would like
to thank all the parents who support Deacon Ron,
Maria, and the altar servers with their commitment.
May the Lord bless and reward all sponsors for their
generosity. I would like to ask all of our servers to try
to participate regularly in Holy Masses and services
during Lent.

After years of hidden life, during which he was
preparing for this mission, after baptism in the Jordan,
the Lord Jesus goes to the desert.

It is in this
context that Jesus prepares to deliver his first
message. It will contain a very important message.
The time has come to an end, the climax of the history
of salvation has arrived, announced for centuries. The
kingdom of God is coming, that is, the victory of God,
which will be achieved through the suffering, death
and resurrection of Jesus. In order to become a part of
God's reign, one must convert and believe in the
Gospel preached by Jesus. The call is very clear. It's
up to each person whether they take it.

Lord Jesus, during this time of fasting and
penance, I once again want to make an effort to
convert my heart and change my life. Make Your
victory the beginning of my new life. Amen.

The Chair of Peter - February 22

February 22 we celebrate a feast with an
unusual name, The Chair of Saint Peter the Apostle.

But we are not really celebrating a piece of
furniture; we are honoring what the chair symbolizes.
The chair itself does have a history. St. Peter is often
considered the first Bishop of Rome. Today the pope is
regarded as the Bishop of Rome. The physical Chair of
Peter is in the basilica of St. Peter in Rome. Some of
the wood in the chair is believed to be preserved from
the time when Peter himself sat in it. You can see a
picture of this chair, now beautifully decorated, on the
Internet.

The significance of this feast is not the chair
itself but what it symbolizes. A person who holds a
position of authority and leadership in an organization
is often referred to as its chair. The person who sits in
the leadership chair holds great responsibility. In
Matthew 's Gospel (16:13-19) we read that Jesus told
Peter that he would build his church upon Peter and
give him the "keys to the kingdom of heaven." Every
pope since Peter has had the responsibility to continue
to lead the Church in the footsteps of Christ. The pope
is to care for all people, following the example of Jesus
the Good Shepherd (see 1 Peter 5:1-4).

Every bishop has a chair from which he preaches
and presides. The Latin word for this chair is cathedra,
from which we derive the English "cathedral," the home
church of the bishop of each diocese. Do you know the
name of your bishop, archbishop, or cardinal, and the
name of your cathedral?

Lesson #1: Holy Water by Rev. Francis J.
Hoffman, JCD, aka: Fr. Rocky

The first thing you do when you walk into a

Catholic church is bless yourself with holy water.
As you enter the church, look for the holy water font
near the entrance and bless yourself with the Holy
Water as you quietly say, “In the name of the Father,
and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.” This
little ritual reminds us of our baptism — that’s why the
font is near the door of the church because we
‘entered the Church through baptism.’

At the same time, this gesture is also a
sacramental and can absolve us of our venial sins and
protect us from the devil. As St. Teresa of Avila said,
“Nothing drives away the devil faster than holy water.”
Blessing yourself with holy water as you enter the
church will remind you that you are in a sacred place
for a sacred time.

Lesson #2: Genuflection

After you bless yourself with holy water, you
make a genuflection.

“"At the name of Jesus, every knee must
bend” (Philippians 2:10). That's what Saint Paul wrote to
the Philippians years ago, and that's why we bend our
right knee and make a genuflection to the tabernacle
where Jesus Christ is truly present before we enter our
pew to sit down. Men also take off their hats.

The tabernacle containing the Most Blessed
Sacrament should be clearly visible, and it’s usually in
the center of the sanctuary up front. Look for the little
vigil light with a candle burning next to it.

When the Mass begins, the priest and ministers
also make a genuflection, unless the tabernacle is off
to the side, then they bow to the altar and Crucifix as
a sign of reverence.

And did you know that reverence is the
beginning of wisdom, because we acknowledge with
humility that God is great?

1ST SUNDAY OF LENT
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Lent and the Flood

| would bet money that somewhere in your church
this Lent, there’s a bare tree branch draped in purple
fabric and an empty bowl filled with rocks.

