Saint John the
Evangelist teaches that many
people approached Jesus

when they saw the signs he
performed. Among them is
also Nicodemus, a member of
the High Council, a learned
man with broad horizons, who
is not as narrow-minded in his
- thinking as the Pharisees are.
He goes to the Master at night. The conversation takes
place in Jerusalem, in an unspecified house. The night
becomes a symbol - the evangelist wants to talk about
the darkness of unbelief still stuck in Nicodemus's
heart, about his fear of making a bold choice towards
the people and about a certain need for intimacy,
necessary for those taking their first steps towards the
light. Experiencing his own inability to understand the
new life indicated by Jesus, Nicodemus can freely open
himself to the gift that comes from above.

The Gospel of the Fourth Sunday of Lent
presents part of the conversation between Jesus and
Nicodemus. The basic theme is salvation, which comes
from the exaltation of Jesus, that is, from His cross.
This is a fundamental event for faith, necessary for
eternal life. Saint John precisely sees in the mystery of
the cross the moment of Jesus' true glory, the glory of
love, which will be fully revealed in suffering and
death. Paradoxically, in this way the cross - a sign of
failure, death, and condemnation - becomes a sign of
redemption, life, and victory. Thanks to faith, one can
become a participant in salvation. Benedict XVI
teaches: “"God does not dominate but loves without
measure. He expresses his omnipotence not in
punishment, but in mercy and forgiveness.
Understanding all this means entering the mystery of
salvation” (Homily, November 4, 2010).

Even in the midst of inner darkness, God
invites us on the path of faith. It is the space of those
areas of life that have been devoted to God, but at the
same time are marked by human weaknesses and
difficulties. This invitation to the path of faith is a
confirmation of the primacy of God's love. Man judges
himself to the extent that he rejects God's offer of
love. God wants the salvation of every person, not
condemnation. “There are people — often including us
— who cannot live in the light because they are
accustomed to darkness. The light blinds them, they
cannot see. And we too are in this state when we sin:
we cannot bear the light. We are more comfortable
living in the dark. (...) But the worst thing is that (...)
the eyes of the soul become so accustomed to living in
darkness that they ignore what light is” (Francis,
Homily, April 22, 2020).

Jesus' encounter with Nicodemus is a call for
the leader of the Pharisees to come closer to the light.

Thanks to the encounter with the Lord during his inner
darkness, he accepted the gift of God's love. At the
center is not the law and the justice based on it, but
the love of God, which knows how to read the heart of
every person in order to understand his most hidden
desires and which must have priority over everything.
God loves every person and saves them with grace,
which should be transformed into a life of good words,
thoughts, and deeds. When pessimism and lack of
faith prevail in us from the fruitfulness of the actions,
we take more than hope and evangelical creativity,
does it not mean that everything becomes unclear, we
cannot distinguish good from evil, the path leading to
the goal from the path on which we wander without
direction?

In just two weeks we will celebrate Palm
Sunday. Both Palm Sunday and Tuesday of Holy Week
will be the last opportunity to receive the Sacrament of
Reconciliation before Easter. I urge everyone to try to
take advantage of this wonderful time of grace. On
these two days we will have several priests from other
parishes to assist.

I would like to thank Irene and Frank Cebulski
for sponsoring the newly installed section of stained-
glass window with the host and the Holy Spirit over the
image of Our Lady of Czestochowa.

I would like to express my warmest wishes to
Mr. Greg Truty, who celebrated his birthday during the
week. Mr. Greg selflessly coordinates the live-
streaming and recording of our Masses, as well as
maintaining and improving our sound systems in the
church and in Ward Hall. May the Lord Jesus bless and
reward you for your kindness and selflessness for this
huge contribution to the parish.

God loves the world!

We often wonder what is the meaning of the
history of salvation? What is God's purpose for
everything that happens on earth? Is God even
interested in this? Today's Gospel answers these
dilemmas of the human heart. And He does it in an
extremely clear and moving way. In a conversation with
Nicodemus, the Lord Jesus reveals God's plan for the
world and every person. God loves the world! To such
an extent that he sends his only Son so that everyone
who accepts him with faith can have eternal life. For this
to be accomplished, it is necessary (Greek dei means
'necessity') for the Son of Man to be lifted up on the
cross, just as Moses once placed the brazen serpent on
a stake at God's command. In addition to this path of
salvation through the cross sacrifice of Jesus Christ,
there is also the possibility of damnation. This happens
when a person turns away from God because of the evil
he does and his love of darkness instead of light.

Lord Jesus, although I am a sinful and weak
man, I still desire Your salvation, to which I can only
have access through Your cross. Let Your sacrificial
love cleanse me of my guilt. Amen.

St. Matilda - March 14"

St. Matilda (895-968) (also
known as "Maud" or "Maude”),
Queen of Germany and wife of King
Henry I is commemorated on
Thursday. She nourished the
precious seeds of devotion and
humility in her heart by assiduous
- prayer and meditation. It was her

® delight to visit, comfort, and exhort
the sick and the afflicted; to serve and instruct the
poor, and to afford her charitable succor to prisoners.
Her husband, edified by her example, concurred with
her in every pious undertaking which she projected.

