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r|Dear Parishioners and Friends,

If we realize that of
what awaits us in the future,
death is the most certain and
that the moment of death
somehow determines the shape
of our eternity, then there is
probably no more important
thing in life than to die well. But
what does it mean to die well?
Does it mean to die late,
painlessly, or stress-free?

Let us approach Christ with this question. His
answer may seem shocking to some: “whoever loves his
life,” in the sense that he will try to save it excessively,
‘loses it,” and the one who is able to keep the right
distance from his life and is able to manage it properly
will *keep it for eternal life.” So, Jesus means that a
“good death” is a death that creates and forms
something. This is not just some poetic metaphor, but
reality: “Unless a grain of wheat falls into the earth and
dies, it remains alone; but if it dies, it bears much fruit.”

You can imagine two completely different “dying”
of the grain. Theoretically, the seed that germinates dies
faster, but thanks to this, it “brings an abundant harvest”
in a short time, and multiplied, it continues to live in its
fruits. If, for example, for some selfish reasons, it did not
want to germinate in order to save itself, it would still not
be able to avoid death. Perhaps it would lie in the ground
a little longer, but it will “die” a bad death, because it will
be fruitless and senseless. Christ would like to protect us
from such dying.

A particularly good example of this is
St. Maximilian Kolbe. A few years before World War 1II,
before the Germans built concentration camps and
crematoriums on Polish soil, he instructed his brothers
in Niepokalanow: “We came to the order to achieve a
goal, not to preserve health. You must put everything
on the altar of love, just let it burn slowly. So, there
can be total and complete sacrifice. And if someone
happens to pay with their life for the cause of the
Immaculate Conception, we can only envy them. Here
we can only work with one hand, but when we die, we
will work with both.” He could not have known then
that, according to such a scenario, he would have to
give his life for his brother Franciszek Gajowniczek in
the concentration camp in Auschwitz. In the words of
St. John the Evangelist, “He said this, indicating what
kind of death he was to die.”

One painting shows a thoughtful man folding
his hands worn out by arduous work, staring at a lit
candle and the inscription: “In the service of others,
I burn myself.” It is probably no coincidence that the
candle occupies such a prominent place in Christian
symbolism. From the moment of baptism, it reminds us
of what dying is all about. Something in us must die,
like the burning wax.

A proven way to die “well” or to “burn” sensibly
with others in mind is through service. And service is
nothing else other than love written in prose. Such love

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is demanding, difficult, it often “walks in the mud” and
is even “spat in the face.” However, when it enters the
life and death of Jesus Christ, it begins to save. “And I,
when I am lifted up from the earth, will draw all men
to myself.”

Congratulations to the youth from the
Stanislaw Cholewinski Polish School, who today will
receive the Sacrament of Confirmation at the hands of
His Excellency Bishop Andrew Wypych. The youth from
our REF Program will receive the Sacrament of
Confirmation on April 21 at 3:00 p.m. I am asking all of
you to pray for our young adults, so that they may
remain faithful to God and the Church until the end of
their lives.

On behalf of all of us at the parish, I would like
to wish Mr. Jozef Zon, our new maintenance man, a
very happy birthday today. May the Merciful Lord bless
him with good health, a long life and all prosperity.

I cordially invite you to partake in the Sacrament
of Reconciliation, those who attended a few months ago,
a year ago, and those who made their Ilast
confession many years ago. It is a healing sacrament for
both the soul and the body. The Reconciliation schedule
is provided in the bulletin and in the Easter
correspondence you received from us by mail.

I encourage everyone to support the
businesses that advertise in our parish bulletin.

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Understand who Jesus is

The Lord Jesus worked mainly in Galilee and
Judea, addressing primarily the Jews. In Samaria he is
also welcomed with enthusiasm. The Samaritans
recognized Him as the Savior of the world (Jn 4:42).
Greeks also ask to know Jesus. Turning to Philip, they
say: "we desire to see Jesus." The Greek verb idean
used here means 'to see and understand'. It is more
than just superficial knowledge, only through the
sense of sight. It's about understanding who Jesus is.
This request is contrary to the attitude of many Jews
who, stopping at general knowledge, rejected the
mission of Jesus. However, in response to the request
of the Greeks, he explains his path and the hour that
has come by analogy to a grain of wheat. A seed that
falls into the ground must die in order to bear fruit.
Jesus is close to his death, which will bring fruit for all
people. Everyone who wants to follow Jesus must
follow a similar path. To achieve eternal life, you must
not overestimate your life in this world.

Lord Jesus, I also want to get to know You.
Not only do I know You out of habit, superficially, from
old catechesis, but I also get to know You personally
by reflecting on Your word and life. Let me taste your
friendship. Amen.

There are five steps to a good confession

1. - Examine your conscience

2. - Be sorry for your sins

3. - Have a firm resolve to avoid those sins in the
future

4. - Confess your sins to a priest

5. - Satisfaction ~ fulfill your penance

Jesus said to his apostles, “"Whose sins you shall
forgive they are forgiven them.” That's why we go to the
priest to have our sins forgiven. Because Jesus said so.

