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r|Dear Parishioners and Friends,

On Palm Sunday, we
look at Jesus humbly entering
Jerusalem on a donkey. He is
the main hero of today's
liturgy. We witness how
crowds of people spread their
cloaks on the road, and others
cut branches from trees and
spread them on the road. The
crowds that preceded Him and
followed Him shouted with a
loud voice, “Hosanna to the Son of David! Blessed is
He who comes in the name of the Lord. Hosanna in the
highest.” In this way, people glorified the Lord.
Praising someone means recognizing that they are
important to us. Therefore, when I give glory to God,
I acknowledge that only He is important, that He is
first. If we understand and accept this, then we
discover and accept ourselves before God and other
people. Then our mutual relations will certainly begin
to improve, as well.

One of the diseases of modern people is the
appropriation of glory. If one thinks that “I am
important,” then from this point of view he evaluates
others as less important, or a background to his own
“importance.” He treats them “from above.” Therefore,
looking at the world correctly destroys sin, especially
the sin of pride, which prevents us from discovering
the riches of God's glory. It was the sin of pride that
blinded the hearts of those who, when they heard the
words of truth from Jesus, began to shout the ominous
“crucify,” instead of the joyful “Hosanna.”

To glorify God with our lives, we must
constantly connect with Jesus Christ through love. His
path leads from the triumphant “Hosanna” to trusting
the will of the Father, who knows best what we need,
even before we ask Him for it. We are to constantly
sing “"Hosanna” with a beautiful life, based on the rock
that is God's Son. It is He who helps us survive the
storms of life, bear the cross of misunderstanding, lack
of meaning in life, getting lost in the world of too much
information and suggestions for a happy life. It is He
who helps us choose goodness, beauty, and truth,
putting a stop to stupidity, rudeness, and destruction
of our own and other people's lives.

As we begin the Holy Week of the greatest
mysteries of our faith, we want to follow Jesus, who
leads us to know the full truth about the surrounding
world and ourselves. By choosing Jesus, we not only
honor God the Father, but we also gain exaltation.
Thanks to His grace, we are cleansed from the sin that
blinds us and can serve Christ present in our brothers
and sisters in need.

I encourage everyone to familiarize themselves
with our Holy Week schedule and actively participate in
the important saving events that we will experience
together. Of course, I am convinced that we will meet
on Easter Sunday to thank Jesus together for His
victory over death.

An Hour of Contempt and Suffering

With Palm Sunday, we enter Holy Week, which
recalls the last events before the death of Jesus and
introduces us to the very heart of the Paschal mystery.
In the Palm Sunday liturgy, we read a description of
the Lord's Passion according to one of the Synoptic
Gospels. What is characteristic of all descriptions of the
Lord's Passion is that there is no moral instruction or
paraenesis in them, and our attention is entirely
directed to the events taking place. The recipient of
the Gospel is even supposed to "see" the suffering
Jesus. The Evangelist Mark devotes a lot of space to
mocking Jesus. This is an additional, severe cause of
suffering that indicates rejection and contempt. Jesus
was mocked by the soldiers in the courtyard, by
passers-by at the cross, by the chief priests and
scribes, as well as by the two thieves crucified next to
Him. In this hour of rejection, contempt and suffering,
the centurion who stood under the cross confesses:
"Truly this Man was the Son of God." In death, Jesus
reveals his divine nature.

Lord Jesus, considering Your suffering and
death, I want to feel the pain of Your abandonment,
but also the heat of Your great love for me. In Your
sacrifice I am born to eternal happiness. Amen.

Divine Mercy Novena

Beginning Good Friday, March 29%, and
continuing through the Sunday after Easter, we
encourage parishioners to pray the Novena to the
Divine Mercy. A special bilingual devotion will be held
in our church on Divine Mercy Sunday, April 7', at
3:00 pm.

St. Faustina Kowalska, a young sister of the
Congregation of Our Lady of Mercy, over a period of
several years, had a series of visions of Jesus. In the
visions, Jesus was standing in a white robe with one
hand raised in blessing and the other placed upon His
chest. From His heart came red and white rays of light.
Jesus asked Faustina to paint the image she saw and
place beneath it the inscription “Jesus, I trust in You.”
Jesus, through St. Faustina, has made His wishes
known and He wants His message of Mercy spread
throughout the world. He gave specific instructions as
to how His message be accepted:

First, that a feast of Divine Mercy be celebrated on
the first Sunday after Easter, preceded by a nine day
novena praying the Chaplet to the Divine Mercy.
Second, That we place our complete Trust in Him!
Third, That we repent of all sins and detach from
them.

