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Dear Parishioners and Friends,

The grapevine is made
up of many smaller vines
growing from one main trunk.
Leaves grow from these
woody branches every spring.
It is worth observing the
growth of the bush and its
annual rebirth. The grapevine
was most often associated
with wealth, prosperity, and
happiness. The grapevine acquires a special role in the
New Testament, where Jesus identifies himself with it:
"I am the vine, you are the branches. Whoever abides
in me, and I in him, bears much fruit, because apart
from me you can do nothing.” Union with Christ is a
matter of love that gives life and is always fresh and
new. The one who draws closer to God, develops
communion with Him, becomes His friend. However,
the life of a Christian who does not seek strengthening
in Christ remains completely fruitless.

Our communion with Christ is possible thanks
to the presence of sanctifying grace in our hearts.
Thanks to its cooperation, we grow in holiness.
Therefore, we need to take care of our religious
lifestyle first, of God's life in us, of faithfulness to God's
will expressed in the “Ten Commandments” and
“Sermon on the Mount.” This requires a continuous
development of prayer, both individual and community.
The food that enriches our spiritual life is the Word of
God and the use of the Sacraments, especially
Reconciliation and Holy Communion. By participating in
the liturgy, we join the rhythm of the liturgical year in
which the Church reveals the entire mystery of Christ.
Thanks to our involvement in the spiritual development
taking place in the Church community, we can fight
evil and multiply good.

A Christian is a person who, following the
example of St. Paul gives his life a zealous testimony of
belonging to Christ. Thanks to his love for God, his
closeness to others also increases. Pope Benedict XVI
in the encyclical “Deus caritas est” wrote: “Whoever
pursues God does not distance himself from people but
becomes truly close to them,” (no. 42). John the Apos-
tle reminds us that we are to love not “in word and
tongue, but in deed and truth.” In the Letter “Novo
millennio ineunte” St. John Paul II wrote: “The
spirituality of communion is the ability to feel a bond
with a brother in faith, to perceive him as ‘someone
close,” which allows you to share his joys and
sufferings, guess his desires and satisfy his needs,
offer him true and deep friendship. The spirituality of
communion is also the ability to see in another person
what is positive in him, and what should be done and
appreciated as God's gift...it is the ability to ‘make
room’ for one's brother, to ‘bear each other's burdens,’
and to reject the temptations of selfishness, that
constantly threaten us, giving rise to competition,
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ruthless pursuit of a career, and distrust,” (no. 43).
Abundant fruit is associated with remaining in
community with Christ. There is no other possibility to
grow, develop and bear fruit. We are to become a
living branch, allowing the Lord to cleanse us of what
causes our spiritual withering. The model of
communion with God of faithfulness for the entire
Church is Mary, with whom the meadows filled with
flowers sing a hymn of praise to the Creator. Let the
month of May, which is ahead of us, be a time of
special union with God through Mary. Let us entrust
ourselves to the intercessory care of Mary, especially
the children who will receive their First Holy
Communion. On May 13, Our Lady appeared for the
first time in Fatima in 1917, encouraging us to pray the
rosary for peace and the cessation of war. How
important is this call of Our Lady today, when there is
a terrible war in Palestine and Ukraine.
I would like to thank Mr. Wojciech and
Mrs. Edyta Trzos for donating the huge copy of the
painting “Panorama of Raclawice,” originally painted by
the famous Jan Styka, Wojciech Kossak and seven
other painters. The work, measuring 120 x 15 meters
(374 x 49 feet), was created in 1894 in Lviv to
celebrate the hundredth anniversary of the victory of
Polish troops over Russian troops in the Battle of
Raclawice, commanded by General Tadeusz
Kosciuszko. General Tadeusz Kosciuszko is a Polish and
American hero, as he served in the Army of the
Republic of Poland and the American Continental
Army. He fought in the American Revolutionary War,
the Polish-Russian War, and the Kosciuszko Uprising.
For his services, he received the “Virtuti Militari” gold
medal and the “Order of Cincinnatus” from President
George Washington on May 5, 1784, in Philadelphia.
A faithful (6 ft x 45 ft) copy of the “Panorama of
Raclawice” painting was created in Chicago thanks to
the efforts of Mr. Andrzej Trzos. It is the largest copy
of this painting that exists in the United States. After
the death of Mr. Andrzej Trzos, this copy was donated
by his son Wojciech and daughter-in-law Edyta to our
parish. Thanks to my efforts and the involvement of
Mr. Andrzej Fryzlewicz, Mr. Tomek Lesnicki and
Mr. Stanislaw Pepek, the “Panorama of Raclawice” was
transported in its entirety and hung in the St. John
Paull II Hall of our Parish Center. The opening
ceremony, with a description in English and Polish, will
take place on Sunday, June 9, the day of our Parish
Picnic, sponsored by the St. Faustina Polish Club.
I hope that this work will help us become even closer
and to develop friendship and cooperation between
Americans and Poles. Just as an FYI, at
1521 S. Linn Dr. in Chicago, next to the "Shedd
Aquarium", there is one of the largest and most
beautiful monuments dedicated to Tadeusz Kosciuszko,
which was created in 1904 and was permanently
installed in its current very prestigious location in 1978.

