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Dear Parishioners and Friends,

Saint John Paul II said
in Krakow on June 10, 1979,
among other things, “Every
man goes forward, goes
towards the future, nations go
ahead, and all humanity.
Moving forward means not only
yielding to the demands of
time, leaving behind the past,
yesterday, the year, the years,
the centuries. To move forward means to be aware of
the goal.”

The Ascension of the Lord, which is the
mystery that concludes the earthly life of Christ, begins
the life of the Church. At the same time, it reminds us
that we must move forward knowing that we are
heading towards the goal of heaven, the Father's
house. The path to Heaven leads through gray
everyday life, in which we must avoid sins and live in a
state of sanctifying grace. This assumes prudence and
anticipating the consequences of what we do. Are we
ourselves headed on this route?

A certain Norwegian legend talks about a poor
woman who, as a widow with a baby in her arms,
sought support from various good people. What she
cared about most was this child, whom she called her
greatest treasure on earth. One day, while walking
through the forest, she noticed an entrance leading
into a cave. At the same time, she heard a voice asking
her to come inside. The cave turned out to be a
treasury full of various valuables. And she heard, “take
as much as you want, just don't forget about the
greatest treasure.” The woman put the child in a
corner, spread a scarf and placed gold bars, diamond
and pearl necklaces on it. Every now and then she
heard a voice, “take as much as you want, just don't
forget about the greatest treasure.” The woman
thought about what the greatest treasure could be and
added more gold bars. When she had to end her time
in the vault, she hurried out and the iron door closed
behind her. Then she wondered what the words about
the greatest treasure meant. And suddenly she realized
that in the midst of her greed she had forgotten about
the child. She fell into despair. She started banging on
the iron door, but in vain. She has lost her greatest
treasure irretrievably.

In the Creed we confess that Jesus “ascended
into heaven; sits at the right hand of the Father.” This
truth is an invitation to those who believe in Him not to
seek heaven far from earth, not to seek happiness only
after death. The earth is under our feet, but heaven is
closer, because it is in our hearts. It is about seeing
Christ in others, who is behind the cloud of mortality,
various human flaws, and sometimes sin. When we
pursue a heavenly goal, the greatest treasure is the
state of sanctifying grace, union with God, which is
Jesus Christ. From the meeting with the Lord, who
ascends into heaven with joy, comes His call - a

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missionary command: “Go into all the world and
preach the Gospel to every creature.” This applies to
all the baptized who, in the power of the Holy Spirit,
will set out with the message of the Good News. And
in this way, they will become witnesses of the Risen
One. A witness is someone who confirms or attests to
something, but only to what they saw, heard, or
experienced personally. It is he who professes faith,
explains it by words and by the example of his life.

Today in the United States we celebrate
Mother's Day. May our Risen Lord, who entered the
Father's House, bless all our beloved mothers who
raised or are raising their children well, giving them
not only life and material goods, but above all, love
and faith. Thank you, dear mothers, for your hard
work, sleepless nights, and the enormous effort you
put into raising your children. Lord, give the youngest
mothers a lot of enthusiasm, energy, dedication, good
motivation, and strong faith, so that, supported by
their husbands, they can continue this beautiful
mission on the earth to which God has called them.
May the Merciful Lord give the grace of heaven to
mothers who have passed away to eternity. Today,
Dear Mothers, at the request of your children, we
include you in the Novena of Masses, which we
celebrate for you.

Congratulations to all the children from the REF
Program and the Fr. Stanislaw Cholewinski Polish
School, who received Holy Communion for the first
time on Saturday, May 11. Dear children, try to
welcome the Lord Jesus into your pure hearts as often
as possible.

Sharing the fruits of redemption

Today we celebrate the celebration of the
Ascension of the Lord. This is the final chord of Jesus'
earthly mission, whose closest disciples, the Eleven,
already see in the glory of His resurrection. In his last
words, or testament, Jesus reveals their task towards
the whole world: "Go into all the world and preach the
Gospel to every creature!" The Gospel is the good
news about the salvation that He brought and earned
through His suffering and death on the cross. To share
in the fruits of redemption, one must believe and be
baptized. This is the normal way by which we become
rooted in the saving work of the Son of God. Anyone
who consciously rejects faith may not be saved. We
trust God's mercy, which wants to embrace all people,
but God does not take away anyone's freedom, he
leaves it even when someone makes a tragic choice.
Sincere and strong faith, according to the Lord's
words, leads to extraordinary signs. The apostles filled
their lives with the task given to them in Jesus' will.

