»|Dear Parishioners and Friends,

Many of us care about
our “daily bread.” This is our
earthly duty and there is
nothing unusual about it.
However, does our “daily bread”
satisfy all our earthly hungers
and needs? No. Our most
important hungers in life are
satisfied by “food from heaven.”
= As St. John Paul II taught,
“Christ responds to the deepest hungers of the human
being. Such is the hunger for love. And He is the One
who ‘loved to the end.” This love is most fully revealed
in the Eucharist. Hence the Pope asks: “Is it enough to
just receive it?” and answers: “It is food, and therefore
we must live from it.”

The Lord Jesus knew man perfectly well, he
knew what he needed for complete happiness.
Knowing the history of the chosen people, he knew
perfectly well that manna alone — “the food of the
fathers” — is not enough. That is why he reminds us
today of an important truth: “Whoever eats my flesh
and drinks my blood abides in me and I in him.” This is
the Body given and Blood shed for our salvation. This
is true medicine, especially for sin. As St. Ambrose
wrote, "The wound is that we succumb to sin, and the
medicine is the Blessed Sacrament.”

So God, who becomes bread for us, comes to
us. He wants to feed us with Himself. How can we
experience this divine presence? Let us listen to
Agnieszka's testimony: “I remember the day of my
First Holy Communion. I couldn't wait because I was
curious how the Body of Christ tasted. It turned out to
be like an ordinary wafer. I tried to believe like a child
that it was God himself, but somehow it was hard for
me. Years passed. By not receiving Communion, I think
I was losing what was most important. The true
essence and meaning. Sometimes I tried to focus on
the fact that it was God himself, but it kept escaping
me. Troubles and problems came, and I supposedly
prayed, asked God for help, but I still didn't realize
how close He could be in me. Finally, the moment
came when I began to know God better. I often
received Communion. I didn't even notice when Jesus
permanently entered my heart and began to heal me.
Communion gives me great strength and power to
survive and overcome difficulties.”

It is not enough to just stop at our
experiences. However, it often happens that our
feelings are one of the ways to explain our absence
from Holy Mass. Someone says: "I do not feel such a
need.” Another adds: “I am in Church when I feel such
a need, and this happens quite rarely.” Can our need
for the Eucharist be limited only to what we humanly
feel? What is important in all of this is faith in the
presence of Jesus in the Most Holy Sacrament of the
Altar. St. Thomas Aquinas reminds us in the
“Eucharistic Hymn:” “In You, sight and taste are
deceived, O God, whoever submits to them lacks faith;
I only want to believe in Your teaching that You have
hidden Yourself in the form of Bread.”

God comes to the altar, becoming bread, and
wants to invite us anew to feed on this bread. After all,
none of us who are invited by someone to a banquet
leaves hungry. So many people do not understand and
do not try to understand the mystery of Jesus'
presence in the consecrated bread and wine, and do
not take advantage of Jesus' invitation to feed on the
“bread from heaven.” I suggest that we all receive the
Eucharist with faith and love and that each of us make
a small effort and invite to the Church someone from
the neighborhood or family who has neglected to
receive the Eucharist. Anyone can be a missionary. Not
only someone who, after appropriate preparation, goes
to Africa or Latin America to preach Christ there.
Without going anywhere, we can preach Christ at
home, at school, at work, on the street, or in
conversation with a neighbor. Let us not say that they
will not listen to us, that they will consider us religious
fanatics. It is worth trying. Let us preach Christ not
only in word but also in deed, let us preach with faith
and love and pray to the Holy Spirit that our teaching
may fall on good soil and yield abundant fruit. Dear
Brothers and Sisters, it is worth doing this, because the
reward is great in heaven.

St. Rose of Lima - August 23

On Friday, the Church celebrates St. Rose of
Lima (1586-1617), the first canonized saint of the
Western Hemisphere. St. Rose might also be
considered a type of the special vocation of
contemplative-in-the-world. Inspired by the example
of St. Catherine of Siena, Rose became a Dominican
lay tertiary and devoted herself to works of active
charity while living a life of extreme austerity. She
longed to evangelize the Indians, not at all
discouraged by the thought that they would probably
kill her. St. Martin de Porres and St. John Masias were
among her friends. She died at the age of 31, praying,
"Lord, increase my sufferings, and with them increase
your love in my heart."

The Fullness of Life

Like any other child of the ‘90s raised by budget-conscious

parents, I've spent my fair share of Sunday mornings in line at an
Old Country Buffet, hot plate in hand. Kids ate for chump change

on Sundays, and | never left that fine establishment without

getting our money’s worth. | always came away stuffed to the gills.

But | never, ever remember feeling satisfied.

In fact, if | recall correctly, most of the time | felt rather empty. |
was always thinking about the food | didn’t get to eat — whatever
| couldn’t fit on my plate, or whatever they were bringing out from
the kitchen just as we were about to leave.

As I’'ve gotten older, it’s a feeling I’ve encountered again and
again, and not just at buffets. Haven’t we all? The people you think
are prefect reveal themselves to be deeply flawed. The things you
want the most are never as satisfying to possess as they are to
long for. The experiences you anticipate the most end up being
letdowns, when instead it’s the ordinary moments — maybe even
the hard moments, the painful moments — that stand out, that
become cherished memories.

Today'’s scripture readings equate wisdom and fullness with

an acceptance of something that makes no sense, that defies
scientific explanation, cultural norms, and even common sense:
the Real Presence of our God in the Eucharist.

Is it strange to believe that we are consuming the Body and Blood
of Christ in our worship, and that only by doing so will we ever
achieve everlasting life?

Perhaps. But we are asked to do many strange things as
Christians. We are asked to love when we do not feel like loving,
when the object of that love has not earned it. We are asked to
forgive even when the recipient of that forgiveness does not seek
it or merit it. We are asked to believe, in moments when belief
feels impossible.

Socrates says that the only wisdom is in knowing that you know
nothing. Perhaps the only spiritual fullness is in knowing that there
is only emptiness to be had here in this world, that there is no
physical experience or indulgence that can really make you feel
satisfied and strong. That the only food that really nourishes you
in a way that lasts is a small white Host you can barely taste on
your tongue.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:

I’'ve heard that gratitude is a fruit
of the Holy Spirit.
What does that mean?

Answer:

In St. Paul’s letter to the Galatians,
he talks about the “fruits of the
Holy Spirit.” He is referencing

an idea that Jesus talks about
frequently in the Gospels. “By
their fruits you will know them”
(Matthew 7:16). He uses the
example of a plant. If the plant

is healthy, it will bear good fruit.

If the plant is unhealthy, it will
bear rotten fruit or none at all.
Jesus echoes this idea at the Last
Supper, when he says that if we
remain close to him we will “bear
much fruit” (John 15:8). If we allow
the Holy Spirit to work in our lives,
we will bear the fruits of the Spirit!

Technically, gratitude is not one of
the fruits St. Paul lists. “The fruit
of the Spirit is love, joy, peace,
patience, kindness, generosity,
faithfulness, gentleness, and
self-control” (Galatians 5:22-23).
But doesn’t that sound like the
response of a grateful heart? When
we’re grateful, we experience a
sense of joy and peace that makes
it easier to love. We can be kind,
patient, generous, and gentle with
others rather than possessive or
competitive. When we’re grateful,
we don’t need to grasp at what
we don’t have. We practice self-
control. Gratitude helps us to be
faithful, knowing God will always
be with us. Sounds like good fruit
to me!
