Desperate yet hopeful

words were uttered in today's
Gospel by St. Peter: “Lord, to
whom shall we go? You have
the words of eternal life.”
St. Peter could not imagine life
without Christ. He saw the
meaning of his life only in
remaining with Christ.
Dietrich Bonhoefer, a Protestant
theologlan murdered by the Nazis in 1945 looked at
Christ in a similar way. Here are his words: “We think
that our life has meaning because this or that person is
alive. In reality, it is not so. For this reason and only
for this reason does our human life have meaning,
because the earth one day became worthy to bear a
man, Jesus Christ, that a man like Jesus lived. If Jesus
had not lived, our life would have no meaning despite
all the human beings we know, honor, and love.”

“Lord, to whom shall we go?” This is a question
repeated more often today. Some ask it in moments of
despair or discouragement, others when they are joyful
or happy. If they choose Christ, they grow stronger in
faith, devotion, and trust in Him. Despite pain,
loneliness, or abandonment by loved ones.

What did the Lord Jesus demand from his
disciples, what does he demand from us? In short,
faithfulness, purity of heart, the ability to overcome
life's obstacles. Marital fidelity shatters at every
slightest stumble, there is no strength to forgive each
other for some humiliation, ambition prevails over
reason. A divorce hearing was held in the district court.
In the courtroom, you could hear loud accusations.
People nodded with pity. The 12-year-old daughter of
the divorcing spouses also came to the hearing
unnoticed. She heard everything and only her face
showed shame. When the words of the verdict were
spoken, the child shouted loudly: “And who will I go
to?” A poor, retired railway worker approached her and
said: “Child, I'll take you in, we'll be together...” The
judge, looking at what was happening, added: “There's
one piece of furniture missing in this house - a kneeler.
If only one of the parents knelt to pray in this house,
the poor child would have a home!”

“Lord, to whom shall I go?” a young girl once
asked. She was twenty-three years old. Experiencing a
personal tragedy, she broke down. She was close to
taking her own life. Everything had already been
planned. She had quit her job early, said goodbye to
her mother, sorted out the housing issue, bought the
right pills so that after taking an overdose she could
“fall asleep” peacefully. On the way, she stopped at a
church. After all, she had spent many years of her life
there and had used the holy sacraments. She clearly
wanted to present her pain, her situation, to God.
Something was drawing her to the confessional. An
internal struggle ensued. Finally, she went and
confessed. That saved her. “Lord, to whom shall we go?”

I was very sad when my friend called and told
me that his cousin had committed suicide at a young
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age. He had been left by a girl he was very much in
love with. He experienced this sorrow alone. He did
not tell anyone about it. He did not have enough
courage to go to a psychologist, but he also lacked
faith to go to church and entrust his profession and the
spiritual suffering he was experiencing to the Lord
Jesus.

People are increasingly moving away from God,
from the Holy Mass and from prayer. Very often they
rely on their own weak strength. We are threatened
not so much by hostility as by indifference to the
principles of religion. Is the First Holy Communion to
be the last? Will religious life be limited to tradition and
customs? To whom will the Kingdom of Heaven
belong? To those who will declare themselves for
Christ with conviction. “Lord, to whom shall we go?
You have the words of eternal life.”

But we should
remember that in the Gospel of John, the crucifixion is
presented as an exaltation (Jn 12:32). What can
offend those closed to faith in Jesus, is His suffering
and cross.

Lord Jesus, it Is difficult to imagine God taking
on the burden of human guilt and becoming
defenseless like a lamb sacrificed. Yet you have walked
Just such a path. Thank you for that. Amen.
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Praise be the Lord, Jesus Christ!
Now and forever!

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St. Monica — August 27

On Tuesday the Church celebrates the
Memorial of St. Monica (333-387) was born in Tagaste,
northern Africa and died in Ostia, near Rome. Monica
was a Christian, but her husband Patricius was a
pagan and a man of loose morals. Monica's virtues and
prayers, however, converted him, and he was baptized
a year before his death. When her son, Augustine,
joined the Manichean sect and went astray in faith and
morals, Monica's tears and prayers for her son were
incessant. She followed him to Milan, where Augustine
went to teach, and there continued to storm heaven
with her prayers for her son. Finally, she had the joy of
witnessing St. Ambrose baptize Augustine in 387. She
died in Ostia, as she and her son gazed at the sea and
discoursed about the joys of the blessed.

