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#|Dear Parishioners and Friends,

Every day we are
bombarded with miraculous
recipes for happiness. All you
need to do is buy a product,
take advantage of a special
promotion or seek advice from
an expert. It seems that
buying a guide for a few
dollars is not a huge effort.
However important questions
arise here: if it is so easy to
achieve happiness in life, why do so many people
around us feel lonely, abandoned, deprived of love?
What is true happiness and who really cares about it?
Is there anyone who really cares about our happiness?
Where can we find true happiness?

Jesus, who is a guest at the wedding in Cana
of Galilee, sanctifies human and earthly love. The One
who is Love performs the first miracle, that is, an
instructive sign for the disciples, and then for the entire
Church. In this way, Christ shows that if a person does
not want their happiness to last only a moment, they
must start building it from strong foundations. Jesus
reminds us that love is not limited to sentiment,
feelings, emotional closeness, but is expressed in a
specific act. It shows that a Christian in the pursuit of
happiness cannot ignore love, which in seeking the
good of the beloved becomes a renunciation and is
ready to make sacrifices.

The event from Cana of Galilee is to have its
reflection in the life of a Christian family. Jesus shows
that the family is something complete if God is present
in it. Nowhere does God want to dwell as much as in
the family, in the hearts of each of its members. The
absence of God in the family means its defeat, the loss
of its essential purpose. The tragedies of many
contemporary families are an eloquent example of this.
The father and mother are the first signs of God
himself on earth. God chose these signs to reveal his
love to man through them. How many defeats would
families avoid if they lived according to this divine
thought. “In my home, only money ruled. Everyone
lived there for money. I committed a crime,” writes
one of the prisoners in his diary shortly before his
execution. “We have given nothing to our children if
we have not taught them the values for which one
must live,” says a wonderful father in a discussion.
Shouldn't every father and mother sign these words?

To “provoke” a miracle, obedience to Jesus is
necessary, who is genuinely concerned about the
happiness of man, about my happiness. The wedding
servants carried out the absurd command to fill the
water jugs, although in their opinion it probably did not
bring the solution to the problem even a step closer.
We can expect equally absurd commands from Jesus:
“love your enemies,” “forgive the wrongdoer,” “help
the poor,” “respect mean parents,” “maintain
premarital chastity,” “be honest among the corrupt,”
“do not lie to those who lie to you,” “follow me.” Such
appeals always seem “out of time.” You will hear them
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at a time when you would rather forget about the
Decalogue and the Gospel. Or maybe today Jesus is
turning your eyes to the miracle that takes place on
the altar during the Eucharist. What impact will it have
on your life and the lives of your loved ones?

I would like to thank Mr. Witold Socha and all
the artists who performed in our church last Sunday at
the International Christmas Carol concert. God bless
everyone who came to the concert. The Christmas
period has ended, and the so-called Ordinary Time has
begun in the Church. Traditionally, the Christmas
decorations will remain in our parish until February
2nd, the Feast of the Presentation of the Lord Jesus in
the Temple in Jerusalem. May the Lord Jesus bless
everyone abundantly! God bless you!

Week of Prayer for Christian Unity

The theme for the 2025 Week of Prayer for
Christian Unity is ,Do You Believe?” (cf. John 11:26)
The entire passage chosen for reflection is John 11:17-
27, where Jesus arrives in Bethany and raises Lazarus
from the dead. A part of that story is the encounter
between Jesus and Martha, at the end of which Martha
confesses faith in Jesus as the Messiah and Son of
God.

The theme for 2025 was proposed by the
ecumenical monastic community of Bose in Italy, in
cooperation with the international team appointed by
the Catholic Church’s Dicastery for Promoting Christian
Unity and the Faith and Order Commission of the
World Council of Churches, at meetings in Bose in late
September 2023.

The year 2025 marks the 1,700th anniversary
of the Council of Nicaea, the first Ecumenical Council of
Christian churches, called by Emperor Constantine I.
The Council took place in Nicaea, a place just outside
Constantinople (now Istanbul), from May to July of
325. This was just 12 years after a meeting between
the co-emperors Constantine and Licinius in February
313 in Milan, at which they agreed to grant legal status
to Christianity. The so-called “Edict of Milan,” actually a
letter from Licinius to governors of provinces in the
Eastern Empire, granted Christians and all persons
within the empire freedom from religious persecution.

