Dear Parishioners and Friends,

Today in the Gospel we
hear the powerful words of
Jesus: Hypocrite, first take the
beam out of your own eye, and
then you will see clearly to
remove the speck from your
brother's eye. Jesus uses the
image of the beam and the
speck to show the negative
attitude of life, which has two
different standards. However, the question may arise:
Do we have the moral right to admonish another
person in the face of such words of Jesus? Isn't it
better to turn a blind eye to their behavior, because
after all, none of us is perfect?

In the Gospel, Jesus presents his metaphor in
the teacher-disciple relationship. The former calls the
latter brother. Although the word brother itself has a
positive meaning, it introduces a certain disorder here.
The teacher should be a master for the disciple, a
person who is not equal to the disciple, but superior to
him. However, this is not superiority to show contempt.
This superiority is to teach and improve in abilities and
virtues. For this to be possible, a teacher, if he wants
to be a good teacher, must first remove the beam from
his own eye. Therefore, he himself must be
transformed for the better. You cannot be a role model
for someone if you do not work on your own flaws and
weaknesses.

The British conservative writer and journalist
Paul Johnson writes in his book “Intellectuals” that Karl
Marx was concerned about the fate of all workers in
the world. Meanwhile, he never paid a single penny to
his maid. When she became pregnant with his child, he
denied that he was the father, and she had to give up
the child to a strange family. Marx did not want to
meet his son, who, when visiting his mother, had to
climb the servants' stairs and meet her in the kitchen.

Only then can the admonition of his brother be
true when the teacher himself sees the mistakes in his
own life and wants to correct them. A false teacher is
unable to stand in the truth. He wears a mask of
hypocritical perfection. He does not accept that his
teaching will only be true if his life confirms his words.
So, if we want to admonish others for how they live,
let us live in such a way so that our lives are a good
guide for those who are going astray.

Today, the Gospel gives us a difficult task. This
task is to admonish another person. For some people,
this is no problem at all, because they can point out
someone's mistakes without batting an eyelid. For most
of us, however, admonishing others is not an easy task.
In Christian admonition, we need to be aware of our
own weaknesses. Without humility, we cannot truly
admonish another person. My admonition must consist in
the fact that before I see the imperfections of another,
I must first see them in myself.

When St. John Paul II was still an archbishop
in Krakow, he disciplined priests in a special way.
Once, one of the vicars committed a serious offense.
Cardinal Wojtyla spoke decisively about the
seriousness of his guilt and reprimanded him severely.
Then he took him to the chapel and said: Would you
be so kind as to hear my confession now?

A reminder, that is aimed at the good of
another person and is given with love, has enormous
power. And it crumbles the walls that are based on the
most hardened hearts.

On Ash Wednesday we will begin the 40-day
period of Lent. It is through prayer, fasting and
almsgiving that we will try to get closer to the Lord
God and to each other. A cross on the forehead made
of ashes from burnt palms is to express our readiness
to take on this challenge. I encourage everyone to
make specific resolutions right from the start so that
we do not sleep through this special time in which we
are to experience our personal conversion. God bless
you and may the Lord Jesus bless everyone!

Lenten Regulations
from Ash Wednesday to the Paschal Triduum

Abstinence from meat - (the
practice of restraining oneself from
eating meat - is to be observed by all
Catholics 14 years old and older on Ash
Wednesday and on all the Fridays of
Lent. Fasting - the willing abstinence or
reduction from all or some food and drink for a period
of time - is to be observed on Ash Wednesday by all
Catholics who are 18 years of age but not yet 59.
Those who are bound by this may take only one full
meal. Two smaller meals are permitted if necessary to
maintain strength according to one’s needs, but eating
solid foods between meals is not permitted. The
special Paschal fast, as well as abstinence, are
prescribed for Good Friday and encouraged for Holy
Saturday.

By the threefold discipline of fasting,
almsgiving and prayer the Church keeps Lent from
Ash Wednesday until the evening of Holy Thursday. All
of the faithful and the catechumens should undertake
serious practice of these three traditions. Failure to
observe any penitential days at all or a substantial
number of such days must be considered serious.

