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Dear Parishioners and Friends,

In liturgy, the Fourth
Sunday of Easter is called Good
Shepherd Sunday. Christ, the
good shepherd, gave his life in
love, “to gather into one the
scattered children of God.” He
gave it for the sheep that he
knew by name. He was sent to
everyone, especially sinners, lost
people, living on the margins of
life. For God, every person is someone specific, not an
anonymous person met by chance. Jesus cares for
each of us, protects us from the influence of false
prophets. He is the only gate leading to God's
sheepfold. He came so that we could have life and
have it in abundance. Abundance means a certain
maximalism. So why do we settle for something small
in life? We usually ask: what minimum do I have to
meet to cross the threshold of tolerance; what is the
lowest cost I can get something for? This is a
marketing strategy to separate the good, the better
and the best. Besides, who would like to take last
place? But do we want to, reaching into the evangelical
maximum, “have life in abundance?”

This Sunday is also the World Day of Prayer for
Vocations. The witness of Jesus, the Good Shepherd,
and of those who faithfully follow Him, awakens new
vocations. “"The most important and effective means of
awakening vocations is,” as St. John Paul II wrote, “the
witness of the lives of priests, their unconditional
dedication to the flock of God, their loving service to
Christ and his Church — a service that is the carrying of
the cross, accepted with Easter hope and joy, and
finally, fraternal harmony and a fervent desire to
evangelize.” Therefore, “The history of every vocation
is almost always linked to the witness of a priest who
joyfully experiences his being a gift to others for the
sake of the Kingdom of God. The closeness and word
of the priest lead to the emergence of questions and to
the taking of final decisions,” (Benedict XVI, Message
for the 47th World Day of Prayer for Vocations).

In order to fulfill their earthly mission well,
each called person needs friendship with Jesus. They
must listen so that the word of Jesus reaches their
interior, disturbs them, raises questions, provokes
a decision, specific behaviors. Listening should cause
a change in thinking and attitudes in life. Otherwise, it
will only be a rejection of the word. Listening to the
word and transformation should encourage us to
imitate Christ. And this means that we must gaze upon
the Divine Face, open our eyes wide, listen to the voice
of conscience. To follow Jesus, we must know the goal,
have a sense of community with brothers and sisters,
be able to make sacrifices, overcome fear of the
unknown future. For all this, prayer is needed, which
gives strength for faithfulness and growth in God's
grace.

Looking at Jesus, the Good Shepherd, who
gave his life out of love for us, and the crowds of His
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followers, let us ask for holy vocations to the
priesthood. May St. John Mary Vianney, parish priest of
Ars, who had a strong bond with his parishioners,
teaching them through the witness of his life and
humble prayer, become an example and advocate
before God for us.

I would like to congratulate all the children
from the Religious Education Formation (REF) Program
and the Fr. Stanislaw Cholewinski Polish School, who
received their First Holy Communion on Saturday, May
10th. I would like to thank the catechists, educators
and parents who put a lot of work into preparing the
children for this important sacrament.

I kindly ask that you all mark your calendars
for June 8th, as the date of our parish picnic, to be
held in Ward Hall and the adjacent parking lot. As in
previous years, we ask everyone for monetary
donations and raffle prizes for the picnic raffle.
Donations and prizes can be dropped off at the parish
office. As in previous years, the picnic is sponsored by
the St. Faustina Polish Club. Those interested in
helping can contact Maria Horbal. Also, mark June
22nd in your calendars, as it is Corpus Christi Sunday.

Sunday School for twenty years before she passed
away on May 9, 1905.

The first Mother's Day observance was a
church service held on May 10", 1908, in Anna’s
mother's home town of Grafton, West Virginia. In
1914, President Woodrow Wilson signed a
proclamation making Mother's Day a national
observance, ,as a public expression of our love and
reverence for the mothers of our country.”

The Christian community still honors mothers
the way Anna Jarvis originally intended. In our Masses
each year, we pray for all mothers, living and
deceased, and thank God for the special women that
God has placed in our lives.

Because here’s the bottom line of it all — | don’t want to

instill a fear of strangers into my kids, but | do want them to
understand that you can’t always trust people you don’t know
(heck, you can’t always trust the people you do know, but
that’s another therapy-provoking conversation we can have
when they’re older).

