Father Tom McCarthy is an experienced teacher,
administrator, retreat director and parish mission preacher. He is a
native of the South Side of Chicago. He grew up in St. Adrian Parish
in Marquette Park where he received his elementary education at
St. Adrian School and high school education at St. Rita of Cascia
High School. He graduated from Villanova University with a B.A. in
Communication Arts. He also has a Master of Arts in Educational
Administration from Lewis University.

Fr. Tom entered the Midwest Province of the Augustinian
Order in 1987. After completing his novitiate, he attended Catholic
Theological Union in Chicago and graduated with a Master of
Divinity degree. In 1993 he made his solemn vows as an
Augustinian Friar and in 1994 he was ordained to the priesthood.

Most notably, Fr. Tom ministered for 21 years at St. Rita of
Cascia High School in Chicago as a teacher, campus minister,
Principal, President and Chairman of the Board of Directors; for nine
years as the Vocation Director for the Our Mother of Good Counsel
(Midwest) and five years for St. Thomas of Villanova (Eastern)
Province. He spent two years as the Augustinian Advisor to the
Office of First- and Second-Year Initiatives - Office of Student Life at
Villanova University.

Fr. Tom ministered in Rome as part of the Pontifical
Council for the Promotion of the New Evangelization where he was
named a Papal Missionary of Mercy by Pope Francis in 2018. Father
Tom spent two years as the Director of the Augustinian Marylake
Shrine in King City, Ontario, and the Prior of the Marylake
Augustinian Monastery.

Fr. Tom is currently in his 14th year as Vocation Director
for the Midwest Province, the Director of St. Rita of Cascia Shrine
Chapel in Chicago, and the Director of Community Relations at St. Rita
High School in Chicago. He is also the Prior of the Pre-Novitiate
Community of St. Clare of Montefalco Friary in Chicago.

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4 Dear Parishioners and Friends,
During St. John Paul II's
visit to Jasna Gora in 1983,
significant words were spoken to
young people during the Jasha
Gora Appeal: "You must demand
of yourselves, even if others do
not demand of you." What
purpose does setting demands
on ourselves serve? A wise
educator will answer that it serves proper development,
because they compel us to move forward and overcome
the obstacles and difficulties we encounter.

For faith to ignite, the flame of faith must be
constantly sparked and fanned. We can see a certain
analogy in the Olympic flame, which is lit by the sun's
rays in the ruins of the Temple of Hera in ancient
Olympia in the Peloponnese. From there, the Olympic
torch relay passes the Olympic flame to the next
runners. The tradition of lighting the flame dates back
to the 1928 Games and carrying it in a relay goes back
to 1936. Finally, the flame, carried on a torch, arrives
in the host city. Here, during the opening ceremony,
the Olympic torch lights a cauldron with great fanfare
and remains burning throughout the remainder of the
Games.

The flame of the Olympic torch can go out, as
it has done three times due to a rainstorm and
technical problems. A similar danger threatens the
flame of faith, which can diminish in intensity or
extinguish completely due to difficult life events or
personal negligence, which weakens faith.

Faith, which is the dynamism received at
baptism, is not free from question marks and various
doubts. A frequent visitor to an online forum wrote,
among other things: "I'm concerned about the quality
of my faith. That my faith is weak, that I can't bear
witness. I try to live by faith, but I see that I'm not
acting as I should—according to God's will, although
I often don't know how I should act. I'm concerned
when I see someone doing something contrary to the
commandments, but I can't bring up the subject, talk
to someone about it in a way that will bring them
closer to God. I try to live by Catholic principles, but
I see more and more clearly that what is obvious to
me is not obvious to others, even to those who go to
church every Sunday."

Faith demands from us an inquisitive nature in
learning, in asking questions, and in seeking answers.
But a person of faith must also have the courage and
fervor of God's Spirit to live by faith daily. Andrea
Bocelli, the world's most popular tenor and a man of
profound faith, confessed in a press interview: "I believe
that each of us has a great privilege, but also a specific
responsibility, to be a living, vibrant, and joyful witness
to the Christian faith. Moreover, we must carry it
wherever we can, through the example of our lives
and offer to share it with others, to give of ourselves."

