Father Tom McCarthy is an experienced teacher,
administrator, retreat director and parish mission preacher. He is a
native of the South Side of Chicago. He grew up in St. Adrian Parish
in Marquette Park where he received his elementary education at
St. Adrian School and high school education at St. Rita of Cascia
High School. He graduated from Villanova University with a B.A. in
Communication Arts.

Fr. Tom entered the Midwest Province of the Augustinian

In 1993 he made his solemn vows as an
Augustinian Friar and in 1994 he was ordained to the priesthood.

Fr. Tom ministered in Rome as part of the Pontifical
Council for the Promotion of the New Evangelization where he was
named a Papal Missionary of Mercy by Pope Francis in 2018.

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4 Dear Parishioners and Friends,
Today's Liturgy of the
Word addresses the path to
heaven, or the “way” we can
and should get there. What
should we do, how should we
live, to pass through the gates of
heaven, through which many
people will yearn to pass?
Jesus's statement, recorded by
St. Luke, is marked by an atmosphere of competition,
effort, and tension among those seeking salvation. It
turns out that the effect of this “competition” will be
surprising: “Behold, these are the last who will be first,
and the first who will be last.”

The very word “competition” and winning
places immediately evokes associations with sports
competitions, where it's easy to determine who is first
and who is last. Simply participating in the competition
is a distinction for athletes, a form of reward, and the
culmination of years of work. There are also other
championships, with over a billion competitors
participating! These are not athletic games, but
“spiritual championships”"— “God's games,” in which
people of all “nations and languages” participate. In
his prophetic vision, Isaiah described that the
participants in these “games” would arrive “on horses,
in chariots, in litters, on mules, and on dromedaries.”
We, however, as people living in the 21st century, rely
not only on the prophetic vision but also on the facts
of our own lives.

For every Christian, the personal moment that
inaugurates the “spiritual championship” is baptism.
It's as if we were called to the “Olympic team.” From
that moment on, I have every right and opportunity to
win the prize. This prize is far more lasting than
Olympic fame, fortune, or gold. The prize of “spiritual
championship” is eternity, a happiness we begin to
experience during our earthly lives. And this promise
of salvation encompasses everyone without exception.

This is not the only difference between spiritual
and athletic championships. While speed is key in
athletic championships, the ability to stop and
systematically listen to the voice of one's conscience is
crucial in spiritual championships. Sports
championships are colorful and spectacular, even
garish at times. Spiritual championships, on the other
hand, appear more modest on the outside, but this
modesty conceals true goodness and genuine joy.
Every athlete aspires to at least momentary fame and
profit, while sacrifice, service, and dedication are
inherent in the daily life of a Christian. This makes it
much easier to become discouraged and give up.
Perhaps this is why the words of the Letter to the
Hebrews sound so comforting: “Stretch your drooping
hands and your weak knees! Make straight tracks with
your feet... God deals with you as with children.” In

spiritual competitions, what matters most is not what
is external and visible to the eye; what matters here is
the inner “athletes,” which God Himself — the righteous
Judge — knows best.

In order to win a medal, athletes work with
their coaches for at least a few hours each day. As a
Christian, I am a “competitor in spiritual games.”
If there are 96 quarter-hours in a day, how many of
them do I devote to my relationship with God? Am
I even fighting for heaven? Heaven isn't achieved by
chance; it must be consciously sought after.

There are certain phrases that serve as a kind of shibboleth for
millennials, a dog whistle that only ears formed between 1981 and
1996 can discern. “You can’t sit with us!” is one of those phrases.

It’s from the movie Mean Girls, (which, | hear from my younger
family members, has now become cool with the kids again, so
maybe my point about it being niche is incorrect). The character
Regina George, merciless ruler of the cool kids, is rejected from
the ultra-exclusive lunch table she herself formed when her
minions, tired of her cruelty, serve her the most devastating words
a teenager can hear in public: “You can’t sit with us.”

So passes earthly glory, as they say.

At first blush, this Gospel gives “Mean Girls” vibes. We have an

image of the unlucky masses clamoring for entry into the kingdom

of heaven as God locks the door against them, saying, “l do not
know where you are from.”

Very “you-can’t-sit-with-us.”

But we need to remember that the people pounding on the door
of heaven in today’s Gospel aren’t people who wanted a seat at
God'’s lunch table — at least, not until it was the only lunch table
left, because they had Regina George’d their way out of all the
other ones.

Jesus’ whole thing was that you can sit with us, whoever you are,
wherever you’re from and whatever you’ve done. But there are a
lot of lunch tables in the world, and not everyone wants to be at

one with rules like “repent” and “be good to that person you really

don’t like.” It’s not always an easy table to sit at, especially when
there are so many other options.

We have to choose heaven before heaven becomes our only
choice.
