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Dear Parishioners and Friends,

This Sunday, our
thoughts turn to Nazareth,
where Jesus, Mary, and Joseph
shared the fate of many families
of their time. What serves as an
example for us is the love that
was paramount in this family.
When we look at the Holy
Family, we see before our eyes
the families in which we live. The Christmas season
makes us even more aware of their important role in
our lives.

Marriage, which is a sacramental “covenant by
which a man and a woman establish between
themselves a partnership of the whole of life,” (CCC
1601), forms the foundation of the family. Married life
must be planned with God, not on one's own. We
must invite Him to the family table, to family
conversations, decisions, and family care for everyone
in the home. With Him, we must care for the sick, plan
our time, Sundays, and leisure. With Him, we watch
movies, use the internet, and receive guests. With
Him, we experience the conception and birth of new
children, and with Him, we close the eyes of those
who go to the Father's house. If this is forgotten, if
God is not allowed into daily family life, then the family
will always become a “spiritual desert.”

Pope Benedict taught that “whoever prays
does not waste time, even if everything indicates the
need for urgent intervention and only inclines us to
action.” Being absorbed in activism can lead to prayer
losing its Christian character and its true effectiveness.
However, if we recognize its value, it can become the
foundation for building marriage and family. Martha
speaks about prayer and understanding in her family:
“It's wonderful to entrust the leading of daily prayer to
our growing children, who are becoming less and less
aware of the importance of this prayer and don't
remember that it is conversation with God, not colorful
magazines or fashionable clothes, that is the true path
to happiness. In my family, we pray the rosary every
day. It doesn't matter that one of the children has a
lot of homework, or that the parents are overworked
and don't have the strength to pray the rosary. We
leave all the duties of daily life and kneel before an
image of Jesus or Mary, entrusting ourselves in rosary
prayer and reciting the prayers.

After a long day of school and practice, my
parents once gave me a choice, wanting to see if
I truly loved this ‘lifeling,” they allowed me to make
a choice: ‘If you want, you can pray with us today, if
not, you don't have to. No one will yell at you or force
you. Today we give you a free choice.” Now it seems
obvious to me, but back then my choice seemed
rather impossible to my parents. Just as I was about
to say that I didn't feel like praying today, something
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closed my mouth, and deep in my soul I heard the
words: ‘Pray, God loves you.’ I replied: ‘Yes, I will pray
with you.”

Many married couples who have been married
for a long time say that they persevered thanks to
God's support and care. That's why they celebrate
name days and birthdays together, and on their
wedding anniversary they order Masses of
thanksgiving and to ask for the graces needed for
themselves and their loved ones for the years to come.
In this way, they remind themselves that love is the
“bond of perfection,” and that it is the only thing that
truly matters. I wish that all your families may be
strong in God. I would like to express my sincere
gratitude to Mr. Frank Cebulski, who, together with his
wife +Irena, sponsored all the chairs that are placed at
the back of the church and in the bride's room. Thank
you to everyone who made Christmas donations to the
parish of Saint Faustina. It is thanks to these
Christmas offerings that we are able to cover
outstanding parish bills. May the Newborn Lord and
King of the Universe generously reward you.

Secretariat of State to governments around the world.

Pope Leo XIV's message for the 2026 World
Day of Peace, the 59" celebration, titled “Peace be
with you all: Towards an “unarmed and disarming”
peace ,” was sent out on August 26", 2025.

The communiqué emphasizes that the Pope's
message calls for rejecting the logic of war and
violence in favor of true peace, based on love and
justice. Peace, as emphasized, should be "unarmed" —
that is, not built on fear, threats, or the arms race. At
the same time, it should be "disarming" — capable of
mitigating disputes, opening human hearts, and
fostering trust, empathy, and hope.

»It is not enough to simply call for peace —
it must be realized in a daily lifestyle that consistently
rejects all forms of violence, both overt and hidden in
social structures”, the document reads.

“We are never so poor that we cannot give
anything to others, nor so rich that we cannot receive
anything. Therefore, it is good to invite not only family
to the common table, but it is also worthwhile to
sometimes allow ourselves to be invited by someone,
to become a member of someone's household.”

The Dicastery also reminds us that the greeting
of the Risen Christ: "Peace be with you" (cf. John 20:19)
is addressed to all — believers and non-believers, citizens
and politicians — as an encouragement to jointly build
the Kingdom of God and shape a future in which
humanity and peace are at the center.

