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Dear Parishioners and Friends,

In a press interview,
British traveler, mountaineer,
and survival expert Bear Grylls,
43, shared this testimony of his
faith: “In the past, I was afraid
to talk about it because I was
afraid of being ridiculed or that it
would be perceived as a sign of
weakness. But now I'm no
longer afraid to say that I need my faith. It is the true
backbone of my life. So, if someone asks me about it,
I'm really very happy to talk about it.” He admitted
that he had a natural faith since childhood. “I simply
believed that God exists and that He is good.” He
experienced a significant turning point in his Christian
life at the age of 16, after the death of his
grandfather. "I remember praying to God to be with
me. That's where my faith began.” He noted that since
then, faith has been the strongest anchor in his life
and the best guide in dark times. Today, faith is a
constant element of his daily life. He tries to start each
day on his knees to remind himself of what is
important. He also always carries a small book with
him, from which he reads daily about faith and life.

The Feast of the Baptism of the Lord,
celebrated today, is an encouragement to climb, with
the help of the Holy Spirit, to the highest peaks of
faith, until we reach holiness. During the baptism in
the waters of Jordan, there was a transition from the
baptism of John the Baptist, based on the symbol of
water, to the baptism of Jesus in the Holy Spirit and
fire. The same Spirit that descended upon Jesus at the
Jordan is the main architect of our baptism, the first
experience of God's mercy in our lives. It is through
His grace that we have received “new life in Christ,”
free from sin and death. We have become beloved
children of God, in whom the Heavenly Father takes
delight [it is worth remembering the date of your
baptism and commemorating it every year]. It was the
Holy Spirit who destroyed original sin within us. He
freed us from the power of the darkness of sin and
transferred us to the kingdom of light, the kingdom of
love, truth, and peace. And it is the power of the Spirit
that enables us to follow Jesus, and thus to become
more like Him in our daily lives through love and
solidarity with our neighbors.

The day of baptism is also the most important
event in the life of a disciple of Christ. Let us therefore
express our special gratitude to God today for this gift.
And let us ask Jesus to give us the power of the Holy
Spirit to live in accordance with the mystery of
baptism, making our witness of faith to the world even
stronger and more effective. This will be possible if we
heed the advice and repeated encouragement of Pope
Francis: “read a piece of the Gospel every day,
a passage, to get to know Jesus better and in this way

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make Him known to others. Always carry a small copy
of the Gospel with you.”
I would like to express my sincere thanks to
Mrs. Celena Strader and the Waksmanski and
Dlugopolski families, who prepared the sachets with
myrrh, frankincense, gold, and chalk. Many thanks to
everyone who agreed to play the role of the Three
Kings during the Holy Masses we celebrated on the
Sunday of the Epiphany. I also extend my heartfelt
thanks to Mr. Stanislaw and Mrs. Stanislawa
Szczechowicz, who personally prepared the beautiful
costumes for our kings. I would also like to extend my
sincere thanks to everyone who contributed to the
altar server fund. I encourage the altar servers to
serve at the altar as often as possible. Special thanks
go to Ms. Emilia Nienajadlo, Mr. Mateusz Ciaranek,
Mrs. Karolina Zieba, Mrs. Katarzyna Maka, Mrs. Monika
Soltys, and several mothers who, as volunteers,
beautifully coordinate our group of altar servers.

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Feast of the Baptism of the Lord

Today the Church celebrates the Feast of the
Baptism of Our Lord. This feast brings to an end the
season of Christmas. Ordinary Time lasts from the day
after this feast to the Tuesday before Lent.

The Church recalls Our Lord's second
manifestation or epiphany which occurred on the
occasion of His baptism in the Jordan. Jesus
descended into the River to sanctify its waters and to
give them the power to beget sons of God. The event
takes on the importance of a second creation in which
the entire Trinity intervenes.

In the Eastern Church this feast is
called Theophany because at the baptism of Christ in
the River Jordan God appeared in three persons. The
baptism of John was a sort of sacramental preparatory
for the Baptism of Christ. It moved men to sentiments
of repentance and induced them to confess their sins.
Christ did not need the baptism of John. Although He
appeared in the "substance of our flesh" and was
recognized "outwardly like unto ourselves", He was
absolutely sinless and impeccable. He conferred upon
the water the power of the true Baptism which would
remove all the sins of the world: "Behold the Lamb of
God, behold Him Who takes away the sin of the
world."

Mini Reflection: When the voice of God declares, “This is my
beloved Son, with whom | am well pleased,” he is referring, of
course, to Jesus. But | think He would say the same of John the
Baptist — and of all those who welcome Jesus into the waters,
ready to do as he bids.

When Jesus Wades In
Usually, when God comes to us, we aren’t ready.

We think we are. Like John the Baptist, we stand in our waters
of baptism, certain of our mission. We know how it's going to
go. We know what’s going to be asked of us. We're sure of it.

Christ wades into the waters. And he screws up all our plans.

To be clear, | don’t think John the Baptist lacks faith when

he balks at the idea of baptizing Jesus. | think it is, in fact,

a testament to his humility. But whatever motivated John’s
actions, he is — if even for a brief moment — hesitating to do
the will of God. Just a few chapters after this in the Gospel

of Matthew, Jesus will acknowledge that John is the greatest
person “born of women” — with the caveat that even he is not
perfect enough for the Kingdom of Heaven.

Not yet.

Jesus didn’t give John an explanation as the two stood in the
River Jordan. He merely said, “Allow it for now.” John could
have resisted further, demanding to understand why. He could
have grown suspicious at the simplicity of Jesus’ answer, at the
strangeness of this request. He could have clung desperately
to his version of How Things Are Supposed To Be, and in doing
so, fostered doubt in his heart. He could have even stormed off,
confused and angry.

He did none of these things, because John is, as Jesus says, the
greatest born of women.

When the Holy Spirit descends and the voice of God declares,
“This is my beloved Son, with whom | am well pleased,” he

is referring, of course, to Jesus. But | think He would say the
same of John the Baptist — and of all those who welcome
Jesus into the waters, ready to do as he bids.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:

At times, temptation seems so powerful
that it is almost impossible to resist. How
can | be stronger in my resolve to avoid
sin and temptation?

Answer:

The saints have written that every human
person desires the good. In a sense,

we don’t desire sin itself. Temptation is
powerful because there is at least some
bit of good in it. Even in the blackest

of sin, there is something good that
becomes twisted. We can look for good
in sin when we feel it is lacking in our own
life. When we lack true relational intimacy,
it can be easy to turn to lust. When we
lack confidence in God in our own lives,

it can be easy to judge others or to grasp
for control over situations. When we lack
peace in the present moment, it can be
easy to compete with others or to treat
others poorly in our quest for success.

Overcoming temptation isn’t just about
repressing our sinful desires. If that’s all
we do, they’ll just burst out someplace
else! If there is a recurring temptation in
your life, prayerfully consider why this is
so appealing to you. Submit this to God
and bring it to a wise person. And in the
meantime, continue to resist temptation
to sin. If we fail to choose God in small
choices, we're several steps down the
road towards failing in larger ones. Pray
for the grace to persevere!
