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Dear Parishioners and Friends,

No one is immune from
temptation, not even Jesus
Christ. On the first Sunday of
Lent, we read from the Gospel of
St. Matthew that Jesus goes into
the desert and is tempted by the
devil. Jesus' threefold temptation
in the desert warns us against
temptation and, at the same
time, shows us how dangerous it

is to succumb to evil.

People of every age and time are constantly
exposed to temptation. Temptation is an incitement to
evil, coming from within or without. St. Augustine
distinguishes three stages: the suggestion of
temptation, the preference, and consent. This occurs
when we consciously choose evil. There are persistent,
recurring temptations, violent temptations, and hidden
temptations. In the case of hidden temptation, a
person does not realize they are being tempted. There
are also deceptive temptations when evil is presented
to us as good. Their sources can be found in the lust
of the flesh, in the work of Satan, and in our
relationships with the world and with others.

Our lives are filled with various “attractions”
that we eagerly exploit for our own pleasures. They
offer contentment, satisfaction, and happiness,
replacing a gray, sad reality. Modern lures always
appear at the right time. They subtly exploit our good
intentions and deep desires. They discreetly distance
us from God. This usually leads to us being prone to
evil and dishonesty. It becomes increasingly difficult
for us to make the right choices. In our haste, we
make many mistakes, most often harming ourselves,
God, and our loved ones.

Temptation is a mode of choice, freedom, and
the decision of the human will, and like Christ's in the
desert, it can happen to anyone. Therefore, there
must be time to say sorry to God and to others. Lent is
such a sign and a saving event that can transform our
gray everyday lives. During this time, we should
journey with Jesus into the desert of our hearts to
remove the unnecessary weeds of evil hidden among
the imperceptible good. May each of us succeed in
defeating evil when it lurks in our path under the guise
of truth, beauty, or goodness.

The temptation of Christ, described by the
evangelist Matthew, recalls the temptation of the first
humankind, which resulted in their rejection of God's
will.  Jesus, the new Adam, however, proves
completely obedient to the Father. In his responses to
temptations, Jesus draws on biblical texts related to
Israel's sojourn in the desert. The devil showed Jesus
an easy way to play the role of Messiah, yet one
contrary to God's plan. Christ rejected the path
proposed by Satan. This is a call for each of us to turn
to Jesus in difficult moments and seek support in
God's Word.

Let us not be discouraged by falls, for all
things are possible for those who trust God and
entrust their lives to Him. Aware of our own
weaknesses and the pride that constantly “lurks at the
door of our hearts” and prevents spiritual growth, let
us turn to God with a humble cry: “Have mercy, Lord,
for we are sinners.” May these words permeate our
Lenten journey toward Easter.

To
what extent am I willing to spend not only on
vacations, cars, houses, restaurants, etc., but also to
support charitable works, the education of priests, to
thank those who have retired, and to support poor
parishes at risk of closure. Unfortunately, we live in
difficult times, when many are leaving God and the
Church. It is to us that the Lord Jesus says, just as he
said to the Apostles, “"Do you also want to leave?” Let
us repeat with the Apostle Peter: “Lord, to whom shall
we go? You have the words of eternal life, and we
have believed and come to know that you are the Holy
One of God.” As you know, our Parish of St. Faustina
Kowalska has been asked by the Archdiocese of
Chicago to raise $690,000.00 over five years for the
most pressing needs of the Parish and to support the
charitable works and priest?; fund managed by the
Archdiocese. Many of you have already generously
responded to this invitation. To date, I must commend
you; we have already exceeded $200,000.00 in
pledges. I am convinced that this is a good and Godly
work, so I have also pledged $12,000.00 over five
years. Our beloved Deacon Ron Morowczynski and his
wife, Linda, have pledged $25,000.00, even though
Linda now uses a wheelchair. Many of you have also
surprised us with your generosity and kindness. Each
of you is welcome to call me and schedule a meeting
with me at the parish office to make your pledge.

But he
wants to know it after I’'ve had 10 minutes without hearing the
word, “Mommy!”

Life has taught us, you see, that it’s hard to be a good person,
a nice person, a gentle person, when your body doesn’t feel
good or nice or gentle. When you’re hungry. When you’re
exhausted. When you’re anxious.

It’s not impossible, of course. It’s just ... hard.

We’re entering a penitential season, a time in which we
purposefully deprive ourselves in certain ways. During Lent,
we intentionally enter into the desert of physical hunger and
weakness. Why, in preparation for Easter and in an effort to
spiritually purify ourselves, do we go to this place where it’s so
hard to be good? Why do we go to the desert?

Because Christ has shown us that the desert is where decisions
are made.

There are many reasons why the Word became flesh to
accomplish God’s plan for our salvation. But | think one of the
most important reasons must have been that God wanted to
show us that He knows, intimately, how easily the devil exploits
our physical experience of this world. We see it in today’s
Gospel: Jesus, hungry and weary. Jesus, taunted and tempted.

We see him. We recognize him. We are him.

And we hear his voice, even though it trembles with fatigue:
