Dear Parishioners and Friends,

Each of us, though to
varying degrees, has experienced
the meaning of dehydration and
what it means to quench our
thirst. And what can we say about
people who, both in the past and
today in many regions of the
world, die of thirst because they
lack water?

Thirst and the water that quenches it: two
realities so familiar to us from everyday life are at the
heart of the Gospel conversation between Jesus and the
Samaritan woman at Jacob's well near Shechem. The
woman from Samaria knew of the hostility in the
relationship between Samaritans and Jews. Therefore,
she was surprised that Jesus, being a Jew, asked her for
a drink. From this conversation, we learn that she had
five husbands, and the one she was currently with was
not her husband. Thus, we can speak of a complicated
life, full of difficult situations and separations, although
we don't know the details. But the Samaritan woman
was also a woman of religious quest, discerning the
differences between the Jewish and Samaritan faiths.
She knew that one day the Messiah would come, who
would reveal everything that had previously remained
a mystery.

In Jesus' conversation with the Samaritan
woman, however, water is merely an image for the
Savior to demonstrate deeper, spiritual values, enduring
and important for everyone living in any time and place;
the Samaritan woman, on the other hand, remains
focused on the literal meaning of water. The
conversation, therefore, unfolds on two levels. With the
request, “Give me a drink!” Jesus begins an
extraordinary dialogue and shows us that God is the first
to take the initiative in contact with humanity. He
continues to invite even those already advanced in
spiritual life to establish a closer relationship. Before
God, we always remain weak and in need of His living
water, that is, the life-giving grace of the Holy Spirit.

The Samaritan woman, albeit slowly, discovers
the extraordinary nature of the Man she has met: she
does not ask Him for any special gifts, although she
certainly had her share of troubles and worries. Her only
request is: “Give me this water, that I may never thirst
again, nor have to come here to draw.” She simply
wanted to be free from the physical labor of drawing
and carrying water.

It seems to us that this request is a bit too small
for the great opportunity presented to her. Perhaps she
created a world for herself in which, despite difficulties,
she felt relatively happy and did not experience any
greater desires. This can happen to us as well. If we are
not committed to seeking living water, to seeking God,
we instinctively have to fill this void with something. So,
we try to fill our lives with other “little comforts,” such as

excessive activity, the pursuit of success, imposing our
love and friendship on others, seeking sensual
experiences, or excessive consumption.

In the refrain of today's Psalm, the inspired
author encourages us: “When God speaks, do not
despise his word.” Let us open ourselves to this special
voice and engage in a dialogue that will help us see and
understand what is truly important on our Lenten
journey this year, and what only seems so. Let us
remember that the thirst for living water, grace, and
friendship with Jesus should be the desire of every
Christian.

This week, on Friday, March 13th, Father Stan
Rataj will celebrate his birthday. Don't forget to wish him
a happy birthday. We are very grateful for his smile,
kindness, presence, and pastoral assistance. May the
Merciful Lord grant him health and prosperity for many
years to come. We wish all those celebrating their
birthdays, name days, wedding anniversaries, and other
occasions all the best and most beautiful things. May the
Lord bless you. God bless everyone who has already
joined our campaign “"GENERATION TO GENERATION:
ANSWER THE CALL.” I am very pleased that you are
trying to understand this divine call, so that we may
leave something behind for the new generation that
comes after us, something that will help them
understand their human vocation and ultimate destiny.
The fragility of earthly life is also demonstrated by
ongoing wars. Pope Leo XIV calls on all Catholics to pray
the rosary for peace. May each of us, collectively or
individually, join in this great worldwide appeal through
the intercession of Our Lady for an end to wars and
peace in the world. I welcome to our parish the
Dominican missionary Father Tomasz Albrecht, OP.
If possible, try to truly listen to his Lenten sermons to
best prepare for the Glory of the Resurrection.
God bless you!

such determination. Maybe you're struggling with
fasting and physical penance. Maybe you‘ve kept all
your Lenten intentions but still feel burdened and
depleted spiritually.