I'm not poking fun, the desert imagery that surrounds
the season of Lent isn’t a cliché — or if it is, it's only
because cliches are essentially true. Lent is the
dessert. Lent is the wilderness. Lent is the time of less.

But what if Lent was also the flood?

It seems counterintuitive, floods are excessive, and we
don’t think of Lent as a time for superabundance. Lent
is when we limit experiences outside of ourselves in
order to limit proclivities within ourselves. Lent is not
a time for anything to be washing over us, consuming
us, carrying us away on a tide.

Unless...it is.

Consider the flood of the Old Testament. An act of
destruction, yes, but also an act of purification. An
endurance test for the soul, an epic trust fall exercise
between God and Noah in which Noah had to ride
the literal waves, clinging to life as God wiped away
everything familiar. Everything sinful.

In Lent, we relinquish our weaknesses and our
infirmities to the flood. It’s frightening, certainly. But
it’s also exciting. Because just as the flood destroys
everything, it also makes everything possible. It is a
baptism.

Lent, like the flood, makes the world new.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:
What do the colors of the priest’s and
deacon’s vestments mean?

Answer:
In the Roman Rite of the Catholic Church,

the colors of the vestments evolved over
the course of several centuries and there
was wide variation both in the colors
used, and in the feasts and seasons
associated with particular colors. It was
Pope Innocent Il (d. 1216) who gave us
the basic outline that was later prescribed
by Pope Saint Pius V in 1570. The various
colors remind us of the dominant themes
of a particular season or celebration.

* White: Used for the seasons
of Christmas and Easter and in
celebrations of the Lord, of Mary,
the angels, and saints who were
not martyrs. This color is also
used in Masses for the dead, at
baptisms, weddings and other festive
celebrations.

¢ Red: As the color of both blood and
fire, red is used on Palm Sunday and
Good Friday, as well as Pentecost and
special celebrations of the Holy Spirit.
Moreover, red is used on the feasts and
memorials of the Apostles and those
saints who died as martyrs.

* Violet: The color for Advent and Lent.
Violet may also be used in Masses
for the dead and on All Souls Day
(November 2).

* Green: A color of life and hope, green is
used throughout Ordinary Time.

Other colors: Rose may be used on the
Third Sunday of Advent and the Fourth
Sunday of Lent, black may be used in
Masses of the dead and on All Souls Day,
gold or silver may be used on solemn
occasions in place of white, red, or green.

1ST SUNDAY OF LENT



Fast & Abstinence FAQ's

Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are obligatory days of fasting and abstinence for
Catholics. In addition, Fridays during Lent are obligatory days of abstinence.

For members of the Latin Catholic Church, the norms on fasting are obligatory
from age 18 until age 59. When fasting, a person is permitted to eat one full meal, as
well as two smaller meals that together are not equal to a full meal. The horms concerning
abstinence from meat are binding upon members of the Latin Catholic Church from age
14 onwards.

Members of the Eastern Catholic Churches are to observe the particular law of
their own swi/ juris Church.

If possible, the fast on Good Friday is continued until the Easter Vigil (on Holy
Saturday night) as the "paschal fast" to honor the suffering and death of the Lord Jesus
and to prepare ourselves to share more fully and to celebrate more readily his
Resurrection.

I understand that Catholics ages 18 to 59 should fast on Ash Wednesday and
on Good Friday, but what exactly are the rules for these fasts?

Fasting on these days means we can have only one full, meatless meal. Some
food can be taken at the other regular mealtimes if necessary but combined they should
be less than a full meal. Liquids are allowed at any time, but no solid food should be
consumed between meals.

I understand that all the Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence from meat, but
I'm not sure what is classified as meat. Does meat include chicken and dairy
products?