After twenty-three years of marriage, God was
pleased to call the king to himself, in 936. Maud,
during his sickness, went to the church to pour forth
her soul in prayer for him at the foot of the altar. As
soon as she understood, by the tears and cries of the
people, that he had expired, she called for a priest that
was fasting to offer the holy sacrifice for his soul.

She had three sons: Otho, crowned King of
Germany in 937 and Emperor at Rome in 962; Henry,
Duke of Bavaria; and St. Brunn, Archbishop of
Cologne. The two oldest sons conspired to strip Maud
of her dowry, on the unjust pretence that she had
squandered the revenues of the state on the poor. The
princes at length repented of their injustice, and
restored to her all that had been taken from her. She
then became more liberal in her alms than ever, and
founded many churches, with five monasteries.

She died on March 14, 968, after she received
the last sacraments a second time lying on a sack-
cloth, with ashes on her head.

Patronage: death of children; disappointing
children; falsely accused people; large families; people
ridiculed for their piety; queens; second marriages; widows.

Symbols and Representation: alms; bag of
money; crown; orb; scepter; purse, indicative of her
generosity; queen with a whip; queen holding a
church.

St. Louise de Marillac - March 15"

St. Louise de Marrillac married
an official of the royal court, Antony Le
Gras, and after his death in 1625 was
an active supporter of the charitable
work of St. Vincent de Paul, who came
to put more and more reliance on her.
Mademoiselle Le Gras, as she was
known, became the co-founder with
him of the Daughters of Charity, whose
'‘convent is the sick-room, their chapel the parish
church, their cloister the city streets'; it was she who
drew up the first draft of their rule of life. Her clear
intelligence and wide sympathy played a big part in
the beginnings of the congregation, whose aspirants
she trained and whose rapid growth involved
responsibilities which largely fell on her. At the time of
her death there were already over forty houses of the
sisters in France, the sick poor were looked after at
home in twenty-six Parisian parishes, hundreds of
women were given shelter, and there were other
undertakings as well. St. Louise was not physically
robust, but she had great powers of endurance, and
her selfless devotion was a source of incalculable help
and encouragement to Monsieur Vincent.

Patronage: disappointing children; loss of
parents; people rejected by religious orders; sick
people; Christian Social Workers (proclaimed on 12
February 1960 by Pope John XXIII); Vincentian Service
Corps; widows.

Symbols and Representation: widows'
clothing; Saint Louise is depicted wearing the original
Vincentian habit of grey wool with a large headdress of
white linen (typical of poor women in 17th century
Brittany), perhaps with an infant in her arms.

The Uncomfortable Life in The Light
If you have ever been a woman over the age of 30
who stayed in a budget motel, you know the horror of
awakening in a dark room, switching on the bathroom
lights and screaming at the shriveled-up she-witch
you find hiding there.

And you know the feeling of disappointment that
blooms in the pit of your stomach as you realize the
shriveled-up she-witch is your own reflection staring
back at you beneath the merciless glare of overhead
fluorescent lighting.

You may also know the relief of visiting a nice
restaurant after dark and catching sight of yourself

in the mirror. You lean forward, mesmerized by how
different — how matte! How smooth! — the contours
of your face look in what we call “forgiving light.” But
this turn of phrase is simply not correct. It is not light,
and it does not forgive. It is darkness, and it merely
conceals.

But it feels so much better, doesn’t it? Salvation can
feel like condemnation, when being lost is all you
know. Sometimes it is so much more comfortable to
live lost in the shadows.

It is possible to yearn for darkness. Darkness gives
cover to so many things. The light has a harshness
that can almost seem demanding, exposing. Light can
bleach. Light can burn.

“Is this really me?” you think in that budget hotel
bathroom, examining acne scars you never saw
before and crow’s feet that seem to have developed
overnight. The answer is yes. Yes, that is really you, all
of it, every inch. There’s nothing to be afraid of, just
step into the light and own it.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:
What'’s the difference between priests
and brothers, friars, etc.?

Answer:

The distinctions titles and categories
used for priests and the male members of
religious communities can be confusing,
especially since the categories can
sometimes be intertwined as a man can
be both a priest and a monk, or a brother
and a friar. So, to help to piece the puzzle
together, it’s important to begin by noting
some basic distinctions:

The distinction between priests (who are
ordained for sacramental ministry) and
brothers (who are non-ordained members
of religious communities and who are
committed to lives of prayer and service).

Priests: A priest is a man who has been
ordained for sacramental ministry and
these fall into two categories: A) Diocesan
(or Secular) Priests can either be attached
to a diocese and who serve under a bishop.
Their ministry is usually oriented toward
pastoral service. B) Religious Priests are
members of religious communities (like
the Franciscans, Jesuits, Salvatorians, or
Carmelites) and their lives are guided

by the special mission and charism of
their community. While both kinds of
priest practice sacramental ministry, their
spirituality and how they live out their
priesthood can be very different.

Brothers: Brothers are non-ordained
members of religious communities (such
as those mentioned above) who live lives
committed to prayer and service. Religious
priests and brothers serve together in their
communities and their ministries include
much more than the care of parishes.

Monks, Friars, and Canons: These are broad
categories that include religious priests and
brothers, and each of these is connected to
specific ways of life and spiritualities.