Often pride, laziness, or fear hold us back from
Confession, but it's the devil who really gets in our
way. A good, sincere, and contrite Confession brings
enormous joy and peace to a soul. How could it be
otherwise? Because in the Sacrament of Reconciliation
we encounter Our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ and his
Most Merciful Heart!

| write my phone number on my kids’ arms when we
go into large crowds at summer festivals, in case we
get separated. If you think this makes me sound like a
neurotic person with an overactive imagination who

watches too many true crime documentaries, you
would be correct. | am all of those things.

However, | am also practical, and I've endured
moments of panic after looking up and briefly not
being able to locate a child who has wandered off or
lagged behind. The phone number, scrawled across
their sunscreen-streaked skin, is a safeguard, however
insignificant. It’s something they can hold up to show
an adult, something they can point to and say, “This is
where | need to be. Help me get here.”

When | reflect on my own life, it occurs to me that |
was born lost. We all were. It was only in Eden that a
human being ever knew what it was to be at home.
In Eden, | would imagine, the feeling of safety was so
natural that it was only noticed after it was gone. But
original sin came like a noisy crowd to bear us away
from the place we needed to be, and since that time,
our human lives have played out against a backdrop
of insecurity and unfamiliarity. We are cold and alone
and confused. And God, our heartbroken parent,

never stops seeking us, never stops calling our names.

Baptism, the etching of God’s law onto our heart and
soul, is not a phone number written on our arms. It’s
something far better — it’s a homing signal, planted
deep within. And it will lead us back to where we
need to be.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:
Why do parishes have the Blessed
Sacrament in a separate room?

Answer:

While many Catholics of a certain age
have memories of the Blessed Sacrament
being housed in the tabernacle on the high
altar of the church, many parishes in the
decades since the Second Vatican Council
have chosen to build a separate space — a
reservation chapel — where the Blessed
Sacrament is kept. Although this practice
is not universal, it is in keeping with the
guidance offered by the US Bishops in their
document Built of Living Stones (see nos
77-78). The goal is to create a space that

is separated from the nave and sanctuary,
but which is “integrally connected with

the church” which can foster “reverence
and can provide the quiet and focus
needed for personal prayer.” This can be
especially important for communities that
have continuous eucharistic adoration,
allowing people to come and pray in a
space separate from the normal activities of
parish life.

The practice of reserving the Eucharist

in a separate space — or in a dignified
location away from the altar where Mass
is celebrated — is that it emphasizes the
importance of the liturgy itself, which is
the “source and summit” of the life of the
Church.

As with many things in the Church, the
practice of placing the tabernacle in the
sanctuary or in a separate chapel is not
universal (as can be seen in visits to historic
churches in Rome and other places). The
important thing is that as communities
question where to place the tabernacle,
they listen to the voice of the Church,
explore the ancient and varied liturgical
tradition of the Church, consider the needs
and life of the community, and also take
into account the architecture and limits of
the spaces they might already have.

St. Joseph - March 19

Tuesday, March 19", the Church
celebrates the Solemnity of St. Joseph, the
spouse of the Blessed Virgin Mary and the
foster-father of Jesus. It is the only Solemnity
celebrated in the 2024 Lenten season.

St. Joseph was an ordinary manual laborer
although descended from the royal house of David. In
the designs of Providence he was destined to become
the spouse of the Mother of God. His high privilege is
expressed in a single phrase, "Foster-father of Jesus."
About him Sacred Scripture has little more to say than
that he was a just man-an expression which indicates
how faithfully he fulfilled his high trust of protecting
and guarding God's greatest treasures upon earth,
Jesus and Mary.

The darkest hours of his life may well have
been those when he first learned of Mary's pregnancy;
but precisely in this time of trial Joseph showed
himself great. His suffering, which likewise formed a
part of the work of the redemption, was not without
great providential import: Joseph was to be, for all
times, the trustworthy witness of the Messiah's virgin
birth. After this, he modestly retires into the
background of holy Scripture.

Of St. Joseph's death the Bible tells us nothing.
There are indications, however, that he died before
the beginning of Christ's public life. His was the most
beautiful death that one could have, in the arms of
Jesus and Mary. Humbly and unknown, he passed his
years at Nazareth, silent and almost forgotten he
remained in the background through centuries of
Church history. Only in more recent times has he been
accorded greater honor. Liturgical veneration of St.
Joseph began in the fifteenth century, fostered by Sts.
Brigid of Sweden and Bernadine of Siena. St. Teresa,
too, did much to further his cult.

At present there are two major feasts in his
honor. On March 19 our veneration is directed to him
personally and to his part in the work of redemption,
while on May 1 we honor him as the patron of
workmen throughout the world and as our guide in the
difficult matter of establishing equitable norms
regarding obligations and rights in the social order.

St. Joseph is invoked as patron for many
causes. He is the patron of the Universal Church.
Patronage: accountants; attorneys; barristers; bursars;
cabinetmakers;  carpenters; cemetery  workers;
children; civil engineers; confectioners; craftsmen;
dying; educators; emigrants; exiles; expectant
mothers; families; fathers; furniture makers; grave
diggers; happy death; holy death; house hunters;
immigrants; joiners; laborers; lawyers; married people;
orphans; people in doubt or hesitation; people who
fight Communism; pioneers; pregnant women; social
justice; solicitors; teachers; travellers; unborn children;
wheelwrights; workers; working people.