Fourth, That we go to confession within a reasonable
time. (during the novena)

Fifth, That we receive Holy Communion on this Feast Day.
Sixth, That we venerate Jesus through the Image of
the Divine Mercy.

Seventh, That we be merciful and compassionate to-
wards one another, and that we pray for one another.

The Chaplet to the Divine Mercy is a little
prayer that is said using the rosary beads. It begins
with the Our Father, Hail Mary and Apostles Creed.

On the “Our Father” beads, the following
prayer is said: Eternal Father, I offer You the body
and blood, soul and divinity of Your dearly
beloved Son, our Lord Jesus Christ; in
atonement for our sins and those of the world.

On the “Hail Mary” beads, the following prayer
is said: For the sake of His sorrowful Passion,
have mercy on us and on the whole world.

The chaplet concludes with saying the
following prayer three times: Holy God, Holy Mighty
One, Holy Immortal One, have mercy on us and
on the world.

There will be two collections on Easter Sunday.

The Whole Story

The Bible is a strange book.

It’s one of the only books that most people never
read in its entirety, even those who claim it as one

of their favorites. It’s also one of the only books that
we feel comfortable chopping up and sectioning out.
There’s nothing wrong with that, really, until people
start making wholesale judgments of divine revelation
based on one tiny part of it. You can’t base your belief
system on a few lines from Leviticus and ignore the
Gospels, just like you can’t embrace the teachings

of Jesus and ignore the Old Testament. You need to
accept the whole story, in its entirety, or none of it
means anything.

But it’s hard, because accepting the whole story
means patience. It means critical thinking. It requires
endurance. It’s easier just to throw a line from
Leviticus at a problem and be done with it.

Holy Week reminds us that salvation history is a
tapestry, not a collection of threads. As beautiful as
the individual stitches might be, you won’t appreciate
the message unless you back up and look at the
complete product. If we didn’t have the whole story,
Holy Thursday and Good Friday would be neither holy
nor good. And without Holy Week, Easter morning
means nothing — it’s just a guy waking up.

How often in life do we find ourselves confused to the
point of hopelessness, unable to make sense of it all?
Overwhelmed by the pain and suffering that exists

in this world, and for seemingly no reason. Some of
us become so frustrated we throw up our hands and
despair.

We need Easter. We need the whole story. We need to
be patient.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:

Do Catholics always need to receive
communion in wafer form, or can it be
different kinds of bread?

Answer:

In the Roman Rite of the Catholic Church,
the most common form for the eucharistic
bread is the small white communion “wafer”
that is a ubiquitous part of the Catholic
Mass. The instructions of the Church have
been very specific regarding the make-up
of the bread used in the Mass: “The bread
used in the celebration of the Most Holy
Eucharistic Sacrifice must be unleavened,
purely of wheat, and recently made ... it
follows therefore that bread made from
another substance, even if it is grain,

or if it is mixed with another substance
different from wheat to such an extent
that it would not commonly be considered
wheat bread, does not constitute valid
matter for confecting the Sacrifice and the
Eucharistic Sacrament” (see Redemptionis
Sacramentum by the Congregation for
Divine Worship and the Discipline of the
Sacraments, no. 48).

The Church’s tradition of using a wheat-
based bread is based on the bread that
Jesus would have used at the Last Supper
and is considered to be an essential part
of the “matter” of the Sacrament of the
Eucharist.

As we consider the question of whether

a “wafer” — which is properly called a
“host” — should be used, we also must
keep in mind that in the Eastern Rites of
the Catholic Church, leavened (i.e. “raised”)
bread is more often used. And so, while the
thin, white “wafer” is most commonly used
in the Roman Rite of the Church, the full
expression of the Catholic tradition does
allow for a more substantial form of bread
to be used, but the tradition of using a
simple wheat bread with no other additions
or additives is considered essential.