Living connection with Jesus

Another very eloquent allegory, this time about
the vine and branches. The father is the one who
cultivates the vine. This comparison is known from the
Old Testament (Isaiah 5). In Isaiah the vineyard was
Israel, here the vine is Jesus. His disciples are twigs
growing from a vine. The father ensures that the
branches bear fruit. Therefore, he performs two
actions: he cleanses those that bear fruit and cuts off
those that do not bear fruit so that they do not burden
the vine. A branch does not bear fruit if life-giving
juices do not circulate in it. The one who abides in
Jesus, that is, is in a lasting relationship of living faith
with Him, brings abundant fruit. So every person has a
choice. He can either accept the teachings of Jesus
and the principles of His Gospel and persevere in
making his life fruitful, or he can condemn himself to
the death of life within himself. God's intention is for
us to bear fruit through living communion with Jesus.

Father, I desire to be grafted onto the divine
vine — Your Son Jesus. I want to take root in Him,
draw from His grace, so that my life may be fruitful.
Amen.

Polish Constitution Day - May 3

Constitution Day in Poland is always celebrated
annually on May 3. Constitution day marks the
declaration and adoption of Poland's first constitution
on May 3, 1791. Poland's constitution was the first
constitution to be adopted in Europe and second only
in the world - the American constitution of 1789, being
the oldest.

The Polish constitution was based on principles
influenced by the French revolution and introduced a
constitutional monarchy.

The constitution itself applied to the Polish-
Lithuanian commonwealth and the implementation of
the constitution led to the ,War of the defense of the
constitution” between the commonwealth and
conservative nobility backed by the Russian empire.

This led to the annulment of the constitution
just 19 months later, but the May 3™ constitution is
still regarded as a key event in the history of Poland.

After gaining independence in 1918, this day
became a holiday, but like many national holidays it
was not celebrated during the the time of the
communist government.

Following the collapse of the Soviet Union, the
holiday was restored by the Act of April 6%, 1990 and
the first gala celebration took place in Warsaw's Castle
Square on May 3, 1990 in the presence of President

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Cinco de Mayo

Cinco de Mayo is a holiday celebrated on May
5% in parts of Mexico and the United States. The day
commemorates the victory of the outnumbered
Mexican army over the French army at the 1862 Battle
of Puebla during the Second Franco-Mexican War.
Contrary to popular belief, Cinco de Mayo is not a
celebration of Mexico’s independence. The actual
Mexican Independence Day falls on September 16%
and celebrates the ‘Cry of Dolores’, the call to arms
that launched the Mexican War of Independence.

In 1862, French troops attempted to establish
a monarchy in Mexico to gain influence in North
America. The 6,000 French troops sent by Napoleon
III outnumbered the ragtag army of Mexicans led by
General Ignacio Zaragoza (no relation to our Ken
Zaragoza). However, the Mexican troops defeated the
French troops and forced them to retreat. The Battle
of Puebla was not a major tactical victory during the
war, but it boosted morale and became a symbol of
Mexicans’ cultural pride, courage, and resilience.

Today in Mexico, Cinco de Mayo is actually a
relatively minor holiday. It's mainly celebrated in the
state of Puebla, where the battle occurred, but other
parts of the country do not typically mark the day in
any major way.

In the United States, on the other hand, Cinco
de Mayo has evolved into a more widespread
celebration of Mexican culture and traditions. Cities
around the U.S. celebrate the holiday with events
highlighting traditional Mexican dancing, music and
cuisine.