Lord Jesus, I am asking you with trust, let my
faith in you and your word be fruitful for me. Let it
open my heart to the graces you earned on the cross.
And let it make me a witness of Your presence in the
world. Amen.
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The Story of Fatima

The story of Fatima began
in the spring of 1916, when Lucia
dos Santos, age 9, and her cousins
Francisco Marto, age 8, and Jacinta
Marto, age 6, were guarding their
sheep outside their small village of
Fatima, in central Portugal. As they

=y M‘ were eating their lunch and praying

: the Rosary, a bright light flashed
and the image of a young man appeared, saying: ,,Do
not be afraid! I am the Angel of Peace. Pray with me.”
The children did as they were told and the angel
explained that ,the hearts of Jesus and Mary are
attentive to the voice of your supplications.” The angel
appeared to them two more times, in the summer and
in the autumn, each time asking them to make a
sacrifice for the sins of the world and the conversion of
sinners.

On Sunday, May 13, 1917, the three children
were in the fields with their sheep when they saw a
flash of lightning and the image of ,a lady all dressed
in white. She was more brilliant than the sun and
radiated a light more clear and intense than a crystal
glass filled with sparkling water when rays of the
burning sun shine through it.” Our Lady told the
children to pray the Rosary every day to achieve peace
in the world and promised to visit again the next
month.

Mary returned each month for the next five
months, referring to herself as the Immaculate Heart.
She showed the children a vision of hell and told them
that if Russia converted, there would be peace
throughout the world. She also explained that the
pope would have to suffer and many nations would be
destroyed, always emphasizing the need to pray the
Rosary. She also told them that Francisco and Jacinta
would soon go to heaven, but Lucia would live longer
to spread the message of the Immaculate Heart. On
October 13, 1917, in her final visit, 70,000 people
gathered in Fatima to watch for a miracle that the
Virgin Mary promised the three children. The day had
been rainy and overcast, but suddenly the sun broke
through, and the crowd witnessed what has become
known as the ,Miracle of the Sun.” The sun appeared
to change colors and rotate in the sky, but no one who
looked directly at it was harmed. The phenomenom
was witnessed up to nearly 25 miles away and widely
reported even in the anti-Catholic press of the time. It
was the culmination of six visits Mary made to Lucia,
Francisco and Jacinta, in which she identified herself
as the Lady of the Rosary and appeared with
St. Joseph and the child Jesus, again asking that the
Rosary be recited daily for peace in the world.

O my Jesus, forgive us our sins, save us
from the fires of hell, and lead all souls to Heaven,
especially those in most need of Your Mercy.”

| only pray out loud when | want my kids to hear what I'm
saying.

| know what you’re thinking — hypocrites in the synagogue
and the street corner; go to your room and shut the
door — but | think if Jesus had to raise children he would
understand where I’'m coming from. | pray out loud not
because | want my kids to think I’'m holy and not because |
want them to admire me but because | want them to know
how broken | am, how desperately | rely on the mercy and
love of God.

It’s also a really effective way to send a message. “God, I’'m
sorry I've been losing my patience today. Please help me.
And send your Holy Spirit to make these kids stop fighting.”

Vocal prayer, in front of other people, is an incredibly
vulnerable action, so it strikes me whenever Jesus chooses
to pray out loud in front of his disciples. Surely, mental
prayer was something of a perpetual state for him. | imagine
Jesus was ceaselessly in conversation with his Father in
heaven throughout even the most ordinary of days. So,
when he chooses to make those communications public, my
ears perk up.

He wants his kids to hear what he’s saying.

In John, chapter 17, we see that he wants us to remember
who we are. His disciples are about to see things that will
shake the very foundations of their faith. The only way they
will make it to the other side is if they remember that truth
does not consist only of what we can see with our eyes.

This is the same truth in which we have been consecrated.
We belong to this truth in a way the world will never
understand or accept. It is the truth we cannot see.

Through our faith, hope,
and love, we are called to be the good he
does here on earth!

In 1914, President
Woodrow  Wilson  signed e
proclamation making Mother's Day a
national observance, ,as a public