St. Monica is an example of those holy matrons
of the ancient Church who proved very influential in
their own quiet way. Through prayer and tears she
gave the great Augustine to the Church of God, and
thereby earned for herself a place of honor in the
history of God's kingdom on earth.

She is the patron saint of: Abuse victims;
alcoholics; alcoholism; difficult marriages;
disappointing children; homemakers; housewives;
married women; mothers; victims of adultery; victims
of unfaithfulness; victims of verbal abuse; widows;
wives.

St. Augustine — August 28

On Wednesday the Church celebrates the
Memorial of St. Augustine (354-430). Augustine was
born at Tagaste, Africa, and died in Hippo. His father,
Patricius, was a pagan; his mother, Monica, a devout
Christian. He received a good Christian education. As a
law student in Carthage, however, he gave himself to
all kinds of excesses and finally joined the Manichean
sect. He then taught rhetoric at Milan where he was
converted by St. Ambrose. Returning to Tagaste, he
distributed his goods to the poor, and was ordained a
priest. He was made bishop of Hippo at the age of 41
and became a great luminary of the African Church,
one of the four great founders of religious orders, and
a Doctor of the universal Church.
He is the patron saint of: Brewers; diocese of
Bridgeport, Connecticut; Cagayan de Oro, Philippines;
diocese of Kalamazoo, Michigan; printers; city of Saint
Augustine, Florida; diocese of Saint Augustine, Florida;
sore eyes; diocese of Superior, Wisconsin; theologians;
diocese of Tucson, Arizona.

**Recently, the U.S. Conference of Catholic
Bishops approved a new translation of the name of this
process, now calling it OCIA, the "Order of Christian
Initiation of Adults. While the rites are still part of
the order, the new structure is meant to invite
candidates and catechumens into a continuous
process of spiritual formation as opposed to fixed
checkpoints on the path to Baptism, Eucharist and
Confirmation. By making the process an “order”, the
candidate or catechumen understands the rites
received are just one part of their journey
discipleship that will culminate with Baptism,
Eucharist, and Confirmation, during the Easter Vigil
and will continue throughout their lives. This further
reinforces that this process to become Catholic not
be rushed and can be entered into at any time.”

Many Titles - One Mother

In Poland, the Blessed Mother is venerated
under various titles, each associated with different
regions and their unique traditions. Here are some of
the most notable ones:

Our Llady of Czestochowa (Matka Boska
Czestochowska): Also known as the Black Madonna, she is
the most famous and revered Marian icon in Poland, located
at the Jasna Gora Monastery in Czestochowa.

Our Lady of Lichen (Matka Boska Lichenska):
This title refers to the Virgin Mary venerated at the
Sanctuary of Our Lady of Lichen, one of the largest
churches in Poland.

Our Lady of Kalwaria (Matka Boska
Kalwaryjska): Venerated at the Kalwaria Zebrzydowska
sanctuary, this title is associated with a site of
pilgrimage and devotion.

Our Lady of Gietrzwatd (Matka Boska
Gietrzwatdzka): Known for the apparitions of the Virgin
Mary in 1877, Gietrzwatd is a significant Marian shrine
in northern Poland.

Our Lady of Rokitho (Matka Boska
Rokitnianska): This title is associated with the
sanctuary in Rokitno, where the Virgin Mary is
venerated as the Patiently Listening Mother.

Our Lady of Jandw Lubelski (Matka Boska
Janowska): Known for the apparitions in Jandw Lubelski,
this title is linked to a local tradition of Marian devotion.

These titles reflect the deep Marian devotion
present throughout Poland, with each region having its
own special way of honoring the Blessed Mother.