Having then just emerged from a type of
“underground” status of nearly 300 years, the diversity
of language, culture and hierarchical organization
created situations of theological divisions within the
Church. There was an urgent need for one unified
voice for the sake of orthodox doctrine, especially
about the nature of Jesus’s relationship to the Father
within the being of the Triune God. There was also a
need to establish a common date for Easter and a way
to reconcile Christians who had lapsed under the
period of persecution. A major result of the Council
was the creation of the first Nicene Creed. Tradition
has it that there were 318 bishops present, mostly
from Eastern churches, and that all but two signed the
Creed.

Considering divergences of interpretation on
the “settled” date of Easter agreed at the Council,
followed by separate dates again for centuries, it is of
special significance that in 2025, all Christians have the
same date for Easter: April 20.

As the whole Church of today considers the
commemoration of a gathering that signified a belief in
“one, holy, catholic and apostolic church,” may we all
be more and more drawn into the mystery of unity.
May we confess our resistance to that unity, embrace
our diversity and remember exactly what we believe
together and share with the world: that Jesus is the
Christ and the Son of God, who raises all with him to
eternal life in a kingdom that will never end.

St. Faustina Kowalska Parish
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Feast of the Conversion of St. Paul - January 25"’

The Feast of the Conversion ]
of St. Paul celebrates St. Paul turning
away from persecution of Christians
to promoting Christianity. St. Paul,
named Saul at his circumcision, a Jew
of the tribe of Benjamin, was born at
Tarsus, the capital of Cilicia. He was
a Roman citizen. He was brought up
as a strict Jew, and later became a violent persecutor of
the Christians. While on his way to Damascus to make
new arrests of Christians, he was suddenly converted by
a miraculous apparition of Our Lord. From a fierce
persecutor he became the great Apostle of the Gentiles.

An immediate transformation was wrought in
the soul of St. Paul. He was suddenly converted to the
Christian Faith. He was baptized, changed his name
from Saul to Paul, and began travelling and preaching
the Faith. He was martyred as an Apostle in Rome
around 65 AD.

With festal liturgy the Church commemorates
Paul's conversion because of its supreme importance to
Christianity. The conversion took place about five years
after our Lord's death (the older Martyrology says two
years). It was a sudden occurrence, not of the apostle's
seeking but due wholly to divine intervention. St. Paul
refers to it frequently in his epistles, always with the
profoundest emotion and gratitude. The Acts of the
Apostles gives a detailed account of the event, not once
but three times: 9:1-22; 22:3-21; 26:9-18.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:

Why do some dioceses move holy
days, or not even celebrate them
at all. Doesn’t everyone do the
same thing?

Answer:

The short answer is no, not
everyone does the same thing.
Although the Church is universal,
there are many local customs
and saints that each country,
sometimes just a region, will
honor. For example, feast days
and patronal days may not be
major feast days on the Church’s
universal calendar, but are
celebrated as such in one place.
Holy days of obligation are the
same way. The US Conference

of Catholic Bishops has a certain
amount of discretion in choosing
days which best reflect the local
church’s experience and history.

Another reason certain feasts are
moved is a practical one. With
limited clergy, or a great difficulty
for people to get to Mass, the
feast day may be transferred to

a Sunday. The rationale is that if

a significant feast should be part
of the Church’s celebration, then
better to do so on a Sunday when
people and clergy are available,
rather than try to fit it on a day
when one or both cannot be
there.

Christmas and the Immaculate
Conception are always observed
as days of obligation. In the

USA we celebrate six holy days
of obligation. There are also
other special days and they are
ranked, in order of importance
as solemnity, feast, memorial and
optional memorial.

For twenty-four hours a day, two candles burn
at either side of the tabernacle and two more before
the Our Lady of Fatima statue. The candles represent
our presence and our prayer in a holy place. If you
would like to, you may sponsor two vigil candles at the
tabernacle or two vigil candles before the Our Lady of
Fatima statue. The suggested offering to sponsor one
candle is $10. Offerings for the vigil candles can be
made in a plain envelope from home and placed
together with your Sunday offering or dropped through
the mail slot of the parish office. Please remember to
write your name, address and telephone on the
envelope, the number of candles and which candles
you are sponsoring. Candles may be offered in honor
of a child being baptized or receiving First Holy
Communion, a couple getting married, or someone
who is ill. Candles may also be offered in memory of a
beloved deceased individual. May the Mother of God
through the Merciful Jesus intercede many favors for
everyone. Proceeds from these vigil candles will be
used towards liturgical vestments, hosts, candles and
further renovation of the sacristy.