During Lent, we
seek the Lord in prayer by reading
Sacred Scripture; we serve by giving
alms; and we practice self-control through fasting. We
are called not only to abstain from luxuries during
Lent, but to a true inner conversion of heart as we
seek to follow Christ's will more faithfully. I encourage
all parishioners to actively participate in the three
traditional pillars of Lent of prayer, almsgiving and
fasting.

This year let's try to focus on all three
traditional pillars of Lent, rather than just fasting.
I encourage everyone to deepen their prayer by
making a promise to attend either Adoration of the
Blessed Sacrament for one hour every Tuesday during
Lent or the Way of the Cross every Friday at 7:00 am
or every Saturday at 4:00 pm during Lent (in addition
to attending Sunday Mass, of course), or choosing a
book in the Bible, reading a chapter daily during Lent
and truly meditating upon the meaning for 15 minutes.
With regards to almsgiving, may I suggest that you
give an extra $5 this Lent 2025. Increasing your
weekly Sunday offering by as much as your means
allows ($5, $10, $15, etc.) from the 1st Sunday of Lent
through Palm Sunday will help us on our way to
breaking even financially this fiscal year.

As you may have noticed, we have not been
reaching our weekly Sunday offertory goal of $9,250
every week. And I understand that it may seem like
you only hear from me to make an appeal for money,
but please understand that this is part of the nature of
the Operations Director position and wanting to
maintain a financially sound parish. As the Gospel says
today, we must begin with ourselves before looking at
our brother/sister. Therefore, I am pledging to donate
the first $1,000 to the Easter collection should the
weekly Sunday offertory goal be met from the 1%
Sunday of Lent through Palm Sunday. Let's make
a conscious effort to increase that Sunday collection
amount and get a high-five.

While I understand that not everyone can
increase their weekly Sunday offering, every dollar or
five counts!

Mini Reflection: If we see a splinter in another person’s eye, or
a problem in the world that needs to be fixed, what Jesus is
saying is not that we should ignore it and move on. He’s merely
saying that, when we see these things, we must take them first
as a challenge to examine ourselves.

The Log in Your Eye
Today’s Gospel is a big favorite of non-Christians — or
Christians who don’t like being told what to do.

That trusty ol’ remove the wooden beam from your own eye
line is a classic. Mind your business, Christians! You're not
perfect either.

And that’s entirely true. None of us are perfect. We've all got
logs in our eyes. We can’t approach life acting like we have the
answers simply because we follow Jesus.

Jesus has the answers, and we have Jesus.

The real problem with having someone remove a splinter from
my eye, if he himself has a log in his eye, is not that he has no
business removing the splinter from my eye. It’s that he can’t
see clearly to do it. His own eyesight is occluded.

If we see a splinter in another person’s eye, or a problem in the
world that needs to be fixed, or a scandal in the community
that should be addressed, what Jesus is saying is not that we
should ignore it and move on. He’s merely saying that, when
we see these things, we must take them first as a challenge to
examine ourselves. To address the problem as it exists within
our own souls, so that we ensure we are seeing clearly. Then,

if we reach out to pluck the splinter, we will do so with clear
eyesight.

He wants us to worry as much about our own souls as we do
about other people’s.

We tend to look at the world and feel anxious — so much
evill So much hate! So much sin! We pray, God, when will you
change it?

And He whispers back: / will change it here. Now. In your own
heart. You just have to ask.

Question:

Why do we place ashes on our
forehead each Ash Wednesday?

Answer:

Ashes are rich in spiritual
symbolism. We recall in the
second chapter of Genesis, when
the human person is fashioned
“out of the dust of the ground”
and receives the breath of life
(Genesis 2:7). In death, a person
returns to the ground from
which we came. The ancient
Hebrews used ashes as a sign of
repentance, reminding themselves
that God is God and we are not.

As the minister places ashes on
our forehead, we hear either
“remember that you are dust
and unto dust you shall return”
or “turn away from sin and be
faithful to the Gospel.” When we
receive ashes, we remember our
own mortality. We’re reminded
that we have limited time on

this earth and we ought to make
the best use of it that we can!
People are in need of love, care,
and compassion. We all need to
continually rediscover the love
of God. The Gospel invites every
person in every stage of life to
encounter and imitate Jesus here
and now. The forty days of Lent
are the perfect time to assess our
own awareness of these realities.