If someone says, “Hey, follow me,” and we don’t know them,

it’s not always a great idea to comply. First, we have to ask
guestions.

But if someone we know and love and trust says, “Hey, follow
me,” we don’t even think twice, and we don’t need to ask any
questions. We know wherever we’re going is a safe place for
us because we have a relationship with the person doing the
leading.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:
Why do Catholics genuflect?

Answer:

Genuflection is an act of devotion that
literally means “to bend the knee.” For
many Catholics, it’s an almost automatic
gesture that we perform before entering
our pew or row of seats at Mass. But, like
many of the symbols and gestures of our
faith tradition, genufiecting can aiso be an
invitation for deeper reflection.

The practice of “bending the knee” is an
ancient way of recognizing the presence
of someone greater than we are. It has
been said that the practice dates back
to the time of Alexander the Great, but

it became a common part of etiquette

in the royal courts of the Middle Ages.
From throne rooms and palaces, it was

a small step to genuflecting becoming
part of the devotional lives of Christians,
who used this secular gesture as a way
of recognizing the presence of the One
who is King of Kings, especially in the
Eucharist.

Today, Catholics are asked to genuflect

in the presence of the Blessed Sacrament
(whether in the tabernacle or exposed on
the altar during eucharistic adoration).
So, while it has become second nature

to genuflect before entering your seat

in church, we should pay attention to
where the Blessed Sacrament is kept

in each church or chapel that we visit,
and genuflect in the direction of the
tabernacle where the Blessed Sacrament
is kept. In churches or chapels in which
the tabernacle is in a separate space, we
are invited to simply bow toward the altar.

In addition to genuflecting before the
Blessed Sacrament, we are also instructed
to genuflect before the cross used for
veneration on Good Friday (during the
solemn celebrations of the Lord’s Passion)
and any time a relic of the True Cross

is displayed for veneration. This long-
standing tradition is a way of honoring
the cross as the great sign of our
salvation and of showing devotion to the
passion of Jesus.

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The Story of Fatima
The story of Fatima began
in the spring of 1916, when Lucia
dos Santos, age 9, and her cousins
Francisco Marto, age 8, and Jacinta
Marto, age 6, were guarding their
sheep outside their small village of
Fatima, in central Portugal. As they
m were eating their lunch and
— praying the Rosary, a bright light
flashed and the image of a young man appeared,
saying: ,Do not be afraid! I am the Angel of Peace.
Pray with me.” The children did as they were told and
the angel explained that ,the hearts of Jesus and Mary
are attentive to the voice of your supplications.” The
angel appeared to them two more times, in the
summer and in the autumn, each time asking them to
make a sacrifice for the sins of the world and the
conversion of sinners.

On Sunday, May 13, 1917, the three children
were in the fields with their sheep when they saw a
flash of lightning and the image of ,a lady all dressed
in white. She was more brilliant than the sun and
radiated a light more clear and intense than a crystal
glass filled with sparkling water when rays of the
burning sun shine through it.” Our Lady told the
children to pray the Rosary every day to achieve peace
in the world and promised to visit again the next
month.

Mary returned each month for the next five
months, referring to herself as the Immaculate Heart.
She showed the children a vision of hell and told them
that if Russia converted, there would be peace
throughout the world. She also explained that the
pope would have to suffer and many nations would be
destroyed, always emphasizing the need to pray the
Rosary. She also told them that Francisco and Jacinta
would soon go to heaven, but Lucia would live longer
to spread the message of the Immaculate Heart. On
October 13, 1917, in her final visit, 70,000 people
gathered in Fatima to watch for a miracle that the
Virgin Mary promised the three children. The day had
been rainy and overcast, but suddenly the sun broke
through, and the crowd witnessed what has become
known as the ,Miracle of the Sun.” The sun appeared
to change colors and rotate in the sky, but no one who
looked directly at it was harmed. The phenomenom
was witnessed up to nearly 25 miles away and widely
reported even in the anti-Catholic press of the time. It
was the culmination of six visits Mary made to Lucia,
Francisco and Jacinta, in which she identified herself
as the Lady of the Rosary and appeared with
St. Joseph and the child Jesus, again asking that the
Rosary be recited daily for peace in the world.

,O my Jesus, forgive us our sins, save us
from the fires of hell, and lead all souls to Heaven,
especially those in most need of Your Mercy.”