It is impossible to live and develop properly
without setting demands on ourselves and others. Our
model is the Son of God, who left us love to the end as
the greatest criterion. This love becomes present in
the Eucharist, and it is also a call to ignite with love
the people we meet after leaving the temple. This will
only be possible if we deepen our personal bond with
Jesus every day. The summer vacation season is
almost over, and many young people and children are
preparing for the next academic school year. I hope
that the summer holiday season was not a time
without God and the Church. Dear parents, if your
child attends public school, please try to enroll them in
our wonderful Religious Education Formation Program
as soon as possible. You may call her ahead of time
and schedule an appointment to register.

I extend my heartfelt thanks to Sophia and
Bob Koszytko for donating the beautiful painting of
St. Teresa of the Child Jesus. The painting will hang
permanently in our church, on the wall at the back of
the church, near the entrance from the parking lot.
St. Teresa will greet everyone entering and bid
farewell to those leaving.

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Our Lady of Knock

On August 21, 1879, Margaret Beirne, a
resident of Cnhoc Mhuire, County Mayo, Ireland, was
sent by her brother to lock up the church for the
evening. When she was ready to leave, she noticed a
strange brightness hovering over the church. Margaret
had other things on her mind, and didn't tell anyone
what she saw. Around the same time, another member
of the Beirne family, Mary, was leaving from a visit to
the church's housekeeper, and stopped with the
housekeeper at the gables, where they could see the
church. Mary replied:

"Oh look at the statues! Why didn't you tell me the priest
got new statues for the chapel?”

The housekeeper responded that she knew
nothing of the priest getting new statues. So, they
both went for a closer look, and Mary Beirne said:

"But they are not statues, they're moving.

It's the Blessed Virgin!"

Thirteen others also came and saw the
beautiful woman, clothed in white garments, wearing a
brilliant crown. Her hands were raised as if in prayer.
All knew that it was Mary, the Mother of Jesus, Queen
of Angels. On the right of Our Lady stood St. Joseph,
his head inclined toward her. On her left stood St. John
the Evangelist, dressed as a bishop. To the left of
St. John stood an altar which had a lamb and a cross
surrounded by angels on it. The vision lasted about
two hours. People who were not at the apparition site
reported that they saw a bright light illuminating the
area where the church was. Many of the sick were
healed upon visiting the church at Knock.

This past week | have been reading a biography of St. Francis

of Assisi. | admit | didn’t know much about Francis going into

the book, but | always had this image of him as a hippie — an

easygoing nature-lover who sang about peace and let animals

climb on him.

I’'m not sure where that caricature of Francis came from, but since
I’ve been reading this book I’'ve come to see that it’s not true at
all. He was a lover of nature, yes. A poet who sang of God’s peace,
yes. And I’'m sure he let a few animals climb on him from time to
time (he did live in a hut in the woods).

But St. Francis of Assisi wasn’t the lost fourth member of Peter,
Paul and Mary. He was a man on fire. He was a man burning.

Francis walked around barefoot and slept on the ground. He
abandoned a life of wealth to embrace the material poverty that
Christ experienced. He embarrassed his family and they disowned
him. When his father would encounter Francis in the streets of
Assisi, he would curse him.

Sometimes we get this idea that Christianity is a comfortable, cozy
thing. We give our lives to Christ, and we expect to feel instantly
satisfied, happy, safe and warm. But the saints knew better.

The saints knew that Christ had not come to wrap us in a warm
blanket. Christ has come to set us on fire. And though fire is often
seen as a sign of death and destruction, it is also the precursor of
new life.

Think of a field of native plants and how it benefits so richly from a
controlled burn — an action that clears away detritus and releases
nutrients back into the soil.