In this weekend's bulletin, you will find the published Fiscal Year 2025 Report as compared to the
Previous Fiscal Year 2024 Report for St. Faustina Kowalska Parish.
Below are explanations of significant variances.
An increase in our Sunday & Holyday Collections can be attributed to the increase in our October 2024 Mass
Attendance (1,244 average Sunday attendance in 2024 vs. 1,135 average Sunday attendance in 2023).
There was a decrease in the number of special collections scheduled for the parish, not due to lack of generosity.
The parish REF Program educated less students (83) than the previous year (88) resulting in decreased tuiton, but
collected more in fees than the previous year due to the fact that all students in 7th & 8th grade attended the Holy
Fire Retreat. Holy Fire is a madatory attendance retreat organized by the Archdiocese every other year.
Fundraising Net Income increased due to a successful Andrzejki Dinner Dance & OD's Lenten Appeal.
Our parish Auxiliary Groups had a fruitful year of activities, but this amount primarily represents net income from
the Queen of Hearts raffle for a year of 1 jackpot payout (October 2024) & 5 smaller payouts.
Miscellaneous Income decreased mainly due to a decrease in Stole Fees received for Baptisms (19 in 2025 vs. 31 in
2024), Marriages (7 in 2025 vs. 10 in 2024) & Funerals (50 in 2025 vs. 65 in 2024). In addition, there was a period
of about a month when the vigil candles were malfunctioning. Included in the Miscellaneous Income are Stole Fees,
Mass Stipends, Votive/Vigil Candle Offerings & Special Donations.
Parish Salaries increased due to cost of living adjustment.
Health insurance increased due to full-time employee taking benefits this year.
Books & Supplies increased slightly due to bulletin supply expenses & a phase out of REF instructional workbooks
in certain grades.

. Administrative Expenses decreased due to the move from full service to partial service of the Accounting Service

Center of the Archdiocese of Chicago & the OD taking on more responsibilities.

. A decrease in food service & meals can be attributed to frugal shopping habits.

. Due to a colder winter & a hike in rates there was an increase in heating fuel expense.

. Electricity increased from the previous fiscal year as the new A/C in Ward Hall starts being used.

. In November 2023, the City of Chicago replaced a faulty water meter in the Parish Center that resulted in the

parish receiving an $18,000 credit. This credit has been zeroed out & we are now paying as billed bimonthly.

. We experienced an uneventful year with regards to Maintenance & Building Repairs, Altar & Liturgical Supplies,

& Furnishings & Equipment resulting in minimal savings.

. Archdiocesan Assessment (cathedraticum) decreased due to an adjustment given by the Pastoral Center based on

an Accounting Service Center error. Normally the Archdiocesan Assessment is based on historical parish ordinary
income. The cathedraticum is an assessment levy on the ordinary income of a parish paid to the Pastoral Center
annually to provide for the needs of the Church, so that She has available to it those things which are necessary for
divine worship, for the works of the apostolate & charity. An increase in the Archdiocersan Assesssment can be
expected next year.

The PRMAA Assessment also decreased due to an adjustment given by the Pastoral Center based on an Accounting
Service Center error. Normally the PRMAA Assessment is based on calculation of 3.5% of previous fiscal year's total
operating income. An increase in the PRMAA can be expected next year.

The Property & Casualty Insurance increased from the previous fiscal year, an expense defined by the Archdiocese.
The cost includes all buildings at the St. Camillus campus & the St. Jane campus.

This is the current rate to insure the priest's automobile, an expense defined by the Archdiocese.

As you can see the Net Ordinary Income/Expense of the Church & Auxiliary Groups is a positive, meaning the
Parish once again operated in the black.

Insurance reimbursement on a claim made the previous fiscal year minus the deductible of $1000 was received.
There was an increase in Sharing Collections Outside the Archdiocese as the parish collected funds for Hope's on
the Way-Buckets of Hope & Caritas/Flood Victims of Poland. The amount of all total Archdiocesan required second
collections include: Latin America, Central & Eastern Europe, Holy Land, Catholic Charities, Priest's Retirement,
Peter's Pence, Missionary Co-Op, Seminarian Education, World Mission, CCHD, Religious Retirement, Catholic
League. This amount passes through the parish bank account & all of it is sent to the Pastoral Center for
appropriate distribution. (See also note #26, amounts will match).

Fund Collections represents payments made on pledges to the St. Camillus TTWCI campaign.

Capital Collections decreased significantly as the parish received $26,827 from the Holy Name Society to be used
for capital repairs (This amount represents 15% of the $139,921.44 half of the Queen of Hearts jackpot that was
won on 10/19/2024), $1,000 donation for the Church Stained-Glass Window Project, all the Building Maintenance
collections, & private donation for the Rectory Door Project. In the previous year we received $72,405 from the
HNS from the jackpot won on 11/4/2023 & collected funds for the Church Stained-Glass Window Project, Church
A/C Project, & Ward Hall Painting & Renovation Project.