For some of us, the sacrifices we've committed
to can feel burdensome, and the demands of fasting,
prayer, and almsgiving can weigh heavily on our busy
lives.

No matter where you find yourself this Lent,
remember that these small defeats are an important
part of your Lenten journey!

It is within these difficulties that we can find
profound opportunities for growth and grace.

St. Teresa of Avila teaches us that those who
walk closest to Christ often endure the greatest trials,
and Lent is an opportunity to walk with Christ in the
desert. Yet she reminds us that God will never
abandon us in these struggles. Rather, He will always
provide us with the strength necessary to suffer them
well. She wrote:

“Courage, courage, my daughters. Remember
that God does not give anyone more trials
than can be suffered and that his majesty is
with the afflicted. For this is certain; there is
no reason to fear but to hope in his mercy.
He will reveal the whole truth; and some
machinations, which the devil kept hidden so
as to create a disturbance, will be made
known.”

These small moments of weakness and
difficulty are also opportunities for profound humility.
Sometimes the lessons of Lent are not beautiful ones
of self-sacrifice, but difficult ones of personal humility.
The lessons learned in weakness will teach us that we
cannot trust ourselves to be strong; rather, we must
rely on God, who gives us His strength in abundance.

Strength requires struggle and our spiritual
lives require strength. This Lent, remind yourself to
remain in the Lord’s strength. Touch the cross or holy
medal on your necklace, touch a cross or crucifix or
holy image that hangs on a wall in your home to
garner strength to continue on your Lenten journey.

When God asks for Water
One of my earliest memories is of my mother weeping.

The last few months of her pregnancy with my little brother
were tremendously painful for her, and more than once the
pain brought her to tears. | have a hazy image of her in my
mind, belly swollen with a 12-pound baby lying transverse in
the womb, sitting on the edge of her bed, dabbing at her face
with toilet paper.

| had brought her the toilet paper. | would do that when | saw
her crying, to wipe away her tears. | have a hazy memory of
that, too — of the way my heart was wrenched by the sight of
her suffering, of my desperation to do something to help, and
of my immense satisfaction when she would take the toilet
paper, smile and say, “Oh, thank you, sweetheart!” as if | had
just airlifted her out of a war zone.

What a powerful gift to give to a child still learning the
meaning of compassion and selflessness — the gift of being
able to feel that she has, even in some small way, “rescued”

a person she worships. Her smile of gratitude lives, immortal,
in my mind, along with the swell of satisfaction it produced in
the deepest corner of my heart. This was when | learned that
it feels good to help people, and this memory is a perpetually
replenished well of living water for me. | draw from it daily,
three decades later.

This is a gift that Christ gives, over and over again, in the
Gospels. He allows us to encounter him tired, afraid, sad and
hungry. Omnipotent power subjected to the utter vulnerability
of human form.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:

If we are all meant to be united in Christ,
why is there so much division in the
Church?

Answer:

Each Sunday, we profess that we believe
in “one, holy, catholic, and apostolic
Church.” The Church is indeed one
because her source is the Trinity, and

she is founded by Christ. The Church

also exists in the fallen world and is

made up of fallen people. Sometimes,
there are tensions over what we believe
as Catholics. Who is Jesus really? Are

we affected by original sin? How do our
traditional sexual ethics play out amidst
medical and technological developments?
Doctrinal disagreements are rarely just
about ideas ... they occur within a context.

Tensions are influenced by various social
and political factors of the time period.
For example, Martin Luther’s attempts
at reform gained followers, in part, as a
reaction against poor moral practices
within the Catholic Church. When the
schism between the Eastern Orthodox
Church and the Catholic Church occurred
in 1028, tensions between the two
culturally different regions had been
brewing for centuries.

Division still occurs within the bounds
of the Church today. Oftentimes, this

is about pastoral or practical matters.
These Questions can vary. Should we
incorporate Latin back into the liturgy?
What is the best way to reach the youth
in our parish? These may not be articles
of faith, but people have strong opinions
about what ought to be done. We can
remember the prayer of Christ — “that
all might be one” — and do what we can
to grow in understanding and respectful
dialogue.