Abstinence laws consider that meat comes only from animals such as chickens,
cows, sheep or pigs --- all of which live on land. Birds are also considered meat.
Abstinence does not include meat juices and liquid foods made from meat. Thus, such
foods as chicken broth, consommé, soups cooked or flavored with meat, meat gravies or
sauces, as well as seasonings or condiments made from animal fat are technically not
forbidden. However, moral theologians have traditionally taught that we should abstain
from all animal-derived products (except foods such as gelatin, butter, cheese and eggs,
which do not have any meat taste). Fish are a different category of animal. Salt and
freshwater species of fish, amphibians, reptiles, (cold-blooded animals) and shellfish are
permitted.

Are there exemptions other than for age from the requirement to fast on Ash
Wednesday and Good Friday?

Those that are excused from fast and abstinence outside the age limits include the
physically or mentally ill including individuals suffering from chronic illnesses such as
diabetes. Also excluded are pregnant or nursing women. In all cases, common sense
should prevail, and ill persons should not further jeopardize their health by fasting.



Fact of Faith
WHY IS LENT FORTY DAYS?

The Lenten season is a time of preparation for the liturgical celebration of the suffering, Death, and Resurrection
of Christ. Many Catholics spend that time on the three practices of Lent: prayer, fasting, and almsgiving. It
is also a time to participate in the Sacrament of Penance and Reconciliation.

The season of Lent lasts from Ash Wednesday until the evening of Holy Thursday. If Sundays are excluded
from the count, the season lasts forty days. The forty-day length of Lent is rooted in the biblical usage of the
number forty. Forty is typically indicative of a time of testing, trial, penance, purification, and renewal. In
the New Testament, forty days is the length of Jesus’ time of trial in the desert in preparation for his public

ministry, proclaiming the Gospel.

Mark 1:12-15

The Spirit drove Jesus out into the desert,
and he remained in the desert for forty days,
tempted by Satan.

He was among wild beasts,

The forty-day period of Jesus’ trial in the desert
echoes a number of events in the Old Testament:

e The face of the earth was cleansed and purified
during the promised period of days and nights that
rain poured down during the great flood—"I will
bring rain down on the earth for forty days and forty
nights, and so | will wipe out from the surface of
the earth every moving creature that | have made”
( Gen 7:4).

¢ The face of the earth was renewed during a forty-
day period after the mountain tops appeared and
the waters of the great flood receded— The tops
of the mountains appeared. At the end of forty
days Noah opened the hatch of the ark that he had
made”( Gen 8:5-6).

* Moses spent forty years as a shepherd in the
desert before God called him to lead the Israelites
out of slavery—' Moses fled when he heard this and
settled as an alien in the land of Midian . . . Forty
years later, an angel appeared to him in the desert
near Mount Sinai in the flame of a burning bush”
( Acts 7: 29-30).

* Moses fasted for forty days and nights on Mount
Sinai before receiving the tablets of the covenant—

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and the angels ministered to him.
After John had been arrested,
Jesus came to Galilee proclaiming the gospel of God:

“ This is the time of fulfillment.

The kingdom of God is at hand.

“ So Moses stayed there with the Lorp for forty days
and forty nights, without eating any food or drinking
any water, and he wrote on the tablets the words of
the covenant, the ten commandments”( Ex 34:28).

* The Israelites spent forty years wandering in the
desert, as a time of testing, trial and purification
of the people, before reaching the Promised Land —
“ Now the Israelites had wandered forty years in the
desert, until all the warriors among the people that
came forth from Egypt died off because they had
not obeyed the command of the Lorp” ( Jos 5:6;
see Num 32:13).

® The prophet Elijah spent forty days in the desert
before encountering God on Mount Horeb—[ Elijah]
got up, ate and drank; then strengthened by that
food, he walked forty days and forty nights to the
mountain of God, Horeb”( 1 Kgs 19:8).

¢ The Ninevites were given forty days before God was
going to destroy the city, allowing time for repentance
and conversion—' Jonah began his journey through
the city, and had gone but a single day’s walk
announcing,’ Forty days more and Nineveh shall be
destroyed,” when the people of Nineveh believed
God; they proclaimed a fast and all of them, great
and small, put on sackcloth”( Jon 3:4-5).