Saint Florian lived in Noricum, which is now
part of Austria, between the third and fourth centuries.
He was an officer in the Roman army, and quickly rose
through the ranks due to his excellent people skills and
leadership abilities. He eventually became a general of
a very prestigious fire brigade, and was rumored to
have put out a fire with a single bucket of water. He
was a Christian who suffered death for the Faith in the
days of Diocletian. His legendary "Acts" state that he
gave himself up at Lorch to the soldiers of Aquilinus,
the governor, when they were rounding up the
Christians, and after making a bold confession, he was
twice scourged, half-flayed alive, set on fire, and finally
thrown into the river Enns with a stone around his
neck. His body, recovered and buried by a pious
woman, was eventually removed to the Augustinian
Abbey of St. Florian, near Linz. It is said to have been
at a later date translated to Rome, and Pope Lucius
ITI, in 1138, gave some of the saint's relics to King
Casimir of Poland and to the Bishop of Cracow. Since
that time, St. Florian has been regarded as a patron of
Poland as well as of Linz, Upper Austria and of
firemen. There has been popular devotion to
St. Florian in many parts of central Europe, and the
tradition as to his martyrdom, not far from the spot
where the Enns flows into the Danube, is ancient and
reliable. Many miracles of healing are attributed to his
intercession and he is invoked as a powerful protector
in danger from fire or water. His feast day is May 4™.

Love in Deed

It’s a Wonderful Life is one of my favorite Christmas movies.
It only occurred to me recently, though, that this film, for all
its yuletide aesthetic, is actually more of an Easter story.

| love this movie because it’s a very Catholic film — not
overtly, although we do see the main character, George
Bailey, going to Mass. No, it’s the themes that are Catholic,
not the set dressing. It’s a story about the choices we make
— to love, or not to love? To sacrifice, or not to sacrifice?
To put oneself first, or to put oneself last? It’s a story about
what the consequences of those choices look like here in
the world, and what they look like in heaven.

In the film, we meet a young George Bailey who dreams

of growing up to do amazing, impressive things. Over the
years, he makes a choice here and he makes a choice there
...and when all is said and done, the adult George Bailey

is a tired, overworked husband and father with no worldly
attributes that anyone would envy.

But he’s a man who has loved in deed, not just in word, and
who has reaped the spiritual rewards of those choices.

The season of Easter is about rejoicing in true redemption,
not in worldly triumph. The Word of God is not a bedtime
story. It’s a pruning shear. To hear it is to be changed, to be
shaped. To live it is to lose some things, so that you might
bloom in unexpected ways. To welcome the Word is to be
willing to look different, to feel different.

Anyone can say, “l love you, | accept you, | want to help
you.” But what does it actually look like, to love in deed and
not just in word? It looks like giving something up: free time,
wealth, comfort, worldly approval. It looks, to the casual
observer, like pain.

To someone who has no concept of how plants grow and
thrive, a gardener’s pruning shears look like an executioner’s
sword. To someone who has no concept of how souls grow
and thrive, a tomb barred by a stone looks like the end of a
story, when in fact it’s just the beginning.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:
How does a person become a canonized
saint?

Answer:

It is important to remember that all the
saints are people, real people who lived
just as we do! The first saints of the Church
were martyrs or theologians known for

a holy life. Over time, the Church has
established a set process to investigate the
causes of saints.

After a holy person’s death, the bishop

of their diocese initiates the canonization
process with the Vatican. Typically, they
must wait five years to ensure any false
enthusiasm has lessened. With Vatican
approval, the process begins and the
person receives the title “Servant of

God.” The first phase involves collecting
information about the person’s life and
scrutinizing it carefully. One person has
the specific role of raising doubts — this is
the origin of the phrase “devil’s advocate!”
When it is clear the person truly lived a
heroically holy life according to Church
teaching, they are declared “Venerable.”

If the person is a martyr for the faith,
they will also be declared “Blessed.” If
the person is not a martyr, they must

be credited with a miracle. This is also
closely examined for authenticity. Once
the miracle is authenticated as truly a
miracle performed by God through the
person or through their intercession, they
are beatified. An additional authenticated
miracle is required before canonization,
and we can call them “Saint.”