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Solemnity of the Blessed Virgin Mary
of Czestochowa - August 26

Our Lady of Czestochowa is
a holy icon of the Virgin Mary, that
is both Poland's holiest relic, and
| one of the country's national
symbols.

Although the icon of Our
Lady of Czestochowa has been
nd | intimately tied with Poland for the
"o past six hundred years, its history
. . ¥ prior to its arrival is shrouded in
numerous Iegends which trace the icon's origin back to
St. Luke who painted it on a cypress table top from the
house of the Holy Family.

One of the oldest documents from Jasna Goéra
(Bright Mount) states that the painting travelled from
Jerusalem, via Constantinople, to finally reach
Czestochowa in August 1382. The Black Madonna is
credited with miraculously saving the Monastery of
Jasna Goéra from a Swedish 17th century invasion, The
Deluge, which actually changed the course of the war.
This event led the King of Poland, Jan Kazimierz, to
"crown" Our Lady of Czestochowa ("the Black
Madonna") as Queen and Protector of Poland in the
Cathedral of Lwow on April 1, 1656.

Another legend concerning the Black Madonna
of Czestochowa is that the presence of the holy
painting saved its church from being destroyed in a
fire, but not before the flames darkened the fleshtone
pigments. The legend concerning the two scars on the
Black Madonna's right cheek is that the Hussites
stormed the Pauline monastery in 1430, plundering the
sanctuary. Among the items stolen was the icon. After
putting it in their wagon, the Hussites tried to get
away but their horses refused to move. They threw the
portrait down to the ground and one of the
plunderers drew his sword upon the image and
inflicted two deep strikes. When the robber tried to
inflict a third strike, he fell to the ground and writhed
in agony until his death. Legend has it that despite
past several attempts to repair these scars, they had
always reappeared.

Another legend states that, as the robber
struck the painting twice, the face of the Virgin Mary
started to bleed, in a panic the scared Hussites
retreated and left the painting.

Because of the Black Madonna, Czestochowa is
regarded as the most popular shrine in Poland, with a
pilgrimage made there every year by many Polish
Catholics. Often, people will line up on either side of
the road to hand out provisions to the pilgrims, as
those who walk the distance to Czestochowa walk two
or three days and carry few things with them.

Our Lady of Czestochowa, pray for us!

As a parish, we strive to be good stewards of our
resources.

A friend of mine, who is a far better Christian than | can ever hope
to be, once shared with me that her family sneers at her belief
system and lifestyle.

She believes in fairy tales they tell her. She’s looking for simple
solutions from a kind-faced man in the sky because she doesn’t
want to grapple with complicated answers to complicated
problems.

Religion, they argue, is the easy way out.
As she spoke about this, her voice became unsteady. Not with

anger, but with emotion. “I would never call this life easy,” she said.

“If | was looking for something that was easy, | wouldn’t choose
Catholicism.”

What was unspoken was why she has chosen Catholicism. |

know the answer, but only because | know her. | knew her before
she chose it wholeheartedly, and | know her now, and | see the
difference. | see that these words are written so clearly across the
days of her life: “Master, to whom shall we go?”

Once the truth is known in your soul, you see, it can never be
unknown.

Following Christ is not about easy answers and simple teachings.

Sure, it all sounds very basic: love one another as | have loved you.

What could be more straightforward?

But what does that mean? What does that look like in daily,
modern life, in a world full of the fallen, whose flaws have given us
rough edges and weakened wills?

I’ll tell you what it looks like — it looks like a struggle. It looks like
failure and mess and confusion and losing your way and finding

it again, all because you remembered that within you there is a
compass pointing due north. It’s a constant state of wandering in
the dark, following a Voice that asks you to go where you’re afraid
to go. And you follow the Voice not because it’s the only voice
there is and not because it’s the voice that says what you want to
hear, but because it’s the only one that speaks the truth, and the
truth pulls on you in a way you can’t quite resist.

When Christ asks, “Do you also want to leave?” he is not
gaslighting us. It’'s a genuine question. We are free to go. We are
not prisoners.

But we have heard the words of everlasting life, and now we can
only have peace if we follow where they lead.