Ash Wednesday Ashes

Question:
Why do we place ashes on our forehead each Ash Wednesday?

Answer:

Ashes are rich in spiritual symbolism. We recall in the second chapter of Genesis, when
the human person Is fashioned “out of the dust of the ground” and receives the breath of
life (Genesis 2:7). In death, a person returns to the ground from which we came. The
ancient Hebrews used ashes as a sign of repentance, reminding themselves that God is
God and we are not.

When we
receive ashes, we remember our own
mortality. We're reminded that we have
limited time on this earth and we ought
to make the best use of it that we can!

We all need to continually
rediscover the love of God. The Gospel
invites every person in every stage of life
to encounter and imitate Jesus here and
now. The forty days of Lent are the
perfect time to assess our own
awareness of these realities.
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Fact of Faith
WHY IS LENT FORTY DAYS?

The Lenten season is a time of preparation for the liturgical celebration of the suffering, Death, and Resurrection
of Christ. Many Catholics spend that time on the three practices of Lent: prayer, fasting, and almsgiving. It
is also a time to participate in the Sacrament of Penance and Reconciliation.

The season of Lent lasts from Ash Wednesday until the evening of Holy Thursday. If Sundays are excluded
from the count, the season lasts forty days. The forty-day length of Lent is rooted in the biblical usage of the
number forty. Forty is typically indicative of a time of testing, trial, penance, purification, and renewal. In
the New Testament, forty days is the length of Jesus’ time of trial in the desert in preparation for his public

ministry, proclaiming the Gospel.

Mark 1:12-15

The Spirit drove Jesus out into the desert,
and he remained in the desert for forty days,
tempted by Satan.

He was among wild beasts,

The forty-day period of Jesus’ trial in the desert
echoes a number of events in the Old Testament:

e The face of the earth was cleansed and purified
during the promised period of days and nights that
rain poured down during the great flood—"I will
bring rain down on the earth for forty days and forty
nights, and so | will wipe out from the surface of
the earth every moving creature that | have made”
( Gen 7:4).

¢ The face of the earth was renewed during a forty-
day period after the mountain tops appeared and
the waters of the great flood receded— The tops
of the mountains appeared. At the end of forty
days Noah opened the hatch of the ark that he had
made”( Gen 8:5-6).

* Moses spent forty years as a shepherd in the
desert before God called him to lead the Israelites
out of slavery—' Moses fled when he heard this and
settled as an alien in the land of Midian . . . Forty
years later, an angel appeared to him in the desert
near Mount Sinai in the flame of a burning bush”
( Acts 7: 29-30).

* Moses fasted for forty days and nights on Mount
Sinai before receiving the tablets of the covenant—
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and the angels ministered to him.
After John had been arrested,
Jesus came to Galilee proclaiming the gospel of God:

“ This is the time of fulfillment.

The kingdom of God is at hand.

“ So Moses stayed there with the Lorp for forty days
and forty nights, without eating any food or drinking
any water, and he wrote on the tablets the words of
the covenant, the ten commandments”( Ex 34:28).

* The Israelites spent forty years wandering in the
desert, as a time of testing, trial and purification
of the people, before reaching the Promised Land —
“ Now the Israelites had wandered forty years in the
desert, until all the warriors among the people that
came forth from Egypt died off because they had
not obeyed the command of the Lorp” ( Jos 5:6;
see Num 32:13).

® The prophet Elijah spent forty days in the desert
before encountering God on Mount Horeb—[ Elijah]
got up, ate and drank; then strengthened by that
food, he walked forty days and forty nights to the
mountain of God, Horeb”( 1 Kgs 19:8).

¢ The Ninevites were given forty days before God was
going to destroy the city, allowing time for repentance
and conversion—' Jonah began his journey through
the city, and had gone but a single day’s walk
announcing,’ Forty days more and Nineveh shall be
destroyed,” when the people of Nineveh believed
God; they proclaimed a fast and all of them, great
and small, put on sackcloth”( Jon 3:4-5).