Insurance deductible paid out on a 6/11/2025 claim for damage sustained to church doors by a vehicle.

Payment made to CliftonLarsonAllen, LLC for completion of filing amended 941's for ERC applications per the
Archdiocese.

Expenses on Capital Improvements were less than the previous fiscal year. The following Capital Improvements
were made: 8 sections of stained-glass windows fabricated & installed in Church-$64,000; Final payout on Church
A/C Chiller Unit-$12,700; Sealcoating, restriping & asphalt patchwork on large sections in Rectory lot & Ward Hall
lot-$10,585 & custom Rectory door & frame-$10,156.

Although the Net Other & Net ALL Income & Expense totals are in red, the parish operated in the black for the 4th
consecutive year. Please understand that funds for certain projects were collected in the previous fiscal year but paid out
in this fiscal year, thus showing a negative number. This does not mean we operated in a deficit or are overspending.
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I would like to just say a couple of common, but important & sincere words to you all, "THANK YOU." I am
humbled by your generosity, kind hearts, patience, understanding, & willingness to answer any cry for
help, so that the parish can not only survive but thrive. You are what makes up the St. Faustina Kowalska
Parish community. Without you, the church would be empty & the parish would not have accomplished all
that we have up to this point in time. Once again, thank you, thank you for your generosity and help
throughout this past year, whether it was financial, physical or spiritual. Another year has come and gone,
and despite ongoing rumors, the St. Camillus property has NOT yet been sold. There was a promising offer
made by Southwest Airlines, but was once again contingent on receiving zoning approval from Ald.
Tabares for the potential use of the property. It did not come through. I hope I have earned your trust
with my efforts to be as transparent as possible with my reporting & communication. Therefore, I hope
you will trust that if & when the St. Camillus property will be sold, Fr. Ted, our Pastor, & I will inform you
of this important news, especially since it was the spiritual home for so many of our parishioners prior to
coming to St. Faustina Kowalska Parish. God bless you all & may we continue to do all things for the
greater glory of God - AMDG!

Mini Reflection: If any four-word sentence encapsulates what
we can expect from the Christian life, it is this: God had other
plans.

Other Plans

| don’t know exactly what kind of life Mary and Joseph
envisioned when they were first betrothed — back in those
simple times when they were just like any other couple who
had hopes, dreams and no angels telling them what to do.

Whatever their plans were, | think it’s safe to say that the
future God had in store for Mary and Joseph was not one

either of them expected. | would imagine they both anticipated

something a little quieter. A little more stable (no pun
intended). A little less tumultuous.

It exhausts me simply to read through the chaos of their
movements in today’s Gospel. Flee to Egypt, return to Israel
(but not Judea! Herod’s son is there! Divert to Galilee! Divert!).

Settle in Nazareth (let me remind you, this is all happening with

a baby in tow, and without the aid of a minivan). Take a deep

breath, but don’t get too comfortable — now it’s almost time to

lose your kid in Jerusalem. Then you’ll have about 20 years off
before he starts raising people from the dead, and that’s when
things start to get really crazy.

The story of the Holy Family is the ultimate example of the
phrase “God had other plans.” If any four-word sentence
encapsulates what we can expect from the Christian life, it is
this.

| thought | was meant for that job, but God had other plans.

| thought | would live in this place, but God had other plans. |
thought | was supposed to become this person, but God had
other plans.

We can do all the right things. We can make all the right
choices. We can say, over and over again until our voice wears
out, “Thy will be done.” But all we can know for sure is that
God has other plans.

Catholic Life Explained

Question:

If | go to the Sacrament of
Penance and end up repeating
the same sins, does that mean
| do not have a strong enough
intention to amend my life?

Answer:

There is a popular expression
that says, “Be patient. God isn’t
finished with me yet!” Growing in
faith and holiness is an ongoing,
life-long project, and our struggle
with sin is at the heart of it. As

St. Paul says, the good he intends
to do, he does not do. The evil

he does not intend, he does! It is
not always a lack of intention, but
more often the allure of evil that
makes it difficult to change.

When we confess our sins, we

are to come with a fully contrite
heart. You need to reflect on

your true feelings toward your
actions before approaching the
sacrament. After confession, there
are strategies you can make to
avoid falling into the same traps
of sin. First, pray for and seek

out strength and perseverance
through multiple sacraments,
charitable work, and personal
sacrifice. Second, avoid occasions
of sin when you might fail or be
sorely tempted. In doing these
things, remind yourself daily that
it is a spiritual war we wage, and
with God’s grace, we will succeed.
